pressed hiniM-lf very openly and earnestly on the
question of the project of agKiandiieroent attributed
to the Americans and directed against the Spanish
colonic*. The Emperor rrpre&al his de vl"i (lis-
ajijrohalxrn of that amlntious and rnmxuhirui spir¬
it that hat characterized ike American ymiernmenl,
all rejnMican as it is. He declared that so far
an hia foieign policy wax concerned, it should be
the Mine in the West aa in the Kaat.that policy w.u
bared on tlie faithful observance of treatiea, and was op-
pored to attempts on the part of any Power to take ad-
vnotage of tlie weakness of a neighbor to rob it of ita
territory; and I rather think tbat assurances were given
tbat Spain bail nothing to fear about Cuba. Wbat will
be tlie period of the war with Russia no man can with
certainty any, but whenever the Eastern question be re-
aolved, I abould not be at all aurpriacd if a Western
question were to ariae which may alao require the inter¬
ference, perhaps the active intervention, of the Powers.
The enormous extent of a republican government may
bo as dangerous to the peace of the world as the unbound¬
ed and unprincipled ambition of a single deipot, and the
South American States may before long require protec¬
tion from tlieir powerful republican neighbor, as the
Ottoman empire from Kuaaia.
The lUdrid (May 18) correspondent of the I»ndon

THE EUROPEAN WAR.
OPERATIONS OF THE RUSSIANS IN THE

DOBRUDSCHA.
[From the London Times, War 19.]

When the Kuwtkn army under General Luders entered
the Dobrudscha. about seven weoks airo, different
opinion! were formed in Europe of the nature and object
of that operation. By dome it was believed to be the
commencement of a direct attack upon the chief posi¬
tions of the Turkish armv, Intended to take advantage
of tbe earliest moment adapted for military operations,
SLd to anticipate by a bold and skilful advance the heats
of summer, the pestilential effluvia of the Danublm
marshes, snd the arrival of a more formidable enemy.
Ey others this movement wis conceived to be one of a
purely defensive character, for the purpose of prevent¬
ing the Turkish forces from outflanking the Russians
in Wallachia. and from threatening their base of
oj erations, while it strengthened the Russian command
of the river by the possession of the forts of Matschln
and Isakstcha, so as to render the Lower Danube more
difficult of scccss to the steamers and gunboats
of the combined Beets. But, however these conflicting
opinions may have keen contradicted or confirmed by
suhcequent events, no one thought it possible that the
Russian general* should propose to themselves toremtin
stationary in such a position, which has all the defects
a military station can possess. It is at once insalubrious
anil unsafe, inaccessible except to the enemy who com
mands the coast, and communicating by one or two
points only with the main body of the armv on the oppo¬
site shore of the river. All supplies of food, ammunition
and reinforcements must be sent by bollock carts for
upwards of sixty miles from the bridges near Galatx an 1
Brallow to the scene of operations. The country pro
duces nothing, and hardly furnishes any water tint Is
not brackish or infected. The Turks, on the contr%ry,
remain within comparatively easy reach of their hea I
quarters; the deliciencies of their advanced guard may
i.i- easily supplied; and, even in case of defeat, they
*oiild only have to fall back on the Iwst part of Omer

trueat form. The »tlr ud clamor of the Held of battletbe glory of the effort and the grindear of the reeult'
may make ua oveiloek the heavy coet of euferine and of
blood. But the regimental boepital, choked with maaaea
of the dylrg and the dead, who expire under theatroke
of an invisible foe, ia a acene whieb might well give a
parg to the moat heartlean of conqueror*. We resent
the political duplicity and ambition of the Emperor of
Russia.we view with disgust hia appeala to the religionwhich he outrage* while he Invokes it.but the picture
of thege poor serfs, who are dragged away by ten* of
thoutands to rot in tbe marshes of the Danube.the
helpless, ignorant, and miserable victim* of an all-power¬
ful sovereign.inspires ua with a atronger aenae of the
brutal enoiniity of these Crimea, and brings home to the
imagination the great evil of war multiplied in a thou-
sand *baces of individual sufferlug. Tl ere ia a prodi¬
gality ef human life in theae Ruaaian enterpriae* which
ia not even palliated, aa it wa* in the war* of Napoleon,
by the splendor of military aucceaa. The Ruaaian go-
vernment muat already be aware that nothing can be
made of ita present military poaition. It haa failed to
overcome the Turk* alnglehaDded, anil already, in addl-
tion to the Turka, there are 40,000 of the Qnuat troopa in
Europe within a few houra' sail. If ao much aa an at-
tempt be made on th* passes of the Balkan, that ia, aa
we underatand it, even on Shumla, Austria aud Prussia
have both bound themselves by treaty to make it a case
of war againat Russia. To ad\ance under aucb circum-
atances ia impoaaible, to retreat may a»on become almost
equnllv difficult. The Emperor Nicholaa cannot delude
himself with th* idea that he and hii forces are in
a condition to give the law to tbe East in open de&ance
of the recorded will and of the fleets and armie* of the
rest of Europe All the evils he is about to Inflict upon
his people from this time are purely gratuitous, and can
lead to no result favorable to his honor or dignity. He
alone, in all his broad dominions, bears the responsibility
of this war, and nobody believes that tlio war would be
carried on for another week if he oeased to direct it. He
endtavor* to impose on public opinion; but ere long the
extravagant fictions of his bulletins and th* affected fa¬
naticism of hi* manifestoes must be found out. His ap-
peal* to his people are like everything else he haa laid on
this question.untrue; and we cannot doubt that when
these disasters become bettor known, as they must be
even in Russia. they will exercise a beneficial effect on
the doration of th* war.

