AFFAIRS B! THE CITY.

During the month of May there arvized at this
eity from foreign ports, 18 steamships, 137 ships,
118 barks, 443 brigs, 96 sckooners, and oge galliot,
making a tetal of 531 vewwcls, 192 of which were
foreign. This excecds by birty-four the sumber
of arrivala far any previous month, and fs gnother
evidence of the rapid advance of the metrogolis of
the Western workd.

Tn the Marine Court yesterday Jodge Thitips,
teing nnable to travenct basiness in cﬂnwwenu of
personal injuries received in an gssault made upon
him while on Lis way down towp in the morning
adjourned the proceedings in the ~ase which had
excited so much interest the day previons, and
which aleo produced consdderable excitement in the
Park yesterday afternoan. An accognt of the af-
fair may be found under the appropriste head, in
another column.

The Commissioners of Eszcise during the past
month granted 2,028 tavers licenses in thirteen
wards of this city, leaving eight wards to be pro-
vided for, It is thought that the whole number of
permits to he lssued for the present year will not
exceed three thonsand—about bali that of the past
twelvemonth. “We hope the Aldermen and Coun-
cilmen, under whose sanction liguor licenses are
given, afterthey have concluded thelr praiseworthy
eflorta to reduce the number of legalized sources of
poverty and crime, will turn their attention to the
almoat innumerable unlicenssd groggeries hitherto
tolerated by the benevolent ofMiclale, and generally
kept by “lone widows'' and men who are particie
lasly active on election days.

rather understated than otherwise. We were
in some degree prepared for this inlalligence
by certain previous indications conveyad 1o ns
in our correspondence from Cuba, and the sig-
nificance of which we duly appreciated of the
time, The. feelings of exnltation and confidence
to awhich the arrival of Admiral Duguesne with
the Freneh wessels under his command, gave
rise amongst the Spanish officials in Cuba, could
only be explained by the nesurance which they
felt a8 to the eourse that would be pursued by
the povernments of England and Fraunge in the
eveut of our attempting to redress the many
unsatisfied grievances which we have against
Spain, by taking poreession of that island.

If' it be true, then, that England and France
are about to follow out the sume policy in the
West a8 they have pursued in the East, wo
must be prepared to show them that we also
have a policy in the East as well as in the
West, and that it is consistent with onr inter-
ests. We shall at lepst have the justiiieation
that if we decide npon taking Cuba, that step
will have been provoked by a long series of
wanton insults uod ontrages that oo othey
tion, with proper men at the hiead of its alfairs,
would have tam:ly submitted to, and that we
ghall not be cloaking ill-concealed projects of
aggrandizement under a pretended sympathy
for the wronge of the oppressed, or an over ten-
der regard for that visionary hobby of Earo-
pean statesmen—the balance of power. Lot
England and France, therefore, make but ons
decided move to intervene between us and the
vindieation of our wrongs, and they will find
that they will have raised up a new obstacle to
their views in the East which they bave not
as yel taken into their calculation.

But we forget that we are running rather
wildly in advance of probabilities. We are
giving expreseion to our own sentiments and
those of the covutry generally; but unfortu-
nately this is not suflicient to give effect to the
conrse which our bonor and our interests sug-
gest.  Our frifling and imbecile adminiztration
—the whole practical foreign poliey of which,
thus far, has been limited to cirenlars upoa
diplomaticcostume, and vulgar bravado throngh
ite organs—is upfortunately charged with the
initiative, and we ehall probably huve still
much to endure from Spanish insolence afd
sggressions upon our flag, before the indigna-
tion of the country succeeds in rousing it to
petion,  As a proof of its moral cowardice and
meanness of spirit, and of the gstimation in
which it is. held abroad, we have only to men-
tion the report which bas obtaingd currency in
the English and French journals, that it hee
offered to withdcaw its demaunde against Spain
for the ceegion of her miserable African possos-
sion of Melilla. Under any other adininistra-
tion such o statement would be rezarded as an
absurd falsehood and acalumny. Under the
present, It is muliappily it too consistent with
the gencral course of its foreign policy.

