It having bee n made known that the procession

was to pass through Couit and Btate streets, the
> iele w alks of those thoroughfares were soon thronged
with men, women and children, and the bouse-tops
and the windows were soon occupied with personsai'ximm to witness the solemn execution of tne law.
There was a long pause in consequence of the di¬

vided authority of tne commanding officers of the
day. The duty of clearing the streets was imposed
upon General Edmands's command and upon the
police, and the custody and removal of the prisoner
devolved upon the Marshal and bis aids and the
I'nited Btates troops. After many formalities the
streets were cleared and a passage was made,ex¬
tending from the Court House to Commercial street,
lmring the period from the time the decision was
rendered until the removal of the sla\e, the greatest
activity wns discernible at the City Hall.
The Major, at on early hour, issued a proclama¬tion, notifying the citizens that during the elayMajeir Cent ral Edmonds and the Chief of Police

would make such disposition of the respective forces
under their commands as would best secure the
peace and that they were "clothed with full dis-
. retioi ary power* to sustain the laws of the land,"
and celling upon " all well-disposed citizens to lcav
thoee streets which it might be necosmery to clea
1i mporarily, and under no circumstances to obstruct

molest any officer, civil or military, in the lawfu
discharge of bis duty.' lu the meantime, the
I . S. troops were reviewed, and the six-pound
field niece, which was brought from the Charles-
town Navy Yard in the morning, was got in readi-
i e s«. and the men who were detailed to it were
drilled by Lieut. Couch. The crowd in Court street
looked on with interest, and some persons hisseei
occasionally. The Hon. John C. Park diessed his
office in monraing, and two or thn-e persons on
Couit street followed his example. The Common-
wfullh building display) d three flags, dresseel in
crape, and a coffin, with the word " Liberty " on
ihe lid, was suspended in front. Other par-
tics In Btate street placed crape in front of
their stores, and gave signal indications
oi their disapproval of the fugitive slave law.

Notwithstanding these displays, and the general
excitement which peivadcd the multitude, there
was little disturbance, and but four persons were
arrested :®r disorderly conduct. The first man taken
into custody was William Jones, (iolored.) the indi¬
vidual who contrived the alibi scheme, by which it
w as hoped Bums would get clear. As the police
were taking him through Court sqnare, there was
much shouting and hissing, and Bums asked one of
his attendants what it was all about. The officer re¬
plied that the police had Jones in custody. " What,"
taiel Hums. " dat nigger dat told such big lies ub >nt
ii e ?'" Jones was arrested for haranguing a crowd
on Me rchants' row, and refusing to clear oat when
ordered to do so by the officers. William H. Boss,
now o? formerly of Randolph, was arrested in C>urt
square for di-turbing the peace.

thst that fellow lies, 1 will yield all claim to him.
There is no doubt that Burns was anxious to «av#
the trouble of a trial, and would have con-tented to
return with his master, on the morning after the at*
rest, but for the advice of "friends."

Hum's discovery was in this wise. He had before
his departure. pledged his hearttoayoung Richmond
" pal. He imprudently wr< te to her brother of nis
whereabout#. his business and his prospects- and
that he was ready to "mairy sister Ann, as, in all
the simplii ity of real love, he styled the object
his woildly affections.

Mrs. Wkkham exclaim, "NLholas, don't kill bim,
don't kill hira." Upon thi<, tbe girl supposing that
Mr. Wicklinm wan being murdered, got out of an
attic window and Bed to the uea eat neighbors, and
pave tbe alaim.
The lionet \thh immediately visited, and presented

tf horrible spectacle. Mr. Wickbain, who wm for¬
merly a mercliant in this city, and a wealthy farm¬
er, lay weltering in bin blood, bU head cut literally
to pfeses, and apparently in the l.-nt gasp of ltis
existenee, and when our informant left the soenr
lie was j»t breathing, although unconscious, w-itl*
no hope of his recovery. Mrs. Frances Wickliant,
his wife, was dead, she having had her brain*
completely knocked out, which, together with her
blbod, was scattered iibout the room. Mrs. W. wa*
bu* thirty-five years of age. A negro l>oy, about
flftsm years old, who was living in the family, wan
al-o beat and cut about the head to such an extent
that be cannot survive his injnrics; and he, too, 1#
in s id) a condition as to lie unable to give any ac¬
count of the desperate murderer. The deed was
committed with a poFt axe, an implement used fur
th? purpose of lioline post* for fence*.
From the cries of Mrs. Wickham, whieh were heart

liy the servant girls, it is snspeeted that an Irishman,
jwiiose r.nme is Nil-lmlas Dane, and who had beon is
ft'ic eirpiny of Mr. W., but was discharged on Wed-
n< sday, fa-the potpetrator of this horrid deed; but
no traces, of bim had been found up to yesterday
afternoon.

It is the opinion of the inhabitants that he »o«gbf
to be revenged upon Mr. W. for discharging him.
and determined to murder his iviiole family. He-
sometime fince desired to many one of tbe servant
girls; bnt, on her refusing to have him, heswore
vengeance agiinst her. Nothing in the house mi
carried away, which indicate* that revenge In¬
stead of robbery instigated the monster to the per'
jetration of ti<fn horrid crime. He will not probt'
i>ly long elude tbe officers of justice.

It. seems fliat after his
discharge om Wednc-ihty, he hung al<out the pre¬
mises, and made use of threats towards the girt
Ellen for not manylag hi in, attributing her refusal
to the advice given her by Mr. and Mrs. Wickham.
On Friday morning he left the house, took hi*

tini»k, and wei.t to Gnenport. TUere he left the
trunk, and on that night is supposed to have walked
biik to the residence of Mr. Wickham, a distance
of about ten miles, broke iuto the premises, and no
donlt inteniad to murdi rail in the hou.sc,and would
iiavc accomplish) d the bloody deed had not the girl*
been awakened by the Ties of Mrs. Wickham. Up
to the late.-t account no arre*t had been made, and
it v. as supposed that the murderer was secreted In
the woods, or, perchance, making his way towards
New York. The Inhabitants, however, were out in
full force in pursuit, and no doubt the monster will
be captured, lie is described as being six feet in
height, brood shoulders,black hair, inclined to curt,
high cheek bones, and a fast, rolling walk; chews
tobacco Irtelj, and is about twenty-eight yeare of
ote.
