COMPLIMENTARY CONCKttT TO W. T. WALLACE.NEW
FAROE AT WALLACK8.KOltKlUN AND DOMESTIC
ITEMS.
The concert to William Vincent Wallace, at

Oaatle Garden, on Saturday evening, was a fine
.ffalr, And the excellence of the programme, to.
gether with tte merits of the eminent compoaer,
should bare attracted a much more numeroiu au¬
dience albeit, the house was a good one, technically
.peaking. The programme included two solos by Paul
Julien, "Tho Witches' Dance," and Maeder's Varia¬
tions, executed on one string, The wonderful little
violinist never played better, and hii touohing ef¬
fects produced an answering chord in the breasts
of the elegant and appreciative audience. Ma¬
dame Wallaoe-Bouchelle sang the ballad, " Scenes
that are brightest," with taste and spirit. Mr. Wallace
gave three specimens of his execution upon the piano¬
forte, and they were much admired. Jullien's band
played " The Great Exhibition Quadrille " and the " Max
Sataine Polka." Tliere were also two cornet solos, by
Koeaig, the whole forming a rich musical feast. Tho
concert was not concluded until eleven o'clock. A num¬

ber of Mr. Wallace's friends, by Robert D. Holmes, Esq ,
. presented to the composer a magnificent gold snuff box.

The speeches on both sides wore sensible and pertine nt.
Mr. Wallace will sail for Europe on Saturday next, to
superintead the production of his last new opera at
Berlin.

It is again stated that there will be a Musical Congress
at the Crystal Palace, at some period within the next two
weeks, and that M. Jullien will conduct the festivities.
A concert is to be given, complimentary to Mr. Arthur

Chappell. one of the directors of M. Jullien's concerts.
The programme abounds with gems, and as Mr. Chappell
is a worthy and popular gentlaman, we have no doubt
that he will have a benefit which will be really beneficial.

Leigh presided, and speeche* were made by General Ca¬
rey and Rev. Mr. Warren. Moro than ordinary interest
was manifested in the proceedings, and a collection was
raised before the adjournment, which took place about
half-past nine.

Coroner*' Inquests.
Drowsed in a Veu...Coroner Robert Gamble yester-

day afterroon held an inquost at a house in 14lst street,
r.ear the Eighth avenue, npon the body of Rachel Henry,who came to her death, according to the finding of the
jury, by acciilcntal drowning, while in the act of getting
a puil of water from a spring, in which a barrel is sunk
level with the ground, in 143d street, near the Eighth
avenue, on tlie evening of the 3d day of June.
James Henry, the husband of the deceased, being

sworn, testified, that ho took bis dinner at home, and
left for the city, his wife Rachel boing well as usual;when I10 weut home in the evening, his wife was gone,
and he made a long search for her;not being able to Bad
her, at length he missed the water pail, and upon goingto the spring, he found his wire in the spring, hevl
foremost, and upon taking her out she was dead; she
had often complained of a dizziness in the head.
Ezra Stempt, being sworn, testified that he saw the

woman, early in the evening, about her house as usual,he at no time heard of any uoise, nor knew of the death
till he wsh told of it. Other witnesses testified to the
same facts; after which the jury found, the verdict re¬
corded above.
iNQtmtt or an Unknown Maj»..Coroner Wilhelm yes¬

terday held an inquest upon the body of an unknown
man, found floating in the East river, near the Peck slipferry. Benjamin Lancaster testified to finding the bodyat this place, aud drawing it ashore he notified the pro¬
per authorities. Dr. W. R. Richardson made an exami-
natination of the body, and said that the hair was gone
from the head, and part of the scalp torn off, and from
the gi nerul appearance of the dectase l, he was of opin¬ion that death was caused by drowning. Tho deceased
was a large man, weighing something like one hundred
and seventy.five i>oundN. He was about five feet eightInches in height. He had been In the water six or eightweek. The skin of the body waa very much discolored,
and the cu'icle in many nlaces rubbed olT. He had dark
colored whiskers under nis chin. He waa dressed in a
pilot cloth jacket, of a mixed color, a black velvet vest,dark stlk necktie, blue woollen pauts, white woollen shirt,thick shces, and dark woollen stojkings. From his dress
he was supposed to have been a sailor. Empty pockets.Frem tho above facts, the Jury found the verdiet:.That
the said unknown man caiae to his death by some cause
unknown to the jury, but probably by drowning.

came up, and getting in the way of It he was run overand instantly killed The deceased had been usuallyemployed in furnishing water to those engaged upan the
gravel train*.

