The market depreciation of those stocks is, there-
fore $1,219,000, and at that, the rate of interest
paid by the net receipts is 0§ per cemt. An eight
per cent stock, however, will be allowed by all per-
#ons to be intrinsically worth par, allowing for taxes
and charges. The railway stocks of Ohio are, there-
fore, now to be bought in the market at full eighteen
per cent below their real value, ealenluted iim
strictest rules of financial estimation. This is a
eauquenm of what is called a st nt money
market. But while this fuct remaios, the demand
for rallways will not be mt«rlnll{l diminished, for
the simple reason that railway stocks offer the great-
est temptation to the money nolder. At the t
time, real cstate, in all our great cities, is enor-
um-:fhlgh, and cannot be inwested in without the
risk of a great depreciation in price. The business
of railways, however, does not diminish, but in-
creases, 8o that o relative fall in their value is not to
be looked for beyond what has already taken place.

The above view of the Ohio railways proves one
thing conclusively, that the investment in Ohio rail-

ways has been advantageous te all the parties, while
it in equally clear that they have eontrmuod largely
to the prosperity of the country.
