The committee appoin ed at the gresft Metropoli¬

tan Hall meeting of March , 186S, to take measure*
for reforming the abuses then universally conceded
to eziat in the conduct of oar local affair*, and whose
proceedings were subsecpwntly ratified, almost unani¬
mously, by the adoption of the amended charter,
respectfully invite pnhflc attention to some further
suggestion* touching the important subject of muni¬
cipal reform.

,,Much good has Wen accomplished by the amended
charter. In limiting the power of appropriating
money to a single branch of the Cominon Council;
establishing the -ontract system ; strengthening the
veto power of tb< Chief Magistrate) ; compelling the
disposal of ferry 1* a es and frinchiaes at public auc¬
tion : punishing malfeasance in office ; and pro¬
viding new checks against hasty legislation and im¬
provident expenditure, its operations have been
salutary and beneficial.

But the charter, however faultless, will not ensure
us an efficient And economical government, unless
hM good men in office to enforce its provisions.
Your committee have never lost sight of this

great necessity. Ou the occasion of the i ite Charter
election an appeal was made to the electors of the
several wards and Council districts, of all parties,
to >-clcct as their future representatives in the legis¬lative branch of the city government, the ablest and
best men whom they e< uld prevail upon to serve,without the slightest reference to their opinions uponnatioiml or State politics.Tbis appeal was oi'ly partially responded to. A
few members were ^turned to ea -h Board who
neither were supported by, or trammelled with
p'eJges to either of the political organizations.The gentlemen comprising this small but highly re¬
spectable minority have been usually designated as
reformers.
A majority of the members of both B >ards were

elected as p rty men. A portion of these, indeed,
were favornble to, or at least acquiesced in, the
d arter of 1B5T; bnt a st 11 In rarer portion have not
onlv proved hostile to tint instrument, but practi-
cally deny that there has been any necessity for re-
lorm, and are .' following the footsteps of their pre-
dc< C:it0i8,'0f ignoble memory. Yet the present has
usually been styled by the press a " Kef >rm Common
Couucil," an i the minority metnlwrs have most un¬
it stly been held accountable for its misdeeds.

It'is true the pvinciples set forth in the address
and icsoiutions udoptcd at the Metropolitan llall
u eeting Lave been ubh represented by some of the
foremost men in eitner l>OHrd, nd a beneficial !
cb.mgchas been wrought already in the ndiiilnistn-
tlon of aflWrs. A Prm and rc«>lute miuotity, with
right and pub'ic opinion on their side, are never
wholly pcwerless in a legislative body, aud can
sometimes control it.
A beginning ha.- been made in the right direc¬

tion, but only a beginning. Politicians wh > have
been wont to use the vast patronage of the city go¬
vernment for the furtherance of party schemes,
hope, and affect to believe, that your zeal for reform
was but an ephemeral excitement, and will soon
was oold. Trusting to your apathy, they will strug¬
gle hard to regain their ascendancy. It is not un¬
natural that they should contest your right to take
your affairs into your own keeping. The stake at
issue is a great one. Upwards of six millions of
dollars are annually drawn from the pockcts of the
people of this city by direct taxation and >ssess-
ment.and disbursed by the various departments
conducting tb'? hnsiues-t'of the Corporation. Three
.f these, viz.:.Street, Streets and Lamps, and Re¬
pairs and Hi. police- expend annually about three
millions of dollars! The payments for salaries
alone are one awl a quartet million 1
The following t:>ble gives a startling exhibit of

the tapid increase of taxation since 1k30, as co.n-
pared with population or property. The levy of
1H53 exceeds that of the nrecedmg year in the enor¬
mous Bum of seventeen hundred thousand dollars,
or fifty per cent:.

The-e figures are arguments in themselves against

putting in the power of partisans, having p Titisal
friends to conciliate or revwd, a patronage so im¬
mense that it has often been deemed sufficient to
turn the scale in an election in which 50,000 ballots
were cast These simple facts expljin the anxietyof mere politicians of both parties to control the
nominations of Aldermen, Conncilnien, and all sub¬
ordinate officers. It mutter.- little to them whether
\our luxes are a few mill ona more than they needbe, provided their organizations can continue to be
supportedoat ofthe city tn-usuiv.
Your committee are aware that any attempt to

separate the business of the city government from
party influence will be virulently opposed for the
reasons stated. Hut, inasmuch us the politicians bytrade are few in number, and their motives unmis¬
takably selfish, while every man in the community,whether rich or poor, shares the burdens of taxation,
and ia therefore interested iu having our affairs on-
ducted with the smallest possible expense consistent
with the adequate protection of life and property.
(unleM he be a direct or indi ect recipient of the
spoils of office.) it seems only necessary to present
the matter fainy to the public*notice, to insure the
hearty co-operation of the mass of our citizens in any
measures calculatcd t» diminish taxation and insure
a faithful execution of the laws.
The folly and absurdity of making a man's politi¬cal opiuions a test of litness for a post in which party

measures arc never agitated, or certainly never
should be. must, on reflection, be apparent to every
unprejudiced mind.

