The Rock Island Expedition.

Cuicaco, llinois, June 3, 1854.
City Crowded with Euslern Visiters—The Roek

Island Railroad Exewrsion—Ezx-President Fill-

more Among the Number—Chicago, its Loca-

tim, its Uttimate Destination, &e.

The city is filled with visitera from the East, des-
tined for the Rock Island railroad excursion and the
trip up the Mississippi to the Falls of 8t. Autony
and St. Paul's, in Minnesota. The rush by the cars
during the last two days, has been so great that
scores could find no resting place at the hotels.
Sleeping out was resorted to, a3 »t Saratogs; other-
wise many would have been compelled to shirk for
themselves in the best manner they might; and thia
is mot very sgrecable for strangers, particularly
with wives ut their orms. The Tremont House,
the Bt. Nicholas of the West, is headguarters for the
excursionists, lix-President Fillmore arrived amongst
the earliest. He has spent¢wo-thirds of his time
for three days in the balls and public parlors of the
house. He is particularly attentive, and very col.
loquizl with all who are made bis acquaintance.
His Lody guard is Nathan K. Hall, of Buffalg,
Judge of the Bupreme Court of the United Btates.
idr life, of the Northern district of New York, under
the real manual of Mr. Fillmore when President. Mr,
F. has never been so far West before in his life, and
intends to proceed with the party to Minnesota.

No other ex-President has ever visited this, the
garden city, except Mr. Van Baren, who was here a
few years since, and came to regulate some land
speculutions in this region. On Friday (yesterday)
afternoon, the Mayor and several of the dignitaries

spent an hour in his company very agrecably.
This trip is intended, like his recent one South, for
the purpoee of showing himself to the leading whig
politiciang, whose support he desires to obtain for
the presidentinl nomination in 1856. Close upon
his beels followed Tharlow Weed. He has a friend
for the presidency, whose prospects must not be
injured by the rambles of the ex-President. On
Monday morning, at 8 o’clock, the excursion train
leaves this city, arviving at Rock lsland at § o'clock
in the afternvon.

A stranger visiting Chicago for the first time,
will at once be st.uck with astonishment with its
commerce, its trade, and the industry of its citizens.
There is no city in the interior of the country waich
poscesses  the water and rail advantagea which
this now does. Its commerce is a8 extensive as the
western lukes. 1t has communication with all the
harbors on lakes Erie, Huron, Michigan, and soon will
have with Superior.  Tts railroad fucilities are now
more ¢xtensive and varied than any other point;
and when the population of Illinois, lowa, Min-
nesota, Oregon, Nebrusks, and Kansas become
what it will be in twenty years, no man can now
begin to predict the importance whioll this city s
ultimately destined to occupy. Within the last five

| years great attention has been paid to the erec-

tion of wareliouses, stores, private residences, &c.
Within that period hundreds of large, elegant and
sub-tantial buildings have been erected. There are
twalve hundred in course of construction, many
with white marble, as elegant as Stewart's, near
the Park, in New York. The attention paid to the
erection of priva'e dwellings has called out the
ekill of the architects herg; and anw one taking n
view of pome of the mansi¥ns, calarly several
in Michigan aveune, will find them nearly equal in
exterior splender to those of the merchant princes
in your Fifth avenue. The most costly are built
with Milwankie brick, such as are in the Trinity
Buildinge, in Broadway, New York, which, with a
paint of the same Hgi:l. cream color and white
pencilling, render the exterior beautiful in the ex-
treme. The mechanics here are, however, deficient
in New York architecture, which should at once be
introduced.

The Chicago river, or rather canal, runs through
the northeastern and enstern pections of the eity.

On either #ide are storehouses and grain elevators |

of immense maguitade. All the vessels trading
with this port enter this canal on the easterly side
of the city from Lake Michigun, and are towed
{thcse with sails only) by small tugs to all polnts in
the canul. This keeps balf o dozen draw bridges in
flret Ly general motion, to the great annoyance of the
undreds of carts, carriages, and other vehiclea, be-
#ides 0 constant stream of pedestrinns, crossing be-
tween Lhe north and south £url of the city, The
bridges are casily and expeditiously moved, and two
of them are probably the matest apan, allowing
more spnce for vessels, any other in the
country. The plan upon which they are built onght
to be used for the bridge at Albany, on the Hudson,
in case one is constructed there. The docks and
stureliouses are piled monntains high with merchun-
disc und other freight, destined for the farther west
and south. More merchandise arrived here yester-

day, than was received in & whole senson’ten or |

twilve years ago. This is destived to be the great
distributing port of mérchandise, and the mammoth
receiving depot of the prodoctions of the West.

More railroads centre here than at any other point
on this continent, extending in every direction—
easl, Bouth, and west—penetrating as far as civiliza-
tion und population will warrant. Many of them
are adding largely to their space and dimensions in
this city: the most extensive, however, is the 11li-
nols Central. Some twenty acres of the lake shore,
on the east, is being prepared for business and pas-
senger sccommodati | freight houses
ore being constructed, and in a short time store-
houses ' and grain elevators will be erected to receive
and discharge into Buflalo vessels the wheat from
the granaries of the far distant prairies. This mnst
evidently become the great mart for this controlling
staple, and dealers and ahipl;orn in New York and
Boston will be compelled to locate themselves here,
a8 the business will be too | to pu i
glons a8 is now, and always has been xt‘ case, to
agents aud runners.

This whole city, now boasting of its sixty thou.
eand sou's, is a scene of activity not known west of
the seaboard. Indeed, the magnificent steamers
and heavy draught schooners, with shrouds, and
ropes and rigging creaking in a nor'wester, toge-
ther with the wide expanse of this inland ocean, re-
mind & person  very forcibly of the New York
crowded South and West strects, with their ships
alongeile. Business of all kinds, especially mechani-
cal, s driven at & 2:40 speed. Not an idle person is
gcen in the streets—not even a beggar. Wages for
mechanica and laborers are nearly up to New York;
as, for instance, stone cutters lately strnck for an
obtained two dollars and fifty cents a day, Tﬂuing
at five o'clock on &tunh{ afternoon, and their
weekly pay regularly in cash.

There is one kind of business, however, which is
being overdone, and that is, jobbing in real cstate,
Speculutors are as thick as June bugs, and as impn
ruduut and importunate as the old clothes dealers

u Chatham street. Their plan has been to purchase
a plot of ground in the m{urban! the city, of five
or ten acres, cul it np (0 lota of sbont twenty five
by one hundred feet, and then offer them for sale
to any person who will advance fifty dollars on a
lot, the entire sum running from  five hundred
to two or three thousand dollars a lot. This
first instnlment generally covers the ariginal cost to
the epeculator, and the remainder he gives credit
on for ten years or 8o, by securing an anoual pay
ment. Many thonsands of dollurs have been an
nually accumulated by shrewd Yankees, who come
as perfect stra . This mania has reaghed the
business portion of the eil!. Landlords are now
receiving rents, in many s¢s, mach higher, in
comparison with their investments, than anything
in New York out of Wall street and Broadway.
This speculating mania is now at ita extreme height
—it has reached its maximum, and must recede.
Many of the shrewd ones nre aware thata panic
must eusue in the traffic of real estate, and are pre-
