reader and admirer of your paper, and having seen
both the feeling and ability with which yon have
vindicated both your country and He subjects in time
of need, I came at onoe to the conclusion of ad¬
dressing to you a few lines on a very important
¦abject that has just transpired concerning no less
. personage than the United States Consul, John L.
Nelson, Esq- As the same vessel that brings this,
brings official documents, you may perhaps hear
something of it from the State Department at
Washington. Mr. Nelson himself intends to lay tho
Halter before yon in detail, but at present Is too
much occupied with papers to lay before bis gov¬
ernment; and being a sincere admirer of America
and her form of government, my only excuse for
addressing you on this subject.
To-day has witnessed here one of the ^reateat in¬

sults ever offered to the American flag by any na¬

tion. Tbe Black Warrior ease Is not a circumstance
to it
To-day has witnessed tbe imprisonment, in the

common jail.of John L.Nelson, Esq.,the Lnited
States Consul. And for what, you would ask ? It is
a question that is impossible to be answered by any
except those who did it. The only way I can at *11

op the matter is, that having been brought be¬
fore the Supreme Court from the Polioe office, for
an alleged assault on one of our magistrates, (for
which offence he was punished at the I'olice office,
by paying a tine of £2); but in order to carry out
the designs of a few persons, who have tbe law in
their hands, they have stretched it to the greatest
extent, and afterhaving punished him once, oysome
aeons or other.no oneknows how.they got him be-
fora the Supreme Court, and without even trying

by jury, condemned him to pay £27 138,6a.,
which he at once refused to do, considering it an
Imposition, as so does every one else here except a
fow uy seven or eight.who belong to the clique.

This same man, whom Mr. Nelson was brought up
for assaulting, a few weeks ago flogged a man until
the blood ran down to his heels, and it was with the
greatest difficulty that the poor man could get satis¬
faction; and after all, the defendant only had to pav
18 shillings; and now this Bome man brings Mr. Nel¬
son into court, and makes him pay £27 13s. <><1. for
only sn alleged assault, not one single word ot it
proven- We have no lawyers here, but one or
two clever men say the whole proceedings
are metal. In the first place, they have committed
him to jail forever. That 1b, the committal savs un¬
til the fine is paid, and he says be considers it such
g downright imposition that he never will pay it,
and, of course, must remain in jail forever.
As another instance of the manner in which Jus¬

tice is administered here, immediately after Mr. Nel¬
son's sentence was passed, an appeal case came up
from tbe Police court. The defendaut, R. W. Dar-
rell. sold the reason he appealed was because he
considered the fine too heavy. Tbe offence he com¬
mitted was to take up a stone and strike a consta¬
ble in the discharge of his duty; and it iru proved byfour witnesses that he did so. And what do you think
he bad to pay? Six shillings sterling and costs,
amounting to all to £1! This is a sample of the wayiustke is administered by as censurable a set of of-
icers as ever administered law.
The reason they have such a spite against him,

(Mr. K.) is because the other day the schooner Ba-
lonco was wrecked here, Capt. Maihas, and they at¬
tempted to swindle the captain out of $300 salvage,
and the ex-Consul, B. Everett Smith, rather than pay
K let it go before the court, and, of course, lost it.

The great excursion fleet left Rock
evening at eight o'clock, amid the illumination o

The guests amount to about a thousand in number,
one half of whom are from the city of New York,
and among them many ladies of the "upper ten
from Broadway, Fifth avenue, and other resi¬
dences of the merchant princes.

