Tae city of San 3advador, in point of size and ins
portarce, has ranked third in Central America—

During the dominion of Bpain in Anserica, the
city was the seat of the Governor Intendente of the
Proviner of San Halvador, dupendent on the Cap-
taln-Gewernley of  Coatemala.  After the in-
dependesee, It beeame the  capital of the
Btute, and was early distinguished for its thor-
ouph devotion to the principles of the liboral party
in Central Ameriea.

Aflter the confoderation of the Siates, it was se-
lected us the capitol of the ntw republic; and a dis-
trict was Inid off around it. énlled the Federal Dis-
trict, after the example of the United Btates im
erceting the Distriet of Columbia. It continued to

The hills around the plain of Ban Sulvador are
covered with verdure, which, a8 the dews are oo |
sideruble, keeps green through the dry na well an
the ruiny senson. The city, with its white houses
and churches, secemed, therefore to, be set in living
emerald. About three miles to the westward of
the vity is the great voleano of San Ralvador. The
cone, whicli rises on the northern border or edge
of the cater, f8 (approximmtely) £000 feet in
height, The volcano proper, however, is a vast mass,
with 4 broad base of irvegulur ootline, its summit
terrated by the jogged edgea of the crater, and is
much less in sltitude than the cone. This cone
peems to Lave been formed by ashes and scoriae
thrown out of the eruter, which is represented as &
league and a half in circomference, and a thousand
varas, or three thousand feet deep—almost large
enough to receive the whole mass of the
voleano of Vesuvias, At the bottom of this crater is
& considerable lake of water. Very few persons
have had the temeriiy to veutare into the chasm of
the voleano, aud none of these are likely, jadging
from the accounts which they give of their efforta,
to repeat the undertaking. Two Prenchmen, who
ventored down a year or twe rince, became ex-
hausted and incapable of returning. They were
rescued, with great diffienity, by a detachment of
soldiers from the garrikon. '

The entire line of the coast range of mountsing
or hLills, in San Salvador, bristles with voleanoes.
Thirty-five ‘miles to the castward of the city is the

t forked peak of San Vicente, 10,000 feet Im
beight: and thirty miles to the westward, on the
game line, s ihe vast buik of the voleano of Sta
Ann with its dependent pesk, the voleano of Isaloo,
which is in a state of constant eruption, and is eall-
ed “ 3l Faro de San Salvador,” the Lighthonse of
Besides these sre numerous other
voleanoos, occmring, in conjunction with those jost
ramed, in the following order, commencing st the
enstern extremity of the Btate :—8an Miguel (ac
tive), Chinemeea, Hacatecoluca, Tecapa, Usulutan,
Sun Vieente, San Salvador, Guasaps, Izaleo (active),
Sta Aua, sad Apenaca, besides some others of less
note, to ssy nothing of extinot craters, voloanie
orifices, or extinct vents, which are now generally
filled with water, coustituting lakes without outlets,
and of which the water is brackish. One of these,
called “Joyn," occurs abous four miles to the south-
weet of the city of Ban Salvador.,

It would be lmpossible to describe here the numer-
ous active vents, emitting smoke, steam and sulphur-
ons wpom, which occur at or near the bases of some of
these voleumocs, and which are called *“/nfernillos,”
literally “Rdttle Hells.” There are, also, numerous
other voleanie phenomena and results, of exceed-
Ing sclentific as well as popular interest, but which
it weuld cxeced the scope of @ newspaper arti-
cle to describe adeguately, In e word, it may be
gald with truth, that Sen Salvador comprehends
more volcanoea, knid line within (s limits more mark-
cd resultas Bf voleauic setion, than probably any
