Regard to Lowest Bidders—Indefinile period for

their Completion—Eightesn Millions Estimated

Expense, &c.

After a delay of some five montha, the Canal
Board of this State has at length issued proposals
inviting contractors to bid for certain portions of
the work for completing the canals. Why this pro-
tracted consultation—why defer the matter v this
day, when the power and the means lLuve been in
their hands 8o long—are quostions not readily an-

gwered now, but easily will be, long belore another
batch of proposals are promnigated. It iy perfectly
evident, however, that the canal managers in power
now are determined to take their own time, and to
proceed with the work with jiast so much speed as
will suit certain contingencies. It will be recol- |
lected that the men now in power, and their friends
who placed them there, made the welkin ring in
1850 and '51, becanse of the * incapacity of the
canals,” and that if the completion of those works
were not accomplished in the course of three or
four years from that period, then the curreot of |
trade would most assuredly be diverted down the
Misaissippi, or through the Ohio and Pennsylvania
canals, leaving our Erie a * desert waste ot waters.”
But now there ap to be sufficient capacity and |
facilitiea, though the trade and tonnage has increased
to a mighty extent during the last three years.
