considered. bnt that the accuaed woald he immediately die-
charged and allowe 1 no right to any explanations whaler
er. If tbi* were to it would, indeed, be arbitrary, and the
public would be Jollified in denouncirg it as despotic in the
extreme Hule #2 ha* been quoted a* in erary way Just. and
under which the gentlemen referred to had (erred for yeare,
aud still exprets a willingness to comply with it. The rule
reads as follows:.
"92 Krery engineer, In approaching a road or swltoh,

ikonld mo»e at a moderate ipeed ant1 see that the way U
clear before he reaches it If the switch be not seen to be
right, he should stop till he is snre, and a rerr good excuse
will be irqnlred for runniog off at a switch left oa tbe
wrong track. The absence of the proper lights at those
¦witches or crossings whore usually shown. Is to be con¬
sidered as a signal to stop tho train, wbioh the eoginoermnst always do and he most not procftfl till be is snre that
all it ri«ht. end all snob omissions nf lights must be Imme¬
diately reported to tbe snperintendtnt "

Thi* rule, or Its equiralant, has long been npon oar in¬
struction book; bat durint a period of more than six yearsla which I bar* served this o'lmpany. it has in no case with¬
in my knowledge been enforced by the dismissal of an engl-
iif.r for running o* at a swltoh.tho* rendering it practicOIy a nullity.

At. no time ha* any officer of the board refused to hear thee*plaiiatlon» of any employee who ha* been dl ml*sed fromtho service of the company; bnt oach has considered It a
duty which he owed to the company, the accu*ed and him¬
self. to earofullr weigh all tbe cirenmatanoe* connected
therewith. Thia I cioarly explained to the committee at oar
first iotcrrlcw.and at that time atated that n» peraoa woitd
be di*"hargfd for violating any rale that cfrcamstaocea
rendered it Impossible to comply with; an4 that if any oases
occurred to al.ow that ii Justice would be done unless excep¬
tions were made to the rule, thny might rest satisfied that I
would, in «ncb cases, do all that was right and pr >per.It It nr^ed by the committee that in one nase the engineer
was discbarred, whilst the airent, who by the rule is alao
beid rerponritile. is still continued in the employment of the
company, 'I hi* statement in relation to the particular case
referrnd to la true; but the oommittee aeemed to hare over-
1 iok«d the fart that^hera are diflercntjdegre* »)of reipon'ibll-
itv, r.n j that It would I n unreasonable to dismiss an'asent
who had s large number of switches in charge, and had to
tmpley others to perform the duty of swituhmen, unless
gr<at .areieasne** had l een >lm>vn by him In the seleotion
of m>n to netform the duty; whilst others are so situated
at to be nhle to attend to the duty themselves or to seo that
others do so; this class nf agent* are directly responsible.

n. Every engineer will be aocountable for rnnniag off at a
twitch at any ttation where hla train s'.ops; bat be will not
beheld responsible for rni ning off at a awttcb at a etation
where hit train does not atop.
And va> explained to the committee ia circular dated

Jane 19 inst as follows .
' Tbe titb rale limply m»ana thia: that the engineer ia re

sponsible for rnnniag off at a switch at a atation where hla
train stops, whether he ahall run elf before or att.er receiv¬
ing a lignal to go forward from a awUohman or any other
perron
"The engineer is expected to seefor himself as to the posi¬tion of the awitchea, and take no persun's authority In the

matte-, at stations where his train stops"The engineer ia in no manner responsible for running off
at a switch where his tiain doea not stop, whether said
switch ia lighted or not, or whether there is or is n u tir
get, or whether the target is right or wrong; nor when he is
Backing out of or into a awitch. or when a awitch ia turned
wrong after having li >n seen to he right.'The eagineer ia expected to report all switches which ho
finds wrcbg, and the absence of all lights at switches or
croisings wl ere usually shown, which 1 underatand to be
the true meaning of that portion of the 5th rule, asy iu
will sio by ru e tith tha' vni aro entirely relieved from th-j
responsibility of running off at a awitch where you do not
(top
"That yon are to ran past stations where yoar train doe*

not stop, at a much reduced tato of speed, and to haul np at
.ucb sta ionB where, by the timo table, a train shoal 1 be re
ceiving c r discharging pafreugets. By the ter n "much re
duced rate of apeed ' I ahall be satisfied by yoar runnitsz
past a ttation where you do not stop, at such a rate of apeed
*s you are willing to haxard on your own aocosmt we re¬
serving tbe rlfeht in tils, aa in all eases to decide when an
engineer ia running reckles-ly. But the simple fact thtt
you do run off at a switch at a station where you do not
stop, will not of Itself be considered an evidenoe of reckless-
IMh
"We expect you will use all due diligence in making time

on the road, wbich you may conceive consistent wi'h proper
ssfety to yourself or train, and you will be fully instilled M
takiLg just su h reasonable means to ensure safety aa yon
may think proper, remembering always, that the road must
b* ran safe first, aid fast afterwards; this you wiil not con¬
sider as jmtifying you in taking ruch an advantage of 'he
same as to lose hoars where minutes would be sufficient "

It is stated thai an engineer was dismissed in oonset'ieneeof the switch being turned wioug by a switchman after tue
train bad started.
In answer to this. I would sav. that no such oase has

occurred, nor would any engineer be dismissed under
this or any other circumstanoes, not clearly under his oon
trol.
With the above statement, which seems not only due to

the engineers but to the company, we have nothing further
to say. but a-e wil ing to submit all tho facts in tne case to
a discerning public, who are cquallv Interest ad with tbe
crmpany in tbe enforcement of all rules tending to promotethe safety and security of live* and property entrusted t >
them.
We do. therefore, most leriously objeot to the publicationof what are called tbe rulee of this road, when no such rules

exl«t. to tbe pervert ion of such rules as do exlat, and to the
mi> representation! abovo referred to. It is also charged,that I have on occasions of dismissals, written letters
to their prejudice to the sup»rintendents of the Chi
cago and Rock Island, Hudson River, and other railroads,wliich is not trae, as I have written no such letters to them
or any other suprrlntanderts, bat as has been before stated,have fimply giren notice, without comment, to the officers
of this road, and ions, bat not all of Its branches; and the
notice to the branoh roads is not regarded as important,and would not be given if circumstances admitted of its
discontinuance. ,Those engineers who are so disposed, still have an op¬portunity to resume their duties iu the service of the com
puny, and tbo>e who do not intend to re enter onr service
are n <tified that the pay roils are In the hands of the pt.v-
matters, from whom tne.v will receive their dues, and their
places will be supplied by others; snd we are happy in ex
pressing to such new engineers as may engago with us the
aSKurance on the part of those who withdraw, that theywill 'ffer no molestation or disturbance to them In the per¬
formance of their duty. But should mistaken ptrsnns offer
anv such resistance, th's company pledge themselves to
gunrd and protect the engineers to the fall extent of their
power

It is proper, in conclusion, to remark tbatthis oircular is
issued with the deiign to correct wrong impressions shonld
any exist in anv quarter; aud to show to all who m*y be
eoticerncd, that wbi'e the company Intend no injustice to
their employes they htve no alternative left to them but

wholesome rales and discipline, to render us tbe aid we
need in this emergency.
