'deck ; at that moment Alton steboed him in the baok of

He is aged 32
years, and unmarried. He came from Cumberland,where be resided, for the purpoee of visiting his sister,and was at the house of a ralarire on York avenue.
The funeral of Charles C. P. Boyd, aged 27 years, took

place yesterday morning, boa hi* late resldenoo. and
was largely attended. Boyd was a slntile man, aad the
principal aupport of a widowed mother, whose afflic¬
tions, doubtless, are more weighty and diSoult of for-
bs arance than any other sufferer.
