of Lord FJgtn to Wuablng'on la an event peculiarand unique in thehlatory of British iiiplomary. and maybe considered to form an epoch in the records of our c<>-
lonial empire. For a number of yours Lord Elgin baa
administerel tbe government of Canada with ge*t taot
and judgment. Carefully avoiding tne Identification of
himself with any party, he him won and attained the
confidence or all. He foo«t the North \uierioan oolo-
ni< » distracted by the moet violent feuds and the most
furious factions, and he haa brought them into a state
of calmness and prosperity which haa reconciled tbe
minoritv to the awny of tfielr political opponent*, and
replaced the dreams of annexation by a warm and sin
cere attachment to British conmc'i n No better

Croof can be afforded of the degree in which Ix>rd Elgin
as poe*essed himself of the confidence of tbe people

of the North American colonies than the fact of bis
having been selected for a diplomatic mission to
tbe korcrnmeiit of a powerful neighbor, and trused to
deal with their internets according to the dictate* of his
prudence and experience. This couptry and the colo¬
nies have equal reason to be satislied with the result of
I.ord Elgin's tuition. He haa prevailed on tbe Ameri¬
can government to receive, without *ny duty, tbe staple
[rmiurn of the colonies, and. in eichahge "for thin pri¬
vilege, ho hat coeeeded to the Americans the right of
fishing undisturbed in British water*. Every one wh >

re memMrs the menacing aspeet aasumed by thlequos
tion a year or two ago, and the use that was made of it
bpr unscrupulous politicians to excite popular pas¬
sions ana renovate worn-out aniiiotlilesy .very
one who remembers the declaration Of Mr.
'Webster, that the American Otherman should
be protected. " hook and line, bob anc sinker "

must feel relieved to know that this formidable
.Abject of discord no longer exists. By great good sense
and good judgment, our Admirals hive contrive 1 to
preserve our rights intact without giving any leasonable
offence to the susceptibilities of tne Amerioae people.But we must not calculate on having always Admirals of
guat good sense and judgment on tne American sution,
and assuredly the first officer who proved himself in any
degtce wanting in these qualities would ba\c involved
us in tbe moat serious complications. It is, therefore,
with great relief that we learn that e |>n*session of -o

The surrender of a monopoly of tki< kind
1s sure to be more than enmpen-eted to tb< . * who lose it
by the increased energy and exertion generated from

Kobe, tbe keeperof a neighboring tavern, was killed.
At tbe outset of the affair, officer I.angfeldt later
feted to protcct the landlord of the saloon, when he
was assailed with tumblers, clubs, and pistol shots,bet foituuately n<>ne of tho shots took effect. Laog-feldt bhot three times, each time wouuduig one of
the rioters, one of whom, James Navin, was subse¬
quently arrested at a house in Morris City. The
others had not been discovered at a late hour last
evening.

Tt-e attack npon officer lauigfeldt waa continued
v It'..: much oiolence, when, Injured as be was, he was

compelled to seek temporary shelter and safety in
the tavern of Mr. Robe. Here the attack was re¬
newed, both npon him, officer Forepaugh, and upontbe boose and all ita inmates, during irhiob the de¬
ceased was assailed by the gang and killed. It is
stated that tbe ircmediate cause of his d-ath was a
blow u[ on the hide of his head, evidently done with

a s'ung-ahot. After receiving the blow, he was car
rie«l up stairs, and in a few minutes breathed his
last. The deceased was a quiet German, about tifty

3 cars of age, and has left a family. Mr. Joseph Mo-
dieus wbo, with a friend, happened to be in the vi¬
cinity about the time of the outrage, immediatelyproceeded to the office of Alderman Palmer, uponwhote oath Navin waa committed on the charge of
riot snd assault and battery upon offloer Laugreldt
with intent to kill. Alexander Clark, George W.
Esher and John Esber, recognized as having been
at tbe scene of the riot, were also an%*ted and held
in 11,000 each by tbe same Alderman. Another in¬
dividual has been charged directly with having giv¬
en the deceased the fatal blow, and last evening a
force detailed by Marshal Murphy went in pursuitof him and others implicated in the affair. Navin
was shot In the forehead, and, from a partial exam,
ination made by a physician, it was ascertained
that bis skull was fractured.. Philadelphia Ltdgtr,Jul} 6.

Anothkr Murdkb in Cincinnati..The residents
on Orchard street, between Main and flyc?more,were alarmed, about fire o'clock yesterday after¬
noon, by the screaming of a female. At the same
time a colored woman, named Mary Ash, ran from
her house into tbe street, pursued by her husband,
who knocked her down, and commenced stampingher. Some men ran to the aaslstauce of the woman,
and took Ash into custody. It was then discovered
that lie was bleeding; and h soon became so faint
that he could not stand, and was carried into a
house. He stated that his wife had cat him, and
some officers present arrested her and took her to
the Bremen street lock-ap. Dr. Boyd was called to
the aid of Ash. Ho found a wound In the left
breast over two inches In leugth, «nd extending
through tbe longs. He has been gradually sinking,
and at ten o'clock yesterday morning there was no
hope of his recovery. After her arrest, Mrs. Ash I
said she committed tbe deed in self-defence. She
averts that he has frequently whipped her, an<l
came borne intoxicated yesterday afternoon. Wnen
he came into the house she was cutting a beef steak
with a large butcher-knife.
