As it la probable the steamer Susquehanna will leave In

a short tine for Hong Kong, I will now fulfil my promise,
and give you an account of all that ha* transpired since
leaving Loo Choo, from which place I wrote yon last, via
Shanghae.
The steamers left Nalpa harbor on the morning of the

7th, taking a northerly course. About noon we met the
Saratoga, from Shanghai, bound for Naipa to join the
Commodore. When cloee enough, to use a sailor phrase,
all four vessels bore to. After oommunleating with, and
ordering her to make the beet of her way to Jeddot
we proceeded on our course again. We passed
a Urge number of islands ; also saw a great mtny
whales. Abont 10 A. M. on Satarday, the 11th, we made
the island of Nyphon. There was a very heavy head¬
wind blowing at the time, which prevented as from
reaching the land before dark, and compelled us to lay
off and on all night. At day break all three of the
steamer* entered an opening In the land. While pro.

e ceding np a bay at a rapid rate, two vessels were dis¬
covered off our starboard beam. We immediately steered
for them, and when near enough, we discovered them to
be the Vaodalia and Macedonian; the latter was hard
and fast ashore. Ths Mississippi gave her a hawser and
towed her off, when all the vessels wen anchored for the
night, daring which we were joined by the store ship
Lexington.
On the following morning we aU got under weigh,

each steamer towing a sailing ship. Abont mid lay
we came to anchor six miles above the town of Uragt,
where we found the storoship Southampton. The dag
ship was Immediately boarded by . party of Japans*
offloers, who endeavored to induce the Commodore
to return to Uraga, stating that a lituse had
been erected for the occasion, Ac.; but he refused
to comply with their request, stating that the hitervtew
most take place at Jeddo, or some place between it and
the present anchorage. We were visited dally by them
for the purpoee of inducing us to accede to their wishes;
but it was no use, for the Commodore bad determined

' that they should conform to his wishes : but to humor
| them a little, he consented to send his Beet captain down

to Uraga in the Vandalia, to have a chit chat with a third
rate mandarin relative to the time and plaee for the
grand interview between the great American and Japan¬
ese Moguls, to take plaee.
The wind being unfavorable at the time, seme Ave or

six days were occupied in the business, during which all
the ablpa got under weigh, and proceeded fourteen milas
further up the bar, towards Jeddo. When the Vandalia
returned, we received the pleasing intelligence that,
although it had been (he custom of the country for con
turte* to decline aU intercourse with foreigners except
the Dutch, and. with them on a very limited scale,
they bad by a decree of the Inner Council, as
term<d it, cncluded to open commerce with the "Uni¬
versal Yankee Nation," but they still wanted us to re¬
turn to I raga; but as soon as our removal further np
had been discovered by them, we were again bearded,
when, fesring that we would proceed at once toJsUo,
before any arrangements had been made, they proposed
to make arrangements at onoe, at a plaee opposite to
where we were lying, and known as Yok ahama
On the 1st of March Commander Franklin Buchanan

gave a dinner to a party of Japanese officials on board
the steamer tiusquehanna. There were also, several of
the oilerrs of the squadron present, including the in-
terpreter to the expKlillon. The dinner was of a sump-
tuou* character, and well supplied with superior cham¬
pagne and other wines, of which the Japaneee are pas-
aionately fond. The aaeortment of liqaor* is her*
very limited, and of a very inferior kind and insipid
taste, and is obtained from rioe; but they made up for
It on this occasion, as I noticed several of them who
were undoubtedly " tight," or, to use the plain Eng¬lish,were gloriously drank harmony and good feeling prevailed, and the entertainment terminalMl entirely satis
factory. Soma little iliffienlty was experienced by our new
friends in using the knife ami fork the knife la simplyused in preparing the food (or the table, and chop sticks
are need at the table, to supply It to the mouth.
Wntrmav, 8th.This morning, 'pursuant to appoint¬

