feited for the time being; and taking this view of
the case, I doubt not but you will conduct him in
safety to his family at Rio Janeiro, and tnus confer
upon him and them a service whfch assurecly will
be moat highly appreciated; but if, on the other
hand, be should be compelled to Und in this city
again, a*aaa»ina would be on the alert and probably
succeed in their murderous intentions.

and Paraguay.
With regard to ?he first charge : Shortly after ar

riving in Buenos Ayres. the existing governmoot of
Roea« was overthrown by a combination of the Up¬
per Argentine Provinces, beaded by Gen. Urquiza,
acting In concert with the government of Braail.
Shortly after the expulsion of Rosas, lien. Urquiza
wu appointed by t m> different Province* of the Con¬
federation Provisional Supreme Director of the
same, and he proceeded to the reorganization of the
Confederation, which bad resulted iu the election of

I a Congress to meet in Santa Fe for the purpose of
forming a new constitution. On September ft, 1852,
Gen. L rqniza left Buenos Ayres to attend the inau¬
guration of this Congress; but on the 11th
an insurrection broke out in the city of Buenos Ayres,
wh'ch expelled from that city and province
the civil and military authorities appointed by
Urquiza. In this state of tnings, in obedience to
tie lni-trnctions of the President of the United
States, abont the 20th of November, I left Buenos
A>res for Paraguay, and continued t>b<*ent till April,
1H63. I then learned by the official papers of the

grovisional gevernaentuf Baenoa Ayre* , that about
rptember lnt, 1853, a counter revolution, sustained

St tic population of the rural districts of the pro-
ice, ana headed by Col. Lagos, had besieged the

city of Buenos Ayrts, and demands i the expulsion
of the existing authorities: that tiro or three months
afterwards the Supreme Provisional Director had
matched upon Buenos Ayres, with an additional
force from the Upper Province*, and had taken com¬
mand of the besieging forces. On arriving, I found
the city in a cloee *Ute of siege, being sunound>-d
by the lines of the besiegers, from the river on its
northern boundary, to the same river oj the sontti,
so ti at all communication with the country by land
was entirely rut off. Commodore McKeever, <vim-
roaniUngthe United States squadron on that station
wa* then present in Buenoa Ayres. Tne United
State* ship 'amestown, Cspt. Downing, waa then

1 at anchor in the outer roads, and had been for manymonths. A few days after my arrival, I we* Inform¬
ed by Commodore McKeever'tbat notice of a block¬
ade of the port, by au'hority of the Provialona! Di¬
rector, had been seived upon him a* commander of
the I mted Staus naval forces, and that he had sig¬nified his recognition of the leg-tlltf of the meaanre,
si d Ms intention to respect it. Soon after, Commo
dote McKeever left Buenos Ayres for Montevideo,
and fiom thence proceeded in the United State*
ship Congress to the United States, via Itio, leav-
ing Captain Downing as senior officer upon the
station.

through bv ignorant Irishmen. The bote of the aflfcir
are these Saturday eveningajiout seven o oloek,

a report*n circulated through the city, that the
lHUi had hntate* aa African flag, Union d-»wn,
with a croaa over it. ai.d that Irishmen vera the e
tbnstemng to mnrder the fi'rt man thai attem >ted
to tube it down. On proceeding to Oak atreet- ( *n
Irish l< rality ). we found tnat the report was true,
and that an Amerioau flay wai ao touted over a
mm shanty. The Ireh were advi«ed by the police
to take it down, when tliey retaliated with o*th«,
and hteted that it »honld not c»>me down. Crowda
soon liecan to collect on the spot, and the flag waa
torn from tbe building with.mt resistance fr.m the
Iri*h. What tollowe i eh ws why ihey did not reiUt.
It wan becanae it waa not quite dark eaiugh for
tbem to raise their pecuUir arguments, Miokbats,
which they slwsys use. After the flag wa« Uken
down, a pole waa procured, and two Amerioaos
mounted a laod.r a. d spiked the flag to the top of
tbe building, wb# re it si ill floats. lbe Lri*h dare not
take it down. Ah ut thia time the members of tue
American Engine Company, Syphon No. 3. (whose
house la bat a lew step* from where thia affair took
place), raided their banner to the mast head, and aaIt unfurled itself to the breeze, and displayed ita
gorgeous ht&i a and stripes, it waa greetel with
cheer alter cheer by the thousands who were as¬
sembled and witnean-d 1U ascent. The blood courted
through men's veins with a quicker beat. For oar-
eelvt s, aa we saw thst bauner, thi emblem of oar
nationality , elowly riaing to the mast ; and at we
thought of tbe insult which had been perpetrated
on it. *e gl«»ried m being an American citueu.

After "Syphon's" nag was raiaed, it was deemed
b«ei to mufce some sort *»f a . emoust* aii 'U winch
should be unoervtoo' by the Innh that the American
flag could i,ot be insulted witn impunity. Accord¬
ingly. tbe Lawrence Bras* Band w*s procured, and

a protosion was formed, numbering nearly 2,000
persons, who marched through our streets, with
wmmhI American banners, to the tunes of "Hail
Columbia" and "Y .ukee D oodle." While passing
by the Ca-hohc churoh. th. y wore saluted by a
*h<>wer of ftontsH and brick*, wolch fortunately li I
no oamage. Ti>e procession halted for a mo:u>;ut,
when, hi ding nothing more, they agaia started in
1 ne, ai d had proceeded aa far as Common street,
between Newbury and Jack-"»n streets, which Is
info-ted with nothing but Iri-h. whea they were
ausiu ssssulted with stooea from the bo-ises. which
was retaliated by several persona not in the proces¬sion. Several windows were broken, and the crowd
pasted- It was thought that nothing further woul<l
come or it. and so confident were they of thia, that
after retiring to tbe engine house, and giving three
cheers for tbe American flag, the crowd dispersed
quietly, in different directions, to their several
hornet.
As a party of a dozen, whose route lay throughCommon etrect, were passing quietly along, they

