Th% city council hare de ided, in their
wisdom, "that the cHzeni buve oo authority to rote
money for each a purpose, and the city charter (toe*
not authorize the city oocn il t > do so,'' conse¬
quently, tl« citiaen* most go without water.

TTiere is not a ladder, oor ho >k, nor Are ba ket
belonging to the city. ts>mc tew citizen*
hare nre bucket#, which were of e^ntisl service in
preventing the ex'i-nsioo of the fluM*. Several
