Loognlin." He is proved to bave b*en a clerk, but
waa not present at tbe sale. It is clear that under
tbe case of Champlia vs. Parish, 11, page 405,
there is nothing to bind the defendant, uuleas
II be tbe receipt. A subscription by tbe agent
to a paper, showing who is the principal,
Jb at least indispensable. And in Pinckaey
vs. Htgrrdorn (1 Doer's Rep-) in this Court, Buch a
document was in evidence. The entry in tbe Bales
book was subscribed by the auctioneer, and did suf¬
ficiently show who was the vender, as the Court ilo-
tennined. And in the late case of Peck vs. Murray
Justice Mitchell. of the Supreme Court, recognized
and enforced tbe rule in a very full and careful

2 pinion. Tbe question then turns upon tbe receipt
gned by the t'erk of tbe auctioneer. The ease of

Graham vs. Musaon, (5 Ring U. C. 603,) which is
cited, does not decide the question, nor that of
Hocks vs. Wetmore, (2 Wendell, 648.) The latter
depends upon the particular language of the statute,
*a to tbe power of an auctioneer on a sale of goods.
In Weld vs. Boulter A Barn A Adel, 443, especially
in tbe opinion of Taunton, Justice, there is much to
aostain the geteral proposition that the clerk of the
auctioneer may be deemed the agent of seller and
buyer ; but the action was against the latter, and
feere was in tbe case a sufficient recognition of the
stork's authority. Tbe clerk at tho sale took down
tbe name of the auctioneer, and called it off. See
