Soon the block bouuded by Warren and Washing-
ton stroets sod the Rallroad avenue, was levelled
with the ground. The flre then made a direct
course for the river, sweeping along Wayne streot
and acrosa Washington street, soon licking up this
block, in defiance of all opposition on the part of
the gallant and energetic firomen. Tho course for
the river was perfectly straight along Wayne street,
and the fire limited to the width of & block. The
flames, after getting started, mado a direct lino for
the river, sweeping cleanly all away betwoen two
stroets, between Wayne street and the first north
of it. Beyond Washington streot, continuing fte
courso, it eteppod across Green strect and here came
to the water’s edge, andthen tamed to tho south
across Wayno etrect, igniting with somo dwellings
bere, and carrylng away & littlo more thaa half of
this block, its destructive conrse was stopped; for
now it had approached near tho water, and snction
was obtalned for a8 many treama aa could efivotive-
1y fall upon ths flames.

The entire area of this fire, a8 sbove described,
covera three blocks and & half, and perhaps a little
more than this, hut not quite four blocks. It never
thelcss leaves four blocks a heap of burning ruins;
for all that romalns on the block last burned are only
& few outhouses of the mailrosd company. The
finmes swept cleanly everything in thelr course, not
sparing & slngle hailding or tonement.

TIR EXTENT OF THE LOES.

Tt waa impoesible in such & ghoral ruin to ob-
tain the names of all tho losors and tho sufforers;
peither were we able last night to obtain the
amonnta lost by the difforent [actory men, some of
which are very heavy, nor the amounts of the (nsur-
Ance upon the property consamed.

Some of tho heaviest losors aro the following:—

Cummings & James, car manufacturers—A largo
brick factory, with & beavy amount of stock, on-
tirely consumed.

Bteele’s largo machine shop—An oxtenslve es-
tablishment.

Hutton & Lacy, ship smithe—Bullding burned to
the ground.

Bosides these large factories and soms others, the
rest of the buildings were private rosidences, some
of wood and otbers of brick or stone.

At the head of thia artislo we have set down the
