NEWS FROM CUBA.

Arrival of the Philadelphia,
OUR RAVANA COBRRSPONDENCE,
Havaxa, August 14th, 1854,
Non-drrival of the Troops— Determina-
tion ¢f the Captain-General to Suppert

Queen Ivabella—Thunder Storma— Improve-

ments—-Bull-Baiting— Conirast  betiveen

the Administration of Concha and that of

Pezuela, &e.

Bince my letter by the Cahawba, which pass-
ed the Moro at half-past eight o’clock, morning
of the 12th, we have retarn of the Spanish
steamers Izabel II and Colon, from Porto Rico,
without iroops on hoard, showing so much
wasle of conl and (ime. Theie steamers were
enfering the upper bay of our harbor as the
Osbawba was eoming down, adding some ani-
mation to the pleturs in frout of the vice-regal
palace. The reason assigned for the non-ap-
pearance of the troops, being their prefereacs
for use of the transportation from Spaln, to
the poesibly infected boats of Havana, and that
they may be shortly expected on board of the
Boberano and Vills de Bihoa.

The movement of tiie waters by the last in-
telligence has not yet subsided, and the conrse
of policy of this Government not indicated,
aslthough various rumors bave shaped it in onr
community to suit the various interests of the
sub-silencio eligues, T hear it stated that the
private feelings of the Captiin General, and
bis judgment, would eonuse him to resi-t any
goeverument organization at Madeid that had
not the Queen Isabella ot the head, it he could
be* asgured of being =ustained by the troops
here. This he gould not ealeulate upoo, as the
present sywpothy is#with the revolutionary
pariy.

The crecles are anxious that he <hoali make
a demonsiration of this sort, and wonld be wil
ling their fute shonld abide the issu:, The
only opposition ameng the people would derive
from 1he Catalans, and in Flavaus they muke a
strong party; but with the army on the side of
the government, there would be no contest.
As far as we are concerned, we shall probahly
abide by the nationality, and remain Spaniards
uniil we find “the last sirong dollar and the
Tast eeldier” is “a used up man,” nnless some
othér protective natlonality should cave us
from the fate of Greytown, from which we
pray deliverance—like the Irishman, belog
afrgid of too much justice,

We bad eome brilliaut displays of the oon-
centrated electric fluid aloong shore in this vi-
einity, yesterduy evening and the previous, for
the ]Lurmnnﬁun of our atmosphere. Several
prominent objeets, towera, masts and trecs were
struck here, and, at Matangzos, the house of
