Thus we are yet hi
time for a good foundation for the small grain crops
for tbe next harvest.
We are sanguine in tbe anticipation of the general

netting in of a rainy season, and of such a general
change In the atmosphere, In all quarters, from tha
breaking up of the late "heated term," as will not
only result in the reclamation of vegetation, bat ia
tie rapid extinction of the chclera and the yellow
fever. We may rely, at all events, upon the wiedoa
of Providence.
