I hare been waiting to redeem my promise

to write yon again previous to our election, in
the hope, hut I can scarcely say the expecta¬
tion, that fumething like order might come out
of the chaos tbat politics here present; but all
in vain, the oonfnsion tbat has comc of tbe at¬
tempts at fusion getting worso with each suc¬

ceeding day. Th- re never was any thing like
tbe "mixed up mess" Ibtt the aveune now pre¬
sents. It is a regular m6He, aud shows that
in politics, as in religion, when mon once broak
loose from tbeir old ties, tbey drive oa, reck¬
less of where they are likely to fetch up. It
wonld only he to cumber your uselully-ooca-
pied columns to endeavor to analyse all the
various el incuts that go to make up tbe great
whole of our political battle Add; therefore,
instead of going into a minute acc >nnt of the
numerous candidates whose names crowd the
columns of party papers, 1 shall beg to
state what are the dominant ideus that
here exist, and which are made apparent
through all the anarchy that prevails. Men
act as much under tbe governance of fixed
ideas, when engaged in what may be called " a

row," as when proceeding in the most methodi¬
cal manner in the world. Confusion has its
laws, as well as order.
Tbe first thing tbat strikes the observer here

is tbe separation that is going steadily on in the
whig party, and from which (he democrats
shou d take comfort, as affording them the first
glimpse of c jueolation. It Is tbe "rift ot blue'
tbat occasionally is teen through the stom
clcuds that now lie between them and the
baven ot success. This separation once effect
ed.and tbere must be an end t<» ad attempts

;to form a united anti-demooratic party in Maine
.and the democracy, though lor tbe time

| largely r«d need from what ti»«*y were, will be
abe to resume power in the State. The points
oi division are radicalis'n aud conservatism
Tbe radical whigs are for coalescing with the
Morrill democrats, and with all the rest of the
vsriims parties that are opposed to the national

' office-holding faction. Their views are very
clearly set forth in a letter written by ex-
Go* ernor Kent to the editor of tbe Kennebeck
Journal, and published in tbat paper of Sept.
1. Taking hostility to tbe Nebraska bill as
the basis of bis policy, Mr. Kent proceeds to
support tbe '* fusion," or coalition, doctrine to
tbe fullest possible extent He says, that un¬
der all tbe circumstances, past and present, he
was in lavor of uniting all tbe ami-administra¬
tion pcrties in support of M** Morrill for Go¬
vernor. He speaks with utter contempt of
what be calls " this half and halt sort of u don,
which urg<« concert in one breath, and on oue
point, and denou- ces as apostates and traitors
thot-e wbo would consistently carry out the
idea tally." Taking for granted that it is right
to form any coalition, Governor Kent's po¬
sition is unassailable; but tbere are whigs.
and especia ly those who are not likely, as they
think, to make so much out ot tbe coalition as
they believe themselves entitled to.wbo are

to<ive)y engaged in doing all that tbey can to
promote such a course of action as must tbrow
the State into the bauds ot the Parris demo-
cratR They found their appeals on that con-
fei vative element wbicb permeates the whig
party, making it so conservative, and ena¬
bling it to bold itself together in the face
of k> many and so bitter defeats.
Such appeals, by whomsoever made, are
?try pur« to be responded to by the steady-
going a hign, men who have no otner object in
Tit w f-an the good of their country, as they
understand it. This Inflexibility of the wbigs
on a point of so much consequent, has in this
iutUiice been outdone by their hostility to
slaver? in many quarters; hut tb«-re are still
eiioo^b of their number left to do homage to
the p rtj 'e fundamenUl idea, to cause thelead-
iny «x alition wbigs much alarm.not. perhaps,
for what may happeu Uiis year from their vry
iucouv vijient reverence for principle, as for the
luture, w tie ii this conservative letven may have
oi*r»te<1 on tbe gri at ma** of the party. Now
it is with refer* noe to the fu'.ure, as I explained
in n.y (apt, that our whig leader* are acing, as
much as for tLc present, though tboy arc far
fiom des| ising tbe present, with its Governor,
members of Con gr» s-, Si ate Sejtttors, Ac , &c.

By to-day's mail I have received letters from
Utah and New Mexico, and also one from In¬
dependence, Missouri, summiog up the news

which has arrived here from both places.
Mr. Booth, the conductor ol the mall from

Santa Fe, states that nothing of au oxcitiug
churacttr bad occurred in New Mexico recent¬
ly. The crops were unusually flue. There is
an abundant yield of corn, wheat, grapes and
vegetables. The party encountered no hostili¬
ty from the Indians on the route. The com¬
mand of Col. Fauntleroy took fr -m the border
what is called the Baton route via Bent's Fort,
and berce were not met by Mr. Booth. The
train of Mr. Major, a trader, was met eight
milt 8 beyond Council Grand. They heard of
several other trains, but did no', meet them. All
were getting along very well. Heavy raius
bad fallen touth of the Arkansas river; noi th
of it there b»d been ho little that tbe grass was
much parched. A baud ol Cam inches was en¬
countered, who behaved themselves remarkably
well. Buffaloes were plenty.
The party from Utah consisted of three Mor¬

mon missionaries, Messrs. llunt, Snow and
SDcncer; the first destined for England, the se¬cond for St Louis, and the third for Cinciu..a-
il and several other perso is. They left
Salt Lake City on the-40th of Jn'T- There
wus then peaoe between the Saint* and
all the bands of tbe Utah ludians. Go¬
vernor Young had succeeded In concluding""tie. .Kb them .11. The chief, .re
believed to be sincere, but there are
a ft w wild bands ovir whom tbey have little
control, who are thought to be >e\. somewha
dangerous. The season has be. n the finest ever
experienced for all kinds of crops and they
are all superabundant. The_ greatest lull of
rain and hail ever known occuned on the 7ti

°^ThiB party es!'m 'to the number ofcatUc
driven from the western border to California
during tbe present seat-on at one hundred and
titty thousand.
