Abandonment of tub Cuba. Negotiation -by

mt Government.-.We see from th" columa^
of a small paper published at Washington l.j
Formy and tbe Kitchen Cabin t that tbe ad¬
ministration have abandoned the r otion of pur¬
chasing Cub*. The admission Is introduced in

a paragraph referring to ourselves, in which
the writer observes that "any one wh^ believes
this particular roarback," meaning our state¬
ment that Soull was vigorously prosecuting his
negotiation for the purchase of Cuba, under the
directions of the government, " must have a

very well developed bump of credulity in¬
deed.'' We have long suspected that such
would be tbe case; but we confess we did not
expect so plump a confession of the imbecility
of the Pierce Cabinet, from a quarter, too,
»hence it has usudly received nothing but
laudations and compliments. Possibly the
kitchen editor bas been put on short commons
of late, and revenges himself by letting out the
secrets which were entrusted to him by Forney
and the other rulers of the American people.
Or perhaps Marcy,lindiug that he will be oblig-
( d at last to tell the truth, has commistloaed
tbe kitchen editor to break the ice in the harm¬
less shape of an attack on the IIkuald. What¬
ever tbe sour ce of the trouble be, we hope that no
one will henceforth labor under any misappre¬
hension as to tbe position of tbe government on
the Cuba question. So far as they are co»-
cerned, we bave the aft-uraace of their faithful
lick spittle that tbey have washed their hands
of tbe whole business. If anything it done
hereafter, the gl« ry will be Mr. So ale's, not
theirs. The fact must be remembered: for,
fhouid Soull . fleet a pu-chtKc of tbe island, we
may be sure that Marcy will setup a claim for
it share of the crcdit arising out of the acquisi¬
tion, aud that the organ of the Kitchen Cabi¬
net will make a great outcry about the fore
sight, vigilance t nergy, tact, skill, paLriotisui
aud so forth displayed by hh masters.
