Speech of the Hon. Dantel 4. Dickinson on
Nebraska and the Slavery uestlon,

We lay before our readers this morning the
speech of Hon. Daniel 8. Dickinson, delivered
the ot:erday at Delbi, on the parties and party
politics of New York, and embraciog hiz views
of the glavery qaestion in connection with the
repeal of the Missouri compromise.

Mr. Dickinson being the champion and leader
of the hard shell or national division of the de-
mocracy of this State, this speech may be con.
sidered as & pronunciamento, deflning not only
his position, but the position of his partizans,
both in regard to tue Nebraska qu:stion and the
adwinistration. The hards wil doubtless re-
gard it as the authoritative interpretation of
their Syracuse platfosm. The two promisent
features of this address are—

1. The ground occupled by the orator in re-
gard to the relations subsisting between the
harde on the one side, and the administration
and the softs on the other.

2. The views of Mr. Dickinson on the repeal
of the Missouri restriction, and its bearings up-
on the slavery question.

Concerning the first proposition, Mr. Dick-
ingon declares, in 80 many words, that
against the adminietration and the ad-
minisiration faction of this Siate, he i3
enlisted for the war, and is wot to
be driven off nor bought of.” This is declisive;
for, occupying the position which he does, as
the leader of the hards, we must regard him as
speaking deliberately and by authority. Itis
useless, therefore, any longer to specalate up-
on the chunces of a reconciliation between the
hirds and softs, upon some compromise or

other—
Come diplomatic hall way houss of rest—

for 1he edict of Mr. Dickingon gives no quarter
tothe enemy. The Emperor Nicholas is not
wore intractable. The position of 1the hards as
now defined, therefore, is, that in the reorgani-
zation of the democratic party of the Union
the administration must be repudiated and
nbandoned, and that short of this radical step
there can be no reunion in New York.

Mr. Dickinson indulges his hearers with
several amusing anecdotes, illustrative of the
tevolving platform of the soft rhells, and the
running away of Governor Seymour irom the
Syracuse nomination. This was before the
Governor had resolved to take np the glove
againet Mr. Coalition Clark on the temperance
question; or olherwise we might have been en-
lightened from Delhi as to the exact views of
our conservative cx Senator and the hards
wencrally upon the constitutionality and expe-
divney of the Malne lguor law. We presame,
however, that Mr. Dickinson and his party are
sntlsfied with the temperate opinfoas of Judge
Eronson, striking, ns be docs, o middle coarse
between free lignor and o despotie act of tota)
probibition.

Upon the Nebraska bill Mr. Dickinson is ex-
plicit aud consistent, He thinks, however, that
the repenl was sprung too suddenly upon the
couniry; and that as the Missouri compromise
bad been so long neqaiesced in by both sections
und all parties in the Union as a settlement of
the dirpute Involved in it, there should have
been, in gome way, an appeal to the peoaple,
prior to the act of repeal. The orator, how-
ever, forgets, that what with searlet letters and
the froe will aesociations of the sdministration
in the cabinet and in the distribution of the
wpolle, there was no time to be lost in o beld
punge fo gafn bask the lost eonfidence of the

the caus - of vee soil. On the con rary, he con-
tends that the bre.king down of the Missouri
barrier opens 1he country South to free labor,
and to the addition ultimately of . nother free
State or two to the Union. The direct position
of Mr. D.ck neon in  his business i: non-iater-
vention, which ke holds to be ex, edient because
it is just, avd conatitutional, and right. He,
ther: fore, subscribe to the repeal, and abides
by the law, claiming for himself the merit of
this poeiiion, as taken in the United States
Seuate, a year in advance of the famous Nichol-
son letter of Gen. Cass.

In conclusion, taking these views of Mr.
Dickinson at Delhi as the suthorized interpre-
tation of the h .rd ehell platform, the hards sus-
tuin the Nebraska bill, because it promulgates
the docirine of non-intervention and pepular
sovercignty, repeals an unconstitutional prohi-
bition, and operates in favor of free labor and
freeroil. They are, notwithstanding, * enlisted
for the war” against the administration, and
are neither to be driven off nor to be bought
ofl” The administration must stand its hand
in the election, or back out. No help for it.
That question is now settled. :

M. BeLuoxt AND His Frvanciar ScHEMES,—
An outery is being set up in certain quarters
against the private speculations which, aceord-
ing to all mccounts, are engrossing the time of
our envoy to the Hague., BSeveral of our jour-
nals are quite shocked at Mr. Belmont leaving
his duties to undertake the negotiation of aloan
for the Czar : and gravely request the adminis-
tration to supersedehim. What folly is thia!
Mr. Belmont, a Jew broker of Wall street, is
chosen to represent the United States abroad :

ANNEXATION OF SAMANA.—Rumor has it that
Mr. aud Mre.

We should like to see some
mote authentie evidence of the fuet before we
attuch implicit credence to it; as, after all, why
should the Dominicans be in such a desperate
buiry to purt with their best seaport? Nations
are not in the habit of paying each other thess
little attentions; and we have not to our
knowledge auy particular claims on the regard
of the Dominicavs. It eeems more likely that
Mr. and Mre. Cazencau have followed in the
steps of Louis Philippe, and have obtained
from the Dominicans the same privileges as
were granted to that monarch.

ComuenciaL Prosrecrs,—The imporis fer
Scptember we are told have fallen a million
and a half short of those of the corresponding
month of last year. This is good news for the
dry goods men and the commercial commanity
generally. On the other band, notwithstanding
the receipt of two millions last week from
California, the basks showed a falling off last
Monday of nearly a million of dollars. This
drain of specie is a grave and ominous fact.
We have already by this first week in October
shipped to England as much speeie as the entire
export of last year: and there is no sign of the
shipments falling off. If the curtailment of
our importations does not continue on «a large
ecale, the banks will soon find themselves in o
tight place. But the imports will fall off.
