The crop of cotton promises
to ben full average one. It has commenced arriving
nently amonth eariier than last year, and is sald to
be of £0¢ qnality. Bome sbipments of new c¢otton
are already on the wav to Liverpool, and before N
vember sets in, at the present low rates of freights,
the exports muat beoome so large a8 to tell againa:
the rates of exchange. With the decline of
sterling bil's sbipments of specie will cease. Tue
bavks resanin strong, and the gold receivad from
Californiaremains among us. Sierling exchange is
o'ready easier, and clesed on Wednesday at 9] to
, and dull at that, while last weck as high as

19 was obtained. Two or three of the last steamers
nave corried out less specie than was predicted.
About §3001000 instead of $600,000, as first reported,
went from Boston on the 27th, and $1,102,000 from
this port on the J0th ult., instead of §1,300,000 as
predicted, and less than one million yesterdary
which was the sum confidently predicted. No o=
siderable parcel is likely to be again shipped from
this sido until she sailng of the Coilice steamer on
the 1ith Octeber. In the meauiime we shall poo-
hably again raceive over two millions of zold from
Californiz.

Final Disruptioz of the Old Whig Party.

Daniel Webster yronownced upon tke party
whose etrongest bLolwark he had been, the
oraculer senfence thot after November, 1852, it
would bave ceased to exist, With hie pr i
phetic glance, he had fareseen events wrappea
in the womb of thai year's costest, and kidden
to the jpublic eye. The kour of delivery has
come, The nomisations for State officers which
have beea made by the whig parly within the
laet few weeks are completing the work of de-
struction foretold by the Massachusetts states-
man, Far and wide, the adoption of Clark,
Raymond, Fitzhugh, and Bowse by the Whiz
Convention of New York, and the ercction of a
platform in sccordance with the well known
tendencics of these persons, have riven the old
whig party into shrede, and set every maa's
band nguinst Lis feliow. Total disruption ean-
not fail to folluw in the course of a fow weoks.

The whigs of the South, as in duaty bound:
bave fraukly and plaiuly cut themselves adrift
from their furmer allies at the North, “ We
not only,” says the Richmond Whig, * dis-
annul ail present connection with such whigs
as the Syracuse Convention represents, but we
will co-operate without reference to party, with
any and all good men and frue who are re-
#olved to stand by the Union, and maintain fts
legitimate and constitutional action in its pro-
per sphere.”  “ We can hold no fellowship
with such n set of men,” says the Danville
Register (whig); *it matterz not with us
what may be their political appellation, we
repudiate all party offliation with them.”

“claims no fellowship with the New York
whigs.”” The Piedmont Wig and others copy
the remarks of the Richmond Whig and adopt
them ns their own. Throughout the South, so
far as it has been heard from, the action of the
late convention is regarded as having severed
the last link which united the Northern and
Southern whigs, and deprived the party name
of any practical importance or signification,

Nor are these symploms of dis<olution con-
fined to the South, whose material intercats
might be said to have forced upon her the inde-
pendent position she has assumed. A strong
cry has arigen from the conservative whigs ot
the North, whose moral principle is shocked at
the attempt to pervert thelr party faith. The
Courier and Fngwirer is dissatisiied with the
elatform and the ticket.

need to find some vther pame, and some other
party flag to iake the place of the whivs, and
divide the pation with the demoerats. In groat
national contests there is no place for sectional
combatants, Constitutional governments ean
only be woirked useinlly by rival pariics; but
each ava all of these must agree on certain
fundamental principles, or the contest between
them censes to be constitutional, and hecomes
u struggle between order and revolution. The
wor between th: whigs and democrats of the
United States has reached that point. To gain
their own ambitions ends, William H. Seward
aud his friend= have broken up the whig party,
driven their part of it beyond the pale of con.
“tutic nal opposition aud forced it into an at-
fitude of open revolation. Between them and
the desnocrats there can now be no legitimate
warfare. They are not ruch antagonists as it
is fit to meet in the open field. They have for-
leited every claim to be dealt with on equal
teims. In ceasing to be whigs, they have
censed to command any right to the privileges
of o legitimate political party. We must deal
with them as we would with a faction which
should claim to subver! our republican consti-
tution and replage it by a monarchy. It must
not Le forgoiten that the first' blow must be
struck av the coming elections in New York.

