IF, therefore, as
the trial proceeded, the elewen protesting
jurors maw tint their minds were leanieg to-
wards »n sequit o', the most natural thing in
the werld for them to do was o wust Wright
from among them in order that their veroist
sheuld not be teinted with suspicion. How-
ever this be, the application was made, and
after 1 uch discussion, nnd a very proper re-
luctance on the part of the Court, Mr. Wrighs
was withdrawn by conseot of the prosccuting
officer and the prisoner. The tricl then pro-
cteded betore eleven jurors, and Mr. O’Conor
at onge hegan his closiog speech.

Exgositions of law are beyond the province
of newspapers. It belongs to us, however, to
review the proccedings of ceurts of justice,
aud where they do not seem to us conformable
to the rules of common sense and equity, to
cxpresa a candid opinion therson. Acting upon
tbis principle, we have watched the whole pro
ceedings in the ease of this jury with great re-
gret. How ceme Mr., George Wellman Wright
on the jury at ull? How did it happen that his
relatiouship to the prisoner, which was known
to £o mnny, was a secret from the prosecuting
offic r. whese business it was to find out “all
about” the ury? How came it that Mr. George
Wellman Wright held his fongue when empan-
nelled, and suppreased the material fact of nis
relationship? Again, the case having been
commenced wity this incompetent juror, in vir-
tue of what precedent was he withdrawn and
the case continued before ecleven others? We
bave rcad constantly tiat when plalmtiff wad
defendant after the commeneement of a triul
desired to settle thelr d flerences amicably, and
not proceed with the case, the mode employed
was the withdrawal of & juror by counsent—this
formality being regarded ss tantamount to
quashing all former proceedings. Wiil it have
this effuet in the Graham case? or can the con-
sent of parties supersede the law ¥

Suppose, in short, that Mr. Grabam is ac-
quitted: how many people wi'l believe that he
had & legal trial, and that the death of Loring
wos legally avenged? Suppose he is con-
demned. He hos in the first place a capitul
gro nd to go before the Couri of Appeals,
against his own consent: and again, the infoz-
mulity would cbviously weigh heavily in the
seale should the case be transmitted to the
Governor for ¢ pardon.

Altogether this is another jury trial with
which the public have gre«t reason to be dis-
satisfied. In many cases 1ecently, the ends of
just.ce bave been defeated by the bungling of
coupeel in empanneliing juries, and the perver-

gity or fraud of interested jurors. We trust
that the final issue of the Graham case will not
furnish the opponents of jury trials with ano.
ther argument.

Brorise Imuronasts 1N 1853—Insm Rewrr-
gaxces rroM THE Usitep Srates.—From the
report of the British Commissioners of Emigra-
tion, which Las just been published, several in-
teresting fucts may be gathered. The total
cmigration from the United Kiogdom during
the year 1853 was 320,937, nearly 40,000 loss
than that of the previous year. The bulk of
the decrcase was in the em’gration to Austra.
lin: the « mi, ration 1o this country having only
tallen off 11,376, Notwithetanding this redue-
thon the emigration of 1853 exceeds the average
of the seven previous years by eome 26,000
bends, The chiel decline has beer T the emi
gration from Ireland. In 1849 th: .. aber o
perscus who left Ireland for a Lappicr home
wae citimated at 218,842, It declined next
year to 213,649; rose again in 1851 to 2545573
fell off to 224,007 in 1852; and is stated not to
bave exceeded 109,892 in 1853, W8 muy take
it for granted that the decline still coarinues:
for, during the first quarter of the present year,
the tolal em’gration from the United Kingdom
1o this country fell short of that of the similar
peilod of lust year by nearly 6,000 souls.

The inference from these facte is irvesisti'le
that the déepopulation of Ireland has reacued
the polut where it is no longer a beuefit to the
praconiry.  Within the last ten year: upwards
of two milliens of Irishmen have exchanged
thelr ralive bome for an adopted country:
now, it seews, the former has recovered from
the efficts of over-jopulation, aad the inhabi-
tants feel less temtation to expatriste thewm-
selves. There s room and food for those who
remain ot home,

While the emiuration has been fulling off,
the remittances {rom this side of the water
beve been steadily locreasing every year, The
fulluwing are the amounts remitted through the
bonke—exclusive of sums sent by private chan-

The grestest inerease was witnessed in the
yoars 1550 and 1852, which followed periods of
great dlstress In Ireland, and seasors of marked
prooperity bere.

It s indecd & note fact that during the
pest year upwards of seven millions of dollars
were sont to poor people in Great Britain—
ebiefly in Ircland—by their relatives, who had
come out here as emigrants. Even this large
sum probabiy falls more than a million short of
the reality, as we have no record of the
smounts which were seut to Great Britain by
merchants, cuptains of ships, pasengers, and
other private chaunele.
