In the gaks of February, March, April, and July,
l«SH tfcc numbers exceeded tbove ot the same
mouth* in lKi'L and the m»th of May in each yt*r
produced the aame amount; but in all tiic other
months of 1*6;l <be r.ombere fell much ahortof thuse
in ths coneepooditig months of the previous year.
This may bo accounted for by the fact that the

From the date of my list letter up to Friday, the

lUb ult., nothing of importance bad ocuried here;
on the morning of that day, however, the li'st of a

succession of ahocbs of earthquakes t ok place,
which tare by tbeir severity and continuance
excited grrat alarm. As mentioned in a tormer
letter, a smart shock was felt here scon after the
detraction of San Salvador, but tbe effect produced
upon the pub'ic mind soon passed away. Now,
however, a feeling of anxiety and fear pervades the
u ind# of all. Since the ytar 1830, when considers-
b e c ama&e waa done this city, no regular moceaaioa
of e*:tl I'.iakcs has occurred, nor did the casual
ow# slat Lave inttiverud since that, cau*e a tithe
of t^c damage ecw dour, ortho dread of any im¬
pending calamity, such as now exists. Let me give
you particular*, with the result of some few cotes
made as they have occurred.
As above s'atsd, tie tint shock, slight, occurred

at!> A. M, uii Friday, the 14th ult. Ihe atmw.-

pbere was calm and cloudy and the therms-meter at
70 dfg?C(« Fahrenheit. Oa Saturday, the 15th.
ttreesnocLs took plaoe; one in the forenoon and
two ia tbe afternron; tbe weath-r much the asms,
and the thermometer ranging from 61 drgreei to 70
decrees Fahrenheit. On Sunday, the 16:h, there
a >e also dtrtc shocks; wtatber, Ac., same as bs-
fote. l> to tbia time tbe sbocksfelthad liecnsligh';
ocne excreding one second toaaccond aid a hair
:n duration; course from south to north, and with
out noise. On Monday morning, however, at oj
o'clock, a smart Bbcck of two seconds duration, ac

ccmpanied will) a hollow rumbling noise and a sub
sequent vibration of the earth took place, and was

the first to create a distrustful feeling upon the
mind. Until twelve minutes be ore two o'clock no
other succeeded, when two successive shocks (at an
interval of about two seconds between them,)
came of great violence, accompan'id with a loud
noise, aod dcing considerable damage to the public
and private buildings in tbe city. The old cracks
made by tbe eattl quakes cf 1830 were rc-opened
aril many new ones made. Two or tbree small
homes wire throwu down, aid an old woman, &

prisoeer in the jsil, was seilousiy injured. The
churches of San Francisco, Santa Teresa, the
cathedral, Ac., had larye cracks made in them,and
that of Sin Augustine was badly damuged. I do
not believe fif'y houses in the c»ty e*caped without
s -me slight damage, in a monrrit the streets were
filleu wuh i eople, tho cry of"I)u -. fntrte" reioundel
upon every sioe, and rr.aty hurried to the churches
ot kr lit in the streets to pray. My own sensations
I mnnct describe. Ihe house in which I live
creaked and cracked, as though about to tamble
down, aid the agitation of tbe earth was so great
that it produced upou me a feeling like sea sickness.
Tbe duration of these shocks was about four seconds
each, the cou'ie t? e earns as before, and the motion
of tbe unduiatory or horizontal kind. The weather
was unusually clear the thermcmeter at 73 degrees,
Fahrenheit, and the bayomiter had risen
during tie day several degrees. At three
o'clock P. M. another rather severe shock occur¬
red, aid tbr y continued occurring at intervals
thrcugbout the afternoon and *ghr, occasionally
accompanied with a vibrato y motion and a ram¬
bling noise. The entire number of shocks through
the day and night was tbhteen. Throughout tae
afternoon many perrons were moving out of the
cl'y for rafety, others were i rooting tent# and booths
in ths various plozas or in their yards, the troops
wcte n-us'MvJ and tents ere.ted for them; the an-
tWitits crde 11 lights to De placed in t ie windows
c l all the bouses, and, itidied, everything portraytd
lie nets! 'ea-.
At dayliebt on Tuesday moraiig, the 17th, a

Bariues# ap¬
peared to b* suspended.many cf the stores atd
place* of business acre closed, and every ono ras¬
ed out of their houses oa the slightest alarm, fear¬
ing tbiy might be cro9bed nadi r the fulling build
icps. At 8 P. M. two violent shocks of about four
i< i ords duration occurred, nearly as severe as those
two cf Monday, and occurring thr« at night, they
cieattd more terror and confusion than the former.
TLvse shocks were preceded by a sharp explosion,
and followed by vibrations, which continued at in¬
tervals for some minutes. Theee shocks too were
difTeient from all tbe precedieg ones, being of the
uplifting or pirpendicular kind, aa though tbe im¬
mediate csnte was beneath our feet. Boon after
immense masses cf clouds covered the entire hori¬
zon and the bghtning played on all sides with great
vividness. At ten minutes past eleven, a glare of
light was visible for some seconds on the southern
horizon, as though some volcano bad just bant into
life, and immediately after another explosion and a
slight shock occurred. Sleep was out of the ques¬tion.hundreds were in the streets praying, and all
feared the worst was jet to come. The number of
shocks during tbe day and night was eight.
From that day until yestercay, the 31st July, the

sbccka have continued, with more or less intensity,
and at times accompanied with vibratkma and noise.
Tne entire number of shocks up to this morning, (for
one has taken place since I commenced this letter,)
has been sever-try-three, and whether we are doomed
to witness the f!extraction of tbe city, like the un-
fortunate Salvadoreans, or whether it will please an
all mtrcifnl Gcd to spsre it and its thousands of
inhabitants, is a secret yet buried in the womb of
tbe future. We hope aru pray for the best.
Many conjectures are afloat as to the erases of

tbe present earthquakes. Some contend that they
are a continuation of those of San Salvador, ethers
that they come from the volcano of Pacaya, and
otbcis tbat they have their origin in the old vol¬
cano of Palenciu, distant abou. cigut leagues from the
city. To tbe latter opinion I in dine, from the fact
that many of the more icccnt shocks have be«n of
the uplf'ting kind, showing that the immediate
cause < ar not be far distant, but almost beneath us.
A singular pteuomon n in connection with the

caithquvkis occurred here in the American Da-
gnerrran Gollciy, of which I have teen an eye wit¬
ness; the munition of it moy be of importance to
scientific men. Since t;e commencement of the
shocks the mi rcuiy in tbe bath over which tho pic-
tan* are ptooucid wo;ks with the greatest irregu¬
larity. u ap; cu;s to have lost its strength,
at timts requiting four and five ruinates to produce
rtsults ever two iun< es of nnrcu-y, and then very
intnior ones,which wire ordinarily produce! in
th'ie minutes ovir sue fourth or an ounce. This
wm y-aiti ulaily tbe cu e on the day of the most
violent xho' ks. when the mercury appeared almost
p- wcrU-s, and produced scarcely any impression.