OPERATIONS ON THE DANUBE.
The considerable time that ha* elapsed since the re¬

ceipt of any new* of importance from the Danube, is
Itself a fact of some significance.

It will be remembered that the Russian army, under
General Luders, effected the passage of the Lower Dan¬
ube on the 24th March, and suoceedcd, in th* course of
the next few days, in taking the small Turkish fortresses
of Isaktcba, Toultscha, Matachln, aud Hlrsova. while
the Russisn advanced posts were pushed forward with
out encountering any serious resistance, a* far as Trajan's
Wsll.

In the course of th* month of April, Prince Paskiewltch
having taken the chief command and reached the scene
of 01 erations, the ri«ht wing of the Russian army mvle a
si drten retrograde movement, andevacuated Little Watlt-
chia, thereby denoting that the plan which at one time
threatened to turn th* Turkish left by an incursion into
Servla, and an attaok on Widdin. ia abandoned. This de¬
cision may be attributed to three cause*.

First, the position of the Turk* at Kalefat was too
strong to be forced without tremendons loss, and behind
Kali-fat and the Danube lies Widdin, which coald only
be reached by a regular siege.
Secondly, the advance of th* Russians on this point

would probably have led to an immediate counter move-
ment on the part of Austria.
Thirdly, that the Russian army, thus opposed by th*

Turk* and threatened by the Austrian*, wa* compelled to
contract it* line of operations within narrower limit*.
The Ruaaian*, to tb* great astonishment of all Europe,have remained inactive in the Dobru'lacha, for more than

five weeks, thus giving time for the sickly season of Hay
to break ont, and for the land force of the alliea to take
up a position of formidable hostility. Sllistrla, even,
has not been laid siege to, although the possesslrn of
that fortress Is indispensable to the success of any opera-
tion* sgalnst Shumla, Varna, or the Balkan. Tills im
portant fortress has, as yet, been only assailed by a fire
across the river, at a distance of one thousand yards,
and the damage done ha* been little.

MOVEMENTS OF THE ALLIED AND RUSSIAN

FLEET8 IN THE BALTIC.
On the evening of the 10th of May the French fleet un¬

der Admiral Tarseval-Deschene*, eleven sail, was off the
I-lard Romsol, In the Great Belt, four leagues to the
north of Nvborg. The English fleet was, on the 7th of
same month off the Island of Qottika Sandol, north of
Gothland. The reason assigned for the histy putting to
sea of the English Beet was the information that the Ras-
sian fleet had run out of Helslngfors; but it wa* doubtful
If this information was correct
The Russian ship Otho, Captain Lauren, had aucceeled

in eva'Urg the vigilance of the British fleet*. She left the
Aland I>lands on April 29th, with a cargo of timber, and
ran into Kiel harbor on tbe Oth Inst , and anchored there.

Acting on the recommendation of the Swedish govern¬
ment, >ranee and England have agree! to permit the
trade of the Norwegian fishermen of > InmsrK with the
Russians, that trifling commerce being the only resource
of tl.e duellers on that stormy coast.
We hear more of the submarine batteries that are pre¬

pared for defence of the harbor* of St Petersburg, and it
is ssid. of Sweaborg and Revel. The> consist"of caissons
of gunpowder that are to be sunk in various parts of the
channel, and connectcd by wires with gilvani) batteries
onshore. Two telescope* are adjusted so that the bisec¬
tion of their ines of sight will correspond with th* spot
where caissons are sunk. The moment when a ship be¬
come* visible to both observers will be tbe moment for
exploding.