But little progress appears (o have been
mnde sinee our previous advices, towards the
reclaireissement of the doubts that surround the
policy of the eabinets of Vieana and Berlin.
We have statements, it is true, of a large nddi-
tional levy Leing made by the former Power
in consequence of the concentration of Russlon
tmaops on her northeastern and eastera fron-
tier; Lut this must not be taken as any ceriain
indication of her intentions. It may be, and is
probably, merely & precantionary measure to
provide agrinst any attempt to drive her from
ber moutral position by exciling insurrec-
tionary movements in those quarters. The
statement that she had forwarded an witi-
matum o Rusesia, demanding the evacua-
tion of the Turki:h territorics under the
threat of hostilities, tarns out as we pre-
nounced it at the time, to Le without foan-
dation.  The report, it scoms, originated in the
fact of a communication having been sent hy
Count Buol to Baron Meyendorff, respocting
the evacuation of Leszer Wallachia. Accord
ing to the Vienna newemongers, fresh nogotia-
tiong arc in progress for an Anglo-Froach and
Austro-Prussian allinnee,  Thi=s looks wvery
much like what we have all along considered
to be the fact—namely, that all the protocols
and treaties by which the four Powers have
been trying to bind themselves and the rest of
the !‘N‘ld; are, after all, hut little better than

Ahalltion Fallecies—The Kaces of this Con.
tinent.

If ome imagipative Spanigrd were to declare
that kis task in this life would hereafter be to
raise ghe Spanish race to its fermer position in
the world, and to rob Great” Eritain and the
United States of' their monopolsy of trade and
manufagiures, converting Cadiz into a Liver-
pocl and,Barcelona into a New York—or if
some ambitious serf from the Crgnes were to
prociaim the coming everthrow of the Western
racex, and the enthronement of kis country-
wen in the palace of arts and civilization—or
if the feeble Hindoo were to rise against the
hardy European and predict not onky the re-
capture of all the latter hesusurped, but a like
invesion of Errope, plantiyg Asiatic sronarchs
on the thrones of Charlesgpagne and Alfred.
sweeping away €very trace of modern refine
ment, and superseding onr present comioxts and
lusurles by the introduction of oriental and
barbaric maguificence—we showld surely teink
such proghecics abserd, though e could not
pronounce them abzodately impoaeible. Span-
iards might become o trading people: Russinus
might lears refinement: Hindoos might be
tanght to fight. But such changes are so very
improbable—so entirely inconsistent with all
that we know of the history of these races—
that the most credulous would hardly expect
their advent. Nipety-nine men out of a kua-
dred would at once declare them a wild utopia.
In precieely this light do we look upon Mr.
Seward’s scheme for the eradication of elavery
from this continent. Il does not seem to us to
be possible that 80 much violence can be done
to the essential characteristics of the two lead-
ing races here ns to place them side by side
on a footing of equality, without endangering
the existence of one or the other. With the moral
and cthical considerations urged by Mr. Seward
we have at present nothing to do: our positjon
is that nature has placed on this continent three
distinct and separate races of human beings, en-
dowed with different moral, mental and physi-
cal qualities, to each of which a peculiar and
well defined station and sphere of duty have
been allotted; aftd that noman can disturb the
order thus established, or attempt to alter the
etation or duty of any of the three, without
failing, and involving in his failure much con-
fusion, injury and wrong. We do not contend
for the theoretical justice of this proposition;
fuany laws of nature, indubitably establithed by
experience, are in violation of abstragt right; all |
wo claim is that such is the rale in practice.
Philantbropists for instance Lave shed oceans
of tears over the wrongs of the Indian, drivea
from hig childhood's home, and hunted from
place to place by the white pioneers; and there
is no doubt but herein lurks & gricvous injus-
tice; but shall you argue to-day that we
must have no more Terrvitories or States
beeause the Indians have rights? Faney Con-
gress listoning to such an argumont, Common
sense would reply at ouce, thet though it is
hard for the Indians to be expairiated, it i«
harder for the world to leave so much good
land idle, while white men starve: and this prac-
tical view would necessarily prevail. Conser-
vative and rational as we think ourselves, we
are all glad to lean on the arm of * manifest
destiny” when we have a chance; and if, a8 we
believe, it can be shown that hitherto it has
ever been, and is still, the manifest degtiny
of the negro race to live in servitude, the balk
of mankind will shrink from the responsibility
of rebelling agninst the dictate of fate,