Last evening, as Richard H. Dan*, Jr. esq. was
walking in Court street, in company with Anion
Burttefttiine, Esq., while packing Allen s oyster sa¬
loon at the corner of Court and Stoddard streets,
one of a sang of rowdies suddenly struck Mr. Dana
a sever© blow on the head, which prostrated him to
the pavement. The ruffian instantly fled, and was

pursued some distance by Mr. Buriingame, but
effected his escape, together with his companions.
Mr. Dana was taken into Dr. Salter's office, where it
was found that one of bin eyea was badly hurt, and a
tooth was broken. The blow was probably given
with a slung shot, or some other dangerous weapon,
and it is fortunate that the injuries inflicted are not
more serious. Mr. Dana wan seen in our streets this
morning. Doubtless the cowardly assailant was one
of those vicious scoundrels whom Mr. Dana bail occa¬
sion to allude to in bin reoent speech in the slave
case. It in to be hoped the rascal may be ferreted
out and brought to jautice. We learn that no polioe-
men were with in call at the time. The ruffians ran
into one of the houses in Stoddard avenue. They
approached Mr. Dana from behind, and Htruck the
blow without his seeing them. The Board of Mayor
and AldermCn will doubtless, on Monday, offer a
reward for the apprehension of the assailant of Mr.
Dana.

The Boaton Riot.
EXAMINATION OF THE RIOTERS BEFORE THE POLICE

magistrate.
[From the Boston Atlas, Jnne 3.]

The Court came in at three o'clock yesterday af¬
ternoon, when Matthew Hale Smith, George F.
Farley, J. A. Andrews, Edward Avery, Vim. 1j.
Burt and John W. Browne severally appeared as
counsel for the prisoners charged with the murder
of James Batchelder.
Mr. Sanger, the District Attorney, was not pre¬

sent, and no witnesses had j-ct been summoned.
Justice Cushing read a list of the witnesses, and

officer Ham accounted for them variously.some
being on board the revenue cutter, bound for Vlr-
ginia with the fugitive Bums.
Mr. Matthew Hale Smith moved that the prison¬

ers be discharged.
The motion was supported by J. A. Andrews,

Esq., who said that here were twelve men kept
from their homes for the last eight days, on the
charge of committing the highest crime known to
the law, and yet no one was prepared to prosecutethe case for tlie government.
The Court refused to entertain tho motion for

discharge, and decided that what witnesses could
be found should be examined.

,.Subpoenas were then issued; and pending the
arrival of the witnesses, a petty case of assault
with a tin pan, between two Irish women, (one of
whom had a handsome child in her arms,) was
tried and di.-missed.

Mr. Sanger here made his appearance in court,
together with nine or ten of the witnesses.
The prisoners were now brought in.
Mr M. H. Smith moved that Roberts be examined

separately, as he was in the lock-up, under charge
of the police, before the disturbance occurred.
The Court said it would be inexpedient to take

Marshal Freeman; ordinarily am a bailiff in Court;
was in his employ last Friday, May 2l>; did not
know Batchelder when he came here; first saw him
after he wan stabbed: it was between the Marshal s
door and the outside door; opposite the south door
on the back side; he was one of the foremost at the
door; was standing and trying to work himself out
kind of sideways; think he was a little nean* the
door than the foot of the stairs when I iiwt dis¬
covered him; I was under the gas light; could see
one half the door as I stood; there were about 1j
men in the passage way between us; there had
been a previous attack on the door, and it had been
forced; they first attacked the east door; 1 held on
to it; then they attacked the west door; the Mar¬
shal called to his men; think I had left the east
door when they attacked the west; Batchelder was
tiying to extricate himself; went into the Marshal s
door with Batchelder: think the Marshal caughthim
in his arms as he went in; left him there, and "hen
1 saw him again he was dead and lay within a foot
of the north door of the Marshal's office; did not
examine his person.
Cross-examined.Acted under no orders but those