It is desirable that the Council and Board of Al¬
dermen should be filled with men of sound judgment
and unfaltering integrity. Such officers will, through
their Standing Committees, closely scrutinize the
operations of the departments, and sec that the
public funds are not squandered on favorites or used
for electioneering purposes.
The theory of the amended charter is to make t'lC

Board of Aldctmen n check on the B >ard of Coun-
ciimen, and both a cheek on the departments.
With a clear majority of efficient and honest men in
these two bodies, this theory will be reduced to
practice, and a sense of rigid accountability will
prevail, well calculatcd to diminish the temptations
with wliich the contairion of example has beset too
many of our city functionaries.
Your committee by no means despair of bringingabout a better state of things. At any rate, they

propose making a vigorous and earnest effort to
that end. It is their desire that the people should
have an opportunity in November next of voting
for men pledged to a conscientious discharge of
duty, but unpledged to any political organization.
men whose antecedents will Inspire confidence tint
tiiey will endeavor to secure to this great population
an efficient police, clean streets, unobstructed
thoroughfares, and well regulated departments;
that they will enforce the laws and ordinances, pro¬
mote the general welfare, and limit the public ex¬
penditure within the narrowest compass compatiblewith these objects.
The wards and council districts will be organizedwith ali practicable despatch by the proper sub-com-

mittex*; and we respectfully call up>n our fellow-
citizens who desire an improved municipal govern¬
ment, and who have no private- Interests to sub-
leirc, to rally at the call of such sub-committee*,
whose names will, in due time, be officially an¬
nounced.

The Senate Committee, conflicting of Messrs.

Hopkins, Danforth, and Brook*, appointed to ex¬
amine into the affairs of Columbia College, in con¬
sequence of the difficulty growing oat of the rejec¬
tion of Dr. Gibbs, commenced their labora yesterday
morning. The Board of Trustees held a meeting at
9 A. M., at the College, and met the committee from
the Senate at 10.

Rev. Dr. Knox, who oresided, formally welcomedthe Committee in a brief and appropriate address,

in the course of which he said, on the part of him¬
self and associates, that they received the Senate's
representatives with the utmost confidence, aad
only asked what they were sure they would obtain.
a careful and unprejudiced investigation at their
hands.
Mr. Brooks replied at some length, expressing

his earnest desire that the result of this investiga¬
tion would redound to the good of the college. He
said it bad been rumored that old Columbia, in its
management, was not quite up to the liberal spirit
ofthenge: but he would a-sura them, on the partof the Committee, that they would enter upon their
examination with the utmost fairness and candor.
The Committee then formally commenced opera¬

tions in the college library.
The Chairman, Mr. Hopkins, stated that several

TflE SOrnOMOHK CLASS BE-ADMITTKI).
In Saturday's Herald we published a statement

of certain serious difiicultics in Columbia College,
with the sophomore class. It will be remembered
thrt tbe President said that no o ie would bo re¬
admitted unless either the offenders should be given
up, or unless each member wishing to be re-admit¬
ted should assure him that be had nothing to do
with the explosion of torpedoes in the chemical
lecture room, on Thursday last.
This course the class, thinking it would be it high-

Iv dishonorable one. refused to adopt. On Satur¬
day Iftsf the class held a meeting, w hen they passed
rcsolctioiis regretting that they hrtd acted in s> dis¬
orderly a manner, and promising that they would, if
reinstated, appoint a vigilance committee, to con¬
sist of the first ten in the class, who should report
all disorderly members to the collcge authorities.
A committee of five was then appointed to carry
the?e resolutions to the President, and to report to
an adjourned meeting of the class, on Monday
morning.
The class had n meeting on Monday and yester¬

day mornings, when the committee reported that
tbe President wonld re admit the class provided each
member should sign his name tothe resolutions sent
in on Saturday. At the meeting yesterday m irnin?,
by a vote of 22 against 16, the 'class decided that
they could not honorably sign these. The minority
then withdrew and resolved to sign them, and forth-
with proceeded to the College and appended their
names to the resolutions of Saturday. The major-
ity, consisting of 22 memlters, sent in a request to
the President that he would allow them to withdraw
the lant clause, referring to the "Vigilance Commit¬
tee." The President consented, and the whole So¬
phomore clajs were then re-admitted to the institu¬
tion, and return this morning to their duties.

fFrom the Prov tdeoc* Journal, June 6.]The targe elephant Hannibal, attached to the