hlN«! LAR Ca«-R Of ABltUCTION IK NEWARK..A
curious case of abdnction occurred in this city yes¬
terday morning. The circumstances of the case, an
far m we have ascertained them, are as follows:.
Home six years ago, an Irish woman named Ann
Welch, residing in Academy street, maltreated a
grand- daughter, living with her, in such a shameful
and brutal manner that the child, then but six yearsof age, conceived and effected her escape from the
hand* of the cruel tyrant. Heard: was immediatelyinstituted, and every means were resorted to in
order to disco rer the wanderer, but without avail;
and she was Anally given up as toft, by all con¬
cerned. Within the laet three years, however, the
Irishwoman, animated by some inexplicable par-
pose, tun frequently laid claim to a little daughter
of Mr. John H. Fenton, No. 103 Academy street, as
her grand-daughter who was missed, ana on one or
two occasions lias attempted forcibly to abduct her.
On one occasion, the husband of the woman called
at the residence of Mr. Fenton, and claiming the
child as his, threatened forcible measures ir she
were not delivered into his charge; but knowing the
entire injustice of the claim, the family paid no at¬
tention whatever to the threats, except to warn
the intruder against persisting in his atrocious
proceedings. The aflhii passed on thus, and the fami¬
ly of Mr. Fenton had almost forgotten the absurd
claims which had been asserted to one of their num¬
ber, when, yesterday morning, the woman Welch,
meeting the little girl, (about twelve years of age,)
in the street, seized and forcibly carried her to her
residence, where for a time she detained her. The
father, however, the moment he heard of the adduc¬
tion, tad a warrant issued for the woman, and she
was shortly apprehended and taken bef-re Justice
Wilcox, who committed her to prision, after exami¬
nation. Bhe wa.< subsequently released on giving
bail in the sum of 11,000. The girl was of course
rr covered. The ca^e is one which excites consider
able remark, and is certainly soir.owhat cnrioM.
There can be no doubt, however, of the total injus¬
tice and falnty of the claim set up by tlw woman
V.'elch, Mr. I'cnton s affidavit being poiitive on all
the point* involved. He swears to the precise age
of the child.that she ha* always lived at home, and
never been separated for any period of time from the
famllv; and tne girl herself nenles nil knowledge of
the claimants, except as they have appeared to her
in their ..(tempts .it ki<ina|ipuiir. What 'ouid have
induced them to proceed as they have dene is and
must remain a mystery.- Wtv ark Mercury, June 10.

Gentlemen:.I have been honored by the receipt
of your communication of the 18th ultimo, propound¬
ing to me certain questions touching the subject of
a prohibitory liquor law.
To your first inquiry, I reply, that the SupremeCourt of the Mate have repeutedly he'd, :.nd I coil*

ctr in the doctrine, that the legislature can exercise
all law-muking power not expressly forbidden by the
state or federal constitution. Under th's construc¬
tion, I believe the Legislature bavc authority to con¬
trol the manufacture and sale of spirttons liqu«n;
but in the nee of that power, it must be obvious that
a law might be parsed, which, in its details, would
be a manifest violation of the constitution, and
bence the impossibility of answering your questiondistinctly. without seeing the exact terms of (he
piopoFfd law.
As to the second point in the inquiry, it must be

very clear that a law, constitutional in itself, would
net be rendered otherwise by allowing the neople to
decide by vote whether the Legislature should re¬
peal it or not, no matter whut that vote might be.
To your second inquiry I answer that I sincerelydeplore the evils of intemperance, and am now wil¬

ing, as I have always been, to sanction any measure
to mitigate, and, if possible, entirely remove the
vice; but I cannot pledge myself to sanction a law
the details of which 1 have not seen. Th«; terms of
the fonstitntii n and oath of office would seem to
forbid this course on the port of an Executive. He
should be free to judge of the constitutionality and
wisdom of a proposed law after having fully ex¬

recognized by the Supreme Couit of the United
States, I ai:t relieved from the responsibility of a
first decision. These conrta having affirmed the
constitutionality of a prohibitory law, and being of
the highest authority, I believe, upon principle and
authority, »uch a law to be constitutional; and ita
constitutionniity, in my opinion, would uot be af¬
fected by a tubmission of ita repeal to a vote of the
people.
Every measure of moral or political reform, sanc¬

tioned by the representatives of tbe people, within
the limits of the constitution, should receive my
official sanction. Tbe expediency and propriety of
such lawa are for tbe people, through theirrepreaeu-
tatives : and their will, constitutionally declared,
should be respected by the Executive, if tbe peo¬ple demand, and their representatives enact sucn a
law, their will should not be resisted by the exercise
of the veto power.a power purely conservative,and
only to be exercised in cases clearly unconstitution¬
al, or exhibiting indubitable evidence of hasty, in
jurious and imperfect legislation. Such being myviews of cffli ial duty in tbe premises, should the
Legislature, tbe constitutional exponent'* of i>opuiarwill, enact cuch a law, it would, in the event u.' wyelection, receive the Executive -auction.