During the ronotav* we aM took a tramp over the flail*,
to hkve a look at tttelr soldiers, who were stationed
a^aut a quarter of a mile fr>m the houna; the polio* at¬
tempted to prevent u* from leaving the lmmedl*te vi-
cin ty of the lauding, but it waa na u*e, for we pushed
by them, (YiuiVae like,) and cruised un'U we got tired,
we examined their aoldlara end weapon* thoroughly, and
came to the conclusion that they were anything elte
but a military people, and that they were a much over-
rat»d ra<*.
There were two ompwiim armed with mitoblocka, one

oomiany with bow- an-i arrowa, an t two comoanies of
latioere one of wiiich I took to be the ruyal guard.the
stall of tba lance waa Inlaid with pearl the entire *ur
face. they looked more like a lot of women armel with
bro 'm-itickn than anything else that I can compare them
with. 1 have not seen «o> of their fortification*, and
I'ouht If tbay posses* anything worthy of the name.
There aa* a t-Mbva* fence all around the ground where
the negotiation Wn§ progressing, enclosing about twelve
acre*, i re. u-d during the day previous to the landing, for
the purpose of hiding or icreening u* from the gaze of
the multitude.
About four o'clock the business terminated for the

day, and all hand* re-embarked for their ship*. the re
feult ul the int< rview waa very sausfaotory. Tltey pro¬
duct d a chart of their coast, and stated we could aeleot
aitcii po ta aa we wanted for trade aud coal depota; al*o,
tl.at tbty could supply any amount of tiiat necessary
vrtlrla I liave seen Mime inferior specimens of it; it*
¦pecitic gra> ity ii very light. We aaluted the Japaneae
hag with twenty-, ue Yankee gun*, and gave the com
niteniom r* a salute of seventeen gun*. They hire ex¬
hibited much interest in ehlpa, locomotive*, and tele-
g'apha The latter they have seen in operation on board
the Powhatan. The eaau and independence with which
these steamers move around, in spite of wind or weather,
a, jpeara to fill them with wonder aud delight.
On Monday, the I3(h, the present* sent by our govern¬

Kkifat 11m.At nooo, to day, the Commodore, visited

the shoie and had a second audience with the
! Japanese C<mmi**ioner*. They bad proposed by

letter a day or two previous to give u* one port to be
opened within a jear, and to give u* another at the ex¬

piration of five years, -dating at the same time that we
could have the use of Nagasaki until they could prepare
the Brut one for us ; from which the Commodore natu¬
rally Inferred, that they Intended to make such arrange¬
ment* aa would preclude any intercourse with the inhab¬
itant*, except through the medium of a government

j officer, or in other words, to coop u» up in the i&me man¬
ner that they do the Hutch In Nagasaki, but the Commo-

I dote soon astonished tbeir weak nerves,by informing them
that we must have three porta, at least, \ix ; one north,
one south, and a central one, all of which mast be
opened within a reasonable time ; aUo, that the Ameri¬
cans would not submit to any such restrictions as the
Dutch are subjected to, and that any proposition of the
kind would be considered as a national Insult, for the
consideration of which he gave them six days.at
the expiration of which time another meeting will take
place.
On tha morning of Sunday, the 19th, the storeshlp

Supply arrived from Shanghae, bringing us letters and
papers. To-morrow the Vand&lia and Southampton pro¬
ceed down the coast, to Shlmada, to examine its suita¬
bleness for shipping, and as one of the ports to be
opened to our commerce. The locomotive has been In
operation, and a large number jof Japanese have been
hurled by it aroand lie course, much to their aitonlsh-
ment and delight. It in a part of the Japanese education
never to betray any iiigna of surprise at anything new or

strange, particularly in the preeenoe of strangers ; bat
the powers of the "iron horse" overcame them to such
an extent that they could not conoeal it.
On the morning of the Mth. the Commodore visited

the shore, to receive the presents from the Kmperor of
Japan to the United States government On the 27th the
Japanese Commissioners, and a retinue numbering twenty-
eight persona dined with the Commodore on board the
Powhatan. She ship was housed over with awnings, and
draped inside with Bags. Tables capable of seating an
hi ndred perrons, were arranged on the quarter deck for
the accommodation of the retinue and invited guests
from the squadron, while the Commissioners were to dine
in the cabin with the Commodore. The day was line,
and the ship looked well , the tables were dressed in the
most beautiful st\ le. with vases of flowers, and eiibles
of the Brat quality and preparation. The labor and
skill of a first rate Parisian cook was visible upon
every dish. In fact, the whole arrangement was
equal to any Astor House display that I have ever seen,
liquors of every kind were as plenty as the water along
side, and of good quality. The business for which we had
come so many thousand miles to arrange was not yetcompleted, ana it being a notorious fact that a good din¬
ner, well supplied with good liquors, geperally exerts a
most powerful and favorable Influence upon all national
negotiations, as well as in others of lees importance, it
therefore became necessary to put the best foot foremost,
which was done on this occasion, and apparently with
much success.
Steam had been raised for the purpose of showing the