were assailed trom tbe alleyways and hemnes with a
perfect tornado of stone* and bricks. One man was
severely cut ou the head. This roused tbe Inuigna-tion of those present, and the alarm was given.Several volleys of muskets and pistols were then
fired from the bouses, upon this small party, who re¬
taliated by stoning the buildings from whence the
shots were fired. The alarm becoming general,
bundled* ireit rushing to the spot every instant.
At thia time it Ud fair to aasame a form which
could not easily be quelled. Not a light waa on the
atreet : not au Irishman was to be seen ; bat stones
and shots were coming thick and fast from the
buildings- Tbe crowd which had been aasaulted,
having no other resource, and having no one against
them bat sneaking cowards, who dare not show
themselves, of course could do nothing bat repaythem in their own coin, with stones. The windows
on the whole line of tbe street were partially broken,
and at one point in particular. Where the majorityof the muskets were flred, a stand was made, and
tbe entire front of the building, as far as regardswindows, sashes and doors, was demolished. About
thia time, the Mayor, arriving on the ground,
mounted a large stone, and commenced to read or

r8'while be waa apeaking a shot was fired from the
building, whioh started anew the troubled spiritswho were present, and the attack waa once more
commenced. Tbo Mayor then liapatched a mes¬
senger with a verbal mearage and order for the com¬
mander of the Lawrtnoe Light Infantry to " be
upon tbe ground with hit corps, armed and equippedin the shortest possible space of time;" wnichorder,
being verbal, the commander, like a good soldier as
he is, and one who knows his daty, replied, " that
tiefoie mustering his men he must have a written
order over the Mayor's signature;" then he woold
respond to it, and do his duty. This was reported
to the Mayor, when he -dlspatchcd the necessaryorders for them to repair to their armory, and to be
in waiting, and ready at a moment's notice. This
was .promptly done. We do not know whether the
Mayor sent this verbal order through ignorance, or
whether he waa so excited and in such a state of
Uepidotion, that be knew not what he did do. Cer¬
tain tt is that he did do it, and it is also certain thit
he waa much fluatrated and excited.

After tbe excitement and attack had become partially quelled, two penons who had been appointed
as special police, volunteered to enter tbo buildingfrom whence the shots were being fired. They had
barely entered when a musket waa discharged at
them, and they, being alone, were forced to retreat.
Wheic then waa the bravo City Marahal, that he
did not collect his posse and enter the building, and
aecuiethe originators of the aflair at oncer He
was there upon the ground, and knew of the cir¬
cumstance; and he also knew that if he gave the
order he could have bad fifty men, or five hundred,
to help him carry out that order. Why he did not
give it, he himself can answer best. We know that
there waa and is great feeling manifested at his
inactivity in thia aflair.
The riot, through the influence and entreaties of

some of our first citizens, and also on the part of
some of onr officers, began to subside, and the
crowd, finding that there was nothing to contend
with, except wooden buildings, began to disperse,and by one o'clock tbe ground was all clear and
everything quiet. The orders to the Infantry were
countermanded, and they were discharged for the
night, but were to hold themselves in readinesn if
they were wanted on the Sabbath.
We bave not heard of but one person who was

struck with a ball and that barely grazed his leg,
merely touchitg the skin. One watchman informs
us that he knows there were as many as thirty ahotsArea daring tbe onslaught. It I? somewhat mirasu-
lous that no one was killed or wounded. Some
twenty or more were injured with stones on both
tides, rat none, so far aa we have learned, have
been seriously iniured.
Thus baa pawed off one of (he most exciting

scenes that has ever been enacted in thia city, and
we hope we shall never be called opon to record
another of the like. It ia trne that it waa provoked
by Irishmen, and that it was a studied plan to in-rait
the American flag ;ind to get up a row with Ameri¬
cans. By thia wo do not mean to be understood
that all the Irishmen of thia city were connected
with it, for we hive heard many of them condemn
the motives which first led to the flag's being raised
in the manner it was, and also the manner in which
they attacked the citizens; nor do we metn to be
ni>4eratood by anything which we bsva here writ¬
ten, as being in favor of or of counselling a riot, or
ofgetting np anj unnecessary excitement.
On the contrary, our best efforts will always be

dhectcd to preserve the peace and dignity of the
c ty; but we do say, that if Americans cannot walk
the streets, either in proccssion or oat, without
telng assaulted with atones and firearms in the
bands of foreigners, it is high tim« that some salc-
taiy measure** were taken to bring about a different
»t*te of thing*. If nothing else will do It, several
exampksof the " hiuher law" might be satiafacto-
rllv applied. Wc will close by stating that up to
tb hkti ing everything i«. quiet. Yesterday (Sun¬
day) one handred and fifty extra police were ap¬
pointed, and a good part of the afternoon they were
drilling, and marching and countermarching, in
tbe City Hall. At dark they came out into the
street, under the command of Gen. H. K. OUrer, and
marched in divisions. It was well enough to ap-
Sat these men, and to take ail necessary pierau-

d* to prevent a recurrence of the scenes of the
previous evening, but it Is a matter of doubt In some
mit da whether a body of men marching out ia that
manner would naturally tend to allay or to increase
exefe* meat.