The New Naval Expedition to San Jusn.

Itis now perfeetly well understood that the
razee Independence and the steamer Princeton
have been ordered to San Juan de Nicaragua,
and that they will soon depart for that desti-
nation. There are but two rational objects
which this expedition can have in view, viz.:
to mirange for ihe settlement of the various
English, French, Nicaraguan, and American
claims arising out of the destruction of San
Juan, or a political purpose, to terminate Bri-
tish pretensions, snd effiot a restitution of the
port to Nicaragua-—its rightful sovereign.

The force under ordira is nnnecessarily large
for any peaceful purpese, such asthe compu-
tation of damages. whieh it i obvions conld ho
better effected by avoiding any display of
strength, Furtbermore, we are not justified
in helieving, from anything this administration
has doue, that it has suflicient foresight and
disepetion to make a virtue of what must ulti-
mately become a necessity, by indemnifying the
innocext sufferers from the great naval achieve-
ment @¢ San Juan. The truly manly course to
be pursued in repairing a wrong committed
under & misnpprebension of facts or through tie
mistaken zeel of o subordinate, is unquestion-
ably to pay «ll real damages in the ease volun-
tarily and without any attempt to evade re-
gpongibility. Buch a course would comport with
the national houer and dignity, and whatever
chorge it might bring upon the treasary would
be received with eaiisfsction by a great aud
generous people.  Bat, as we have eaid, such o
couree is bardly to be expected from this for-
cible-fechle administration.

On the other hand, we doubt if this expedi-
tion can have a politieal purpose. If the ad-
ministration ever indulged any design of eradi-
cating the frandulent protectorate which Great
Britain aseumnes to exercise om the Mosqnito
shore, ro far us it affects the sole point of any
geographical or political importance, It has
lost the only favorable opportunity. If, after
hi= wonderful feat of arms at San Juan—in
which that protcctorate was defied and put
down for the moment—Cap'ain Hollins had
been instructed to remain in occupation of the
port, or to have put the legitimate owner in
poesession, “ihe nine points” which, in the law,
are regarded as of so much importance, woald
bave been on our side. The English govern-
ment would have been obliged to submit to the
course of events, or take the onus and respon-
eibility of an act of war on the United States,
by attempting to expel our force, which it is
not at all )ikely, under the circumstances of her
position, ehe would have thought of dofng. But
before the nshes of San Jusn were cold, Capt
Hollins railed away, leaving the inhabitants
without shelter or food, to die of exposure and
famine. Nothing could be more favorable to
the English. They were enabled to consecrate
pretensicns which few, even in San Juan, were
dieposed to admit, by acts of lumanity and
kindness, They fed and shellered the people,
restored the government of the place, and, with-
out opposition from any guarter, re-asserted, in
the most formal manner, pretensions well nigh
abandoned. They are actually in occupation
of the port, eupported by a force larger than
that which is on the eve of sailing from our
shores. Every advantage, therefore, is now in
their favor. We must acquicsce in the existing

overt acts upon ourselves; and this the admi-
nistration will not dare to authorise its officers
todo, Itis mot so ignorant as not to know
that no rupture with England on a guestion of
thie kind, wounld meel with acqniescense, much
less support, in the nation. Politically, there:
lore, or g0 far as thir expedition may be sup-
pored to have a political object, it will prove
iruitlecs,

What then, it may be asked, is the design of
#0 large o display of naval force in a place so
infignificant as Bap Juan? We can only an-
ewer thad, provably, like most other acts of

£an Juan may tickle the popnlar car, and help to |
maguify him and bis sdminisiration Lefore the |
world. Bua, with the present British foroe in |
San Juan, th's may prove a rather dungerous
experiment, and he may eome ont o the affuir
wiih, if possible, ¥u eredit than he went io. |
We shall have, no doubt, & modern example of |
the martia wisdom of that celebwate] King of
France * with twenty thonsand men” who per-
formed the extraordioary feat of * marching up |
a hill and down again!”