We say that the negro was made for servi-
tude on this continent. A slave ke waa in his
own country : born a slave to his fatler or his
king, and subject to all the horrors of irrespon-
sible mastership, without a single redeeming
alleviating trait: made a «lave to his congqueror,
who felled him to the carth in batile, and again
vieited him with neute suffering, torture and con-

always n elave, as the fortune of war lay with
his masters or their fues. Talk to the native
African of freedom! ‘Tis o state he ecannot
couceive, bas no longing to enjoy. This is no

izglated case. Every traveller tells the same

to receive monthly from the Czar a million of-

wumely ; and again changed aud swapped about, |

tale of every teve, from ibe Mediterranesn
shore to the Uape. Nefthet vivilized interconrse
ner religion can alter this es-eatial oharacter-
fetic. Three hundréd ycars ago the Gospel
was pretiched to races in Africa, which are still
a8 barbarous, us hepelessly unsuited for any
station in life but slavery, es they ‘were when
tirst digcovered. The earliest navigators bought |
slaves from petty chiefs en the African coast,

children and their dependents ever since down |
to the present day. Nor is thie savage tralt a
consequence of surrounding circumstances or
prevailingcustome. Negroes whose ancestors
have been domiciliated on American soil for
two centeries preserve all the barbarous spirit
‘of their race. The attempts which have been
made to educate them confirm the fact of their
unteachable ignorance o the most etrikingman-
ner. Monsters have been @xhibited, in the shape
of learned and reasoningnegroes, and bave been
nearly as euccessful as the intellectual monkeys
and the learned pigs enc sees in menageries.
But notwithstanding the most persevering and
- conecicntious efforts for the last half century,
the mass of the colored people in the North
bave not, under-the most advautageous circum-
stances, been ableto acquire the mmost superfi-
cinl rudiments -ef an ordinary education.
.Bchools, churches, books, have been thrown
away upon them; the cwrse of Ham
still grinds them to the earth. They are free,
it is true; butwho would exchange a slave's
cottage on a Seuthern plantation for the free-
dom of the Five Points? Despised and loathed
with o loathisg unknown in the South—per-
secuted by a thousand vexatious prohibitions
which render the name of equality a mockery—
utterly incapable of ever attuining any real
rank or station in society—the free negro of
the North is truly a being to be pitied. He
has rights, which he cannot exercise; wrongs
which he dare not avenge. He is called a man,
but denied the privileges of manhood: pro-
nounced our oqual, but invariably dealt with
as our inferler; invited to ehare the prizes of
industry, and jeered for hig invincible aloth;
called to win the reward of intellect, and
gpurned as one on whom the divine ray never
deecended. What is the consequence of this?
What elee oeuld it be but the creation of a
large class of idle worthless creatures who
lead the life.of parias, are ready for any vice,

stantly busy, and do no earthly good either to
themselves or any one else during the whole of
their wretched: existence. They are, in fact,
the victims of a mistake, a misapprehensivn.
God made them to be servanis of the white
man: they refuced to obey His law of adapta-
tion; and their migerable fate is the result,
There are no doubt in many of the Southern
slave codes provisions of doubtful justice and
. questionable humenity, which it would be well
to bave repealed. But to attempt to subvert
.thie entire system, and to abolish slavery alto-
.gether, would be te do violence to a law of na-
ture which cannot be violated with impunity.
The negro was made for servitude; and of all
kinds of servitude, that suits him best in
which he has least opportunity of injuring him-
self. It may be possible that parts of the:South
would thrive better under freedom than slavery,
thaugh we doubt the faet, and believe that where
sach is the case, slavery is sure to go to the
wall without the aid of Northern agitation.
Bot mniil some provision is made for at
least thsee millions of slaves—and by such pro-
vition we mean means whereby Lhey are to be
expatriateld, and the country entirely rid of
them—Mz. Sewnrd ought mot, will not make
much haadmy with his abalition movement.