of the Marshal; the doors were all locked, and peo¬ple were forbidden from entering; the Supreme
Court was in session; did not know that till tho
Court wanted we should help them get out; came
in about half past eight o'clock the first time, second
time about half past nine; the doors were fastened
before the attempt to break in; understood that
these guards, about 40 in number, were armed with
guns; do not know whether any one was armed
while the doors were shut; before the man was
killed, think I saw arms; caw two or three clubs in
the hands of the Marshal's men; saw other weaponsafter the attack on the west door; saw pistols im¬
mediately after the killing; there were 50 pistols in
the building; theie was no opportunity to go out
after them; countcd the uistols over myself; think it
was 20 to 30 minutes before 10 that the attack took
place; had been to the Post Office just before; don't
know who ordered the doors shut; the Marshal
ordered them guarded; some of the pistols were
loaded nfter Batchelder was killed; there were
swords in the building at tho time of the attack.
pistols, clubs, and swords; don't know of any other
weapons; between the attacks on the east and west
doors was only two or three minutes: the attack
was violent enough to throw the lock out; don't
know which way tney went around the building.I*aac Bullsrd sworn.Am a U.S. weigher; was in
he Court House Friday evening; was sent bv myemployer to the deputy Marshal, who told me to go
up stairs into the room; know of the attack, about
half past nine o'clock; the front door was open all
the evening: went to east door about eight o'clock
to guard it from attack, (military band outside play¬ing " Wood up;") about half past nine o'clock,heard a hurraing down Court street; looked out and
saw people coming very thick and fast; several offi¬
cers standing on tne front steps; had barely time to
get in before the crowd rushed against the door; it
was about two minutes after 1 saw tbem first: there
were about fifty or sixty; we got the officers in, shutthe front doom and locked them.both locks; the
crowd were disorderly; ten or a dozen stood aroundto keep them from bursting in the door; several
attempts were made; then they run round thehouse to the southerly do>>r on the west side;could sec them and hear them go; the next at¬tempt was by throwing brickbats and stones,breaking the windows; left the east door, and justas they were taking Batchelder to the Marshal'soffice, I passed him near the foot of the stairs, aboutthree feet from the door, and helped put out twocolored men; knew he was hnrt.nccause the bloodspouted out on me and on the floor; there was somuch noise we couldn't hear what anybody said;two men were carrying him into the Marshal s officeof these two colored men, one was almost out, amthe other had Ms whole body inside; we shovedthem ont, and shut the door; thoy faced ~>ut doorswhen I first saw them; something, I don't knowwhat, came pretty solid again ray legjuid 1 thoughtI'd better leave, so I retreated and went back intothe entry ways; \%e couldn't fasten the door, andthey jammed it in again; then we let 'em come, ifthey would come; they forced it a second time; thiswas after I saw Batchelder; it might have been twominutes after I got to the door; saw a foot or two ofthe timber coqc through the panel v( t&c dow Uw

second tine; H was a piece about six inches by ten,
snd from ten to fourteen feet Ion#. Then we placed
oorecites on the stairs for defence; nobody came in
for tiro or three miiutffcs, when Officer Ham pot his
head in; heard serferal guns fired; one piatol was
fired from the iuside alter Batchelder was carried
is; they were fired on the outside first; was la the
passage way, then; it waa before I had paused
Batchelder uiat I heard the first firing; think it was
on the outride: went and turned Batchelder over as
he lay on Liu face, dead, six or seven minutes after I
first saw him in the passage way: did not see any
wound; he was all blood clear up to his bowels; did
not know his name before; had seen him on the
wharf, tracking; saw him before that evening, In
the United States Court room; he was with the
other Marshal's men; think he was at the east door
when it firfct started; three of us were left to take
charge of the east door.
Cross-examined.Come from Sharon, Mass.; there

worked on my father's farm; have a family; lived
in Boston twenty four years; been in the United
State* employ about nix yearn; am foreman for the
weigher; there wasn't no arms come down to us
men till the door wax forced the first time; we all of
us had clubs, a small,little thing; could have knock¬
ed a man over with my ft*t quicker than with one of
them; don't know how many men were in the Mar¬
shal's employ; they only pushed and jammed the
east door; saw about two feet of the timber through
the door: was supplied with arms by the Marshal
after the attack; wasnot furnished with any strong
drink before the attack; had drank nothing myself
that evening; think refreshments were first furnish¬
ed us between twelve and one o'clock; did not
smell or drink of it myself, 'ao I cant say it
was liquor; can't Bay it was before or after twelve
o'clock ; it was an hoar after the attack at
least ; the refreshments were furnished to all
in the house; have been in the Marshal's employ
to-day; went down to the wharf with Buna, under
arms; was employed in the Sims oase: have been
in the Marshal's employ a week to-night; never
caught a slave: another foreman took my place; did
not ask whether he objected to coming here: ate
supper at Parker's that night; some of the Marshal's
men went with me; received my orders directly
that night from John Riley; there did not any of
that company drink liqnor at the supper that night,
or anywhere else, before the killing; saw a conflict
that night, between the colored men and the Mar¬
shal's; saw no weapons used except them clubs;
saw the Marshal's men have weapons, after the door
waa broken in; we were armed with cutlasses and

Sistols: they were brought into the passageway;
on't know who by; we put them on mighty quick;
we had orders to put them on from somebody;
then we had orders to let them in if they would come,
and took our position on the stairs; the Supreme
court came down stairs while we were there armed:
they came down with the SherifT at their head, and
went through the police court room; the pistol was
fired on the inside, after the door come to the se¬
cond time; think it was fired in the passage-way; it
was about the time we was putting on the arms;
may be there were 20 or 26 or us; nobody took post
attne south door; we did not leave the lower part of
the building, I think, till half past 2; I left about
that time; aon't think the door was fastened again
that night; never heard that any of the men had
liquor, or that we could have it in the building that
night; the cutlasses had a scabbard which we gird¬
ed on.
The further hearing in the case was postponed

until this morning, at 10 o'clock.