Broadway menagerie, which was on exhibition at
Pawtacket on the 3d instant, got loose from hii
keeper on the way from Pawtacket to Fall River,early yesterday morning. Before starting, his keepermade Dim lift the binder part of a wagon loaded
with 3,600 pounds, for the pnrpose of getting it into
line. It is supposed that this, although not unusual,might have suggested to him tbe mode of attack
which be adopted afterwards. When about seven
miles from Pawtncket he became furious, turned
upon bis keeper, who had to fly for his life and take
refuge in a house, got free, and rushed along the
road, destroying everything in his way. Meeting a
horse and wagon belonging to Mr. Stafford Short, he
thrust his tusk into tbe horse and lifted horse, wagon
and rider Into the air. He mangled the horse terribly
and carried him about fifty feet, and threw the dead
body into a pond. The wagon was broken to pieced,
andMr. Short considerably hurt. The elephant broke
one of his enormous tusks*in this encounter. A mile
further tbe elephant, now grown more furious, at¬
tacked in the same munner a horse and wagon, with
Mr. Thomas W. Peck and his son. lie broke the
wagon and wounded tbe horse, which ran away.
Mr. Feck was pretty badly hurt in the hip.
While the keepers were engaged in securing the

smaller elephant, who had not, however, manifested
p.uy signs of insubordination, the larger one got off
fi 'in tn<m, and went through Barneyville, when Mr.
Muson Bairey and another man" mounted their
bones and kept on his track as near to him a* was
prudent, giving warning of the danger to fie pas¬
sengers whom they met on the way. The olophautwould occasionally turn to look at them, but did not
atlenipt tomM them.
TLc next man in the path was Mr. Pea roe, who

whs riding with bis little son in a one horse wagon.
Ik was coming towards the elephant, and being
warned by Mr- Barney, turned around and put the
horn* to his speed, but the elephant overto >k him,
end i-eizing the wagon, threw it into the air, dashing
it to piecei-, and breaking the collar bone anil arm of
Mr. P« urce. The horse, dLcugaged from the wagon,
escaped with the fore wheels and the elejfhaut gave
chase for eight miles, but did not catch him. The ele¬
phant came bark from his nnsuccesful pursuit, and
took up his march again on the main road, where he
next encountered Mr. J. Edd\, with a horse and wa¬
gon. He tbre*v op the whoic establishment in the
Fame way us before, smashed the wagon, kilted the
horse, and wounded Mr. Kddy. He threw th« hors*
twenty fret over a fence into the ad.i lining lot, then
broke down the fence, went over and picked up the
dead hor-e and deposited him in the road, where he
had first met him. He killed one other horse, aud
pursued another, who fled to a barn; the eleohant
followed, but at the door was met by a fierce bull¬
dog, wblcli bit his leg and drove him off. Once on
the route, the keeper being ahead of him, saw him
plunge over a wall and make for a house. The(.ever got into the house fir^t, hurried the fright¬
ened people within to the upper story, and providinghimself with an axe, succeeded in driving off the
furious beast. The elephant finally exhausted his
strength, and laid himself down in the bushes, about
two miles from Blade's Ferry. Here he was secured
With chains and carried over the ferry to Fall River.
A part of the time he ran at the rate of n mile in
three minute.*.

windows were filled with the fair sex, who greetedthem by a pretty considerable waving of handker¬
chief*, and showered down upon them a perfectshower of sweet smelling bouquets. The processionwas preliminary to the last rehearsal, which occu¬
pied until one o'clock in the afternoon.
At night, the hall oftho Maryland Institute, where

the concert took place, was brilliantly lighted,wliil.-t the rail of the gallery was most beautifullydecorated with the national flag, with those dear to
liberty in the old country. The performers occupied
an elevated platform at the southern end of the
building, which extended to the sides of the hall,
and amply sufficient to accommodate the vocal and
instrumental choruses, who, shortly after the ap¬
pointed hour, 6 o'clock, appeared aud occupied the
places assigned thim.

This corpora-ttoi was omihed in'New York, In July, 1R3S; ami it Is
alleged during the brief corporate existence of the bank,its officers purchased on credit, including the "Beers

capital stock, or otherwise committed the bank to pay for
about $6,809,000 of 8tat« stocks.the largest nominal
capital of the bank nevor exceeding $8.286,000.and its
largest cash capital at no time exceeded $250,00J. In
August, 1838, before any of the capital stock was

paid for, or any securities therefor taken, and before
the corporation had received one dollar in cash,
its officers purchased $1,000,0 0 of Arkausas State
bonds, and within three days after shipped $500,000
to Loudon, England, to be sold or u»od as securities on
wh>ch 1o raise money. It is also alleged by Mr. Lea vltt,
tbe receiver, that tbe bonds, mortgages and soourltles
embraced in the second half million trust, were assigned
and transferred when the bank was insolvent, and with
the intent to give and secure "to Philadelphia banks a

preference over other creditors whose claim- are still due
and unpaid. The defendants contend that tho North
American Trust and Banking Company had authority to
maKe nn assignment, bv way of mortgage, of its assets,
for the purpose of raising money fur It* use; that tho
trust deeds In question were made for the purpose of pro¬
viding by bonds, Issued under th» same, for the payment
of certain 1'ebts then justly owing by the North American
Trust ana Hanking Company, and that the trust deeds in
question were executed and authorized so as to bind the
Company.