machinery to the beet advantage. At a few minutes be¬
fore three o'clock they arrived on board the Macedonian,
to witness the exercising of her battery of tight inch
guns, during which the Mississippi gave them a salute;
they then repaired on board the Powhatan, and were
honored with a salute of seventeen guas from the
Macedonian, they were conducted to the fore¬
castle, where they witnessed eight discharges

5 r minute, from a twelve pounder howitzer. They were
en conducted to the engine room, which they entered

with a cautious and timid step. The biasing fires from
the furnaces shone with briUianey upon the polished
steel, dasxling their eyes as they entered the door and
descended the stairway: the objects which presented
themselves to their view were so entirely unique to
them, and so foreign to anything that they had ever
imagined, that its effect upon them was mora like aa
electric shock than anything else bat the climax was
not reached untl the engines were put In motion, the
very first movement of which startled them more than
ever, and they immediately commenced leaving for tne
stairway, fully satisfied that the devil must be interested
In such (to them) mysterious combinations of Iron, oop-
per, water and fire.
Prom the engine room they were conducted to the

cabin, and seated at the table, when the eating became
general throughout, and the way that ducks, chickens,beef A la mode, mutton, pies, ftc.. passed away, was
truly astounding. What they did not eat, they wrapped
np in paper, which thev always carry with them, and
took it away. Such is the custom in Japan. The wlnee
received much attention, which they in their turn re¬
ciprocated, and tight, In some degree, wae unmistake-
able. Appropriate toasts and sentiments were ri/e, usu¬
ally terminsting in a genuine Yankee hurrah. After
dinner the whole party took their seats amidships, and
witnessed a regular Christy Minstrel performance by
some cf the crew, with which they appeared mueh pleas¬ed. About six o'clock they re-embarked in their own
boats and left the ship, the Saratoga ssluting them at
the same time. Thus terminated the first and graadeet
dinner functions that has taken plaoe between Japaneseand either Americans or Europeans for three hundred

Sears. On the morning of the 29th, the Vandalia and
outhampton arrived from Simoda, bringing a favor¬

able account of the harbor, Ac.

A won* or two about the navy, the poor, abuaed nary.
Thoee officer* who are the most remote from bead
quarter*, are the one* upon whose judgment the best
reliance can be plaoed, and are the one* who oontempiata
most trriuunly all mutvera connected with their profes¬
sion. and who, in constant contact with the practical
sen ice, discover with most truth ita faulta and ita
virtue*. The following conolusion is. then, arrived at:
That while the authorities at Washington ape engaged ia
wordy reformation, the men and offioers upon foreign
stations are forgotten aad neglected ; the best systems
are lost sight of. and on* would suppose that the futare
never entered into the heada of these reformer!.

Oi.e system, aad evidently the sure and safe one for
our country, suggests itself to me by the departure of
the Saratoga. The proper policy for the nation is to
secure the Pacific Ocean intact fro a European influence,
lliat vast ocean, with Its precloua islands, is our* by In-
heriianoe. AU bejond America, uutil we infringe upon
the shores of Asia, should come by natural rigut coder
ita protection. Our exploration*, the joiutant ocoupa-
tion by our whalers, the preponderance of our com¬

merce, our neighborhood, and the wants and future
greatness of California upon the Pacific, assart this prin¬
ciple, anl place us alone and untrammelled in this
quarter of the world. Kussia alone has the faintest
shadow of rivalahip, but her interest and footatep* are
directed to Kurope. The aecurity of thia policy, on o »r

part, can only be obtained by having upon the shores of
the Pacific rail naval arsenals, with a complete fleet of
war ship* belonging solely to that sectian. This force
should at all times be in readiness for arming equip¬
ment, and despatch across the ocean. It snould be
under the command of an officer of lilgh rank,
known talents and capacities. Such a fleet would ha
the nucleus round which more distant forces oouH be
concentrated, for the (low process of equipiog ships,
with the difficulty of obtaining men, whleb will always
present itself in the face of a prosperous Atlantic com¬
merce. will cause long and dangerous delays to throwing
teasel* into the Pacific. But ships once belonging to that
dirlslon, kept, built and repaired in California, can al-
wavs be readily manned, providing the term of enllat-
xnent is not too long.

I advocate, then, that the ships that are now in China
and the Pacific, ahould be laid up and pai l off in Califor¬
nia. and the officer* and men who belonged to the Eastern
Ststea be allowed the amount of passage money to th«ir
homes. It will be safe to aay that two-fiftha of the
crews would remain in California, and that many of
the officers would settle and become reeldeata; thus, at
all times, a sufficient number of well trained "men of-
wars men" could be picked up, and res.dent officers
would be on hand to attend to the duties of fitting,
and ensure the putting to sea of any claea of ship* or
steamers upon an emergency. We want short enlist¬
ments.active but short cruise*.a California nary to
preserve the Western coast, to keep the Islands free
from foreign Influence, .and, lastly, to constantly visit
Japan and promote the present friendly feelings of it*
inhabitanta. Make, then, a depot at San Francisco,
with Its ships, stores, officer* and men, Independent of
the Eastern navy yard* and political influence. The

c mmander-ln chief would under no circumstansss be
ao far removed from communication with the central gov¬
ernment aa commodorea commandiug all our foreign
atationa now are instructions could at all timoa m
under desjatch and receipt. The men of good charac¬
ter, allowed leave of absence, similar to the officers,
after a cruise, instead of being paid off and
the country tossing their services just as they have
become trained to their dutie* and useful to the service.
Every man of whom hia commander report* favorably,
ahould be retained in the service upon the aame aysWm
a* the officers. As It la now. we hare ships sent long
cruise* upon sickly station*.officers separated from their
families tar beyond a natural period, exposed season
after season to the worst of climate*, and, finally, forgot¬
ten by tbe government, the officers and men become ala-
guited and indifferent.

I venture to assert that were tbe Navy Department to¬
morrow to fit a ship for a foreign station, sad announce

: its intention to k«en her absent four years, not an
officer worth having out what would resign rather than
obey tbe order; and not a man could be enlisted. The
Saratoga 1a a case in point. She has been on this station
four jears-one year over her men's time.returns,having
performed ber duty faithfully, with an enfeebled crew,
and with but one lieutenant, uer indefatigable first lieu¬
tenant, G., able to do duty.the junior officers doing the
duty for years, without pay or praise : a system of eco¬
nomy which would not be practised In any warehouse or
manufactory in tbe country.

Verily, If our government intends to fulfil the proverb
"tbatvepubllcs are ungrateful," the nation may wake up
and realise tbe difficulty of finding a navy to reform. In
this fast age, when life ia ahorter than formerly, two
years cruises are quite long enough. Our fast and beau¬
tiful clipper* have fascinated our best men-of- war'a-men
from tbe service: and we now get nothing but poor men,
on their first and last cruise. The services of the Sara¬
toga men will nodsubt to forever loatto the country,
when once discharged ; aa It ia folly to suppose that
these men will again trust themselves to the chances
of similar treatment. It ia to to hoped that
when reform doe* take place in tbe navy those who are
deputed by tbe people to reform will do their duty faith¬
fully, ana not loae sight of the fact that tbe branch of
the government having tbe guardlanahlp of the service
also wants looking into. The cry of naval reform haa
been raised ao long and so loud that the public mind

i is firmly impressed with the belief that all these faulta
i lie at tbe door* of the officer* alon*; whereas a careful

) investigation of facts would show that the abuses, and
; injustice that leads to abuae, will creep into a profession| where an officer finda himself after twenty rear* *ea eer-
: vice simply a drudging lieutenant, aad where to finda

; others, by fortunate political influence, placed In poeltlona
\ above him, or reaping the few privileges that the service

offers.
It ia no excuse for an empire like our* to ralee the

; technical cry of "exigencies of the aervice." Powerful
and wealthy, if we have not ships enough to guard the
commerce and relieve one another, we should build more.
It is a false economy.each ahip, from being kept on con¬
stant service, on ner return requires repairs, which
amount in the end to many times bar origins 1 coat. It ia
thla system that renders the navy inefficient, caaaee the
many resignatlooa of valuable officers, the difficulty of

I officering and manning shipa, and the general dissatis¬
faction which pervades thia important branch of the na¬
tional service. Experience shows, in tbe efficiency and
active operations of thia squadron, that all tbe practical
elementa of sucoeca and glory exist in the penoimtl of the

{irofeaaion when abroad. Let Congress attend, thro, to
be legislative organization, and place everything upon a

basis of equity. Wholesome administration and sure ob¬
servance of the laws, and tbe navy will require but little
reform.

the terras were agreed upon, and the treaty finally con¬
cluded on the iSth of March. We have not. of course,
seen the document now in trantxtu for the United States,
but we understand that it opens to American ritiiens
and American trade the port of Samudl. /the Odowari,
perhaps, of the msp*,) on the Island of Siphon, soma
forty or fifty miles west o! the entrance of Vedo Bay, and
the port of Chickadads, on the lalan&of Yesso. In the
diatrict of Matsmai. on the Straits of Sanga. The former
waa selected a* the moat convenient place for a depot,
and arrangements were made with the Japanese for a

supply of coal at that point. This ia a place of consider¬
able commercial importance, having a good harbor an* a
population of fifteen or twenty thousand. Its proximity
to the manufactariag districts, which are not otherwiss
approachabl » by sea, renders it an imports nt position as a
r>ort of foreign trade. The vicinity of the latter place
ens been frequently visited by Ameriean whaleships,where they bavrf had great difficulty In procuring
supplies, on account of the restrictive policy of ths
Japanese.We understand the treaty arranges for Intercourse at
both of these plsces, for the residence of American citi-
tena theie, and also for the residence of Consuls, If in
future, either party should desire it. It also stipulates
that Americans residing in, or visiting these ports, shall
be free to visit the Interior to the distance of tan or
twelve miles without molestation.

:t is said that the Japanese did not hesitate to enter
Into the moat unqualified stipulations forth* protectionofseamen or others thrown oo their shores. Indeed, they
affirmed that it waa already a part of the law of the em¬
pire by special edlst. Thev even insisted that the re¬
spective governments should pay the expenses of pro¬viding for the necessities of the citisena of the other,who might, bj their misfortunes, need aid and comfort.

THE INTERVIEW BETWEEN COMMODORE

enemy, but friend. There waa no display of aoldiere or
military parade.

Cooper, who commanded tbe American whaleihip
Manhattan, when she visited the Bar of Yedo in the
spring of 1848. An account of bi* visit was originally
published in 77* Friend of Feb 2, 1844, having been pre-
jaied with much care by Dr. Wlnalow.
An officer of the Saratoga remarked thus.that the

influence of American whaleship* bad probably been
very great la inducing the Japanese to open their port*.
It appear* tbatthe Japanese hare been cloie ob errors
of whaleahlp* emitting about their isltnds. The Japanesenformed the Americana that they bad counted ISO Ame¬
rican whaleship* In one year passing through the Mat*-
mai or Sangar straits.

While tbe fleet lay In the bay of Yedo, a marine died,
belonging to tha steamer Missiasippl. Although at first
n>uch againat the wishes and prejudices of the Japanese,Commodore Perry obtained permission to bury the man
on shore, under military honors, and attended by the
chaplain, observing all tbe rites of a Christian burial.
On the monument erected at the grave, it was
.fated that the deceased was born in Ireland.
Thia circumstance rather confused the minds of
the Japanese. They did not understand how an
American could be born In Ireland. This inci¬
dent led to an explanation of oar naturalisation laws,
which rendered it possible for an American to be born in
Japan. The officers of the Saratoga report that they aa w
no cattle, no sheep, no gnats, no swine, but very good
horses. They aaw Rowing crops of wheat, rice, oats,
barley, millet and tobaoco. The land waa well cultivated
The Japanese have a very good plough and fanning ma¬
chine. We understand that trade is not to be openel
until March, 1855. To facilitate trade hereafter, the Ja¬
panese received specimens of American coins, and fur¬
nished specimen* of Japanese coin, for the purpose of
having their relative value ascertained.
On the part of the Japanese Commissioners, it was at

first much insisted upon that the United States govern¬
ment should allow a treaty stipulating that no American
lady should ever visit Japan. So preposterous a demand
wao not countenanced for a moment by the gallaat Com¬
modore. Who can imagine tbe ferment which would
have been excited in tbe United States, had aa article of
this nature been inserted In the treaty? The new*.
"No white ladies allowed to visit Japan," would have
been the occasion of fitting another expedition to Japan.
Ladie* themselves would nave commanded the expedi¬
tion, and the Japanese would have been taught what
they now seem partially convinced of.that America is a
great country!

It ha* been referred to, aa a matter of surprise,
that the Japaneae should have understood the policy
ot tbe United States, in regard to Mexico ana the
Mexican war. Thia circumstance surprised the Ja¬
panese, that after tbe American* had conquered
the country, they then surrendered It, even pur¬
chasing a portion from the conquered people, and
paying for the aame a large *um of money. This was not
the usual method puraued by conqueror*. We hope the
Japaneae may never have occasion to entertain a different
idea of American policy and Airerican magnanimity.
Would that no American, or foreigner^of other nations,
ahould aver visit Japan for othar purpose* than lawful
and honorable commerce, or soma object of genuine phil¬
anthropy then we might reraonably hope that tha Japa¬
nese would become an enlightened people. If the Japa¬
nese could be perauadei to paaa the Maine law, and an
antl oplum law, what Incalculable evlla it would pre¬
vent I We hope the frown and indignation cf the civilized
world will be visited upon the first Yankee who carries
tbither intoxicating liquor*. Let the mark of Cain be
stamped upon him: let him be treated aa an outlaw
among the nationa; let him be claaaed among pirate*; for
he would deserve no bther punishment than that of tha
murderer of tha Japaneae.

He inform* n* that he succeeded in getting all
tbe Indiana in the Rogue River vicinity to go on to
the ressrves tinder the treaty, with the exception of
Tipsey's band. From Deer Creek and Illinois Rive* the
Indian* bare all removed, and there Is now no tribe
or bend between Jacksonville and Orescent City lie
found the Indian* on the ooast rather quiet. On the
CoquiQe River, however, there had been some disturb¬
ance, in whica two whites aad several Indian* were
killed. The real murderers were afterward* found, and
after trial hung. He left Mr. Parish, Indian Agent, with
hi* party, at Port Orford. He met two hundred Port
Orfort Indians in council. The chief complained that
the whites ill treated their women, by coming about
their lodge* in the night, and, in one* of denial, the
whitee would threaten to shoot them. At Gen. Pal¬
mer's request, Gen- Wool has detached twenty-four men
for Port Orford to keep IBs rowdies quiet. He thinks
the number of Indians in the Port Orfocd district doe*
not exceed two thousand.

venge. These Indian* are really brave, and are much su
superior la intelligence to aay upon th* northwestern
coeat.

It was also stated that upon th* 9aa Juan (Relieve*)Island aa armed body of seventy- live of thee* Indians
had been placed by Governor Douglas, of Vaaconrer'*
Island, to prevent th* seisure of sheep belonging to the
Hudson Bay Company, by th* U. 8 Collector. This i*
one of the disputed island*, and aom* clashing of au¬
thority between the official* of the two governments had
recently occurred since which time Governor Donates
had mad* an attempt to arrest the V. &. Inspector. The
Collector, Colonel Kbey, was absent upon* visit to the
island, and when tbe farqaine sailed, was dally expected
to return. It seem* very evident, by a glance at th*
published map*, that th* a*aln eaaaael between Van¬
couver's Island aad the mala lead runa through th*
Wraits of Hero, thus throwing Baa Jaaa Island late
American territory. It is estimated that the Hudson
Bay Company have bare S,Mfi *h*ap, la pasturage, aUhls
time.
