Ttere 's some & arm in the Seward cimo—
i & m nifest pprehens’on among their
lendi rs of ap thy and oisaff ction in and of
exter sive desert’on- from thelr ranks. Upon
del be ately counting u, their own probable
strengty, and th s:rength of the several oppo-
sition tickets, the Seward drumuwers and trum-
peters are callingup their reserves to strength-
en their wings against the very possihle con-
tingency of beiag outfianked en ihe right or on
the left of the enemy.

The estimates of the elder Seward organ of
ihis ¢ity are eertainly aoything but dissour-
agiang to the men of national prineiples, of all
poerties, whe re.ard the defeat of Seward and
his Northern anti-slavery programme as the
paramonnt question before the peole. Upon
a basig of four bundred thousand as the popu-
lar vote of the State in a local election hike the
present, and npon the assnmption of the T'ri-
bune, that npon the old division of parties in
this State the vote for the whigs and Jdemocrats
would be about the same, we should have a
gross whig vote of 200,000, and a joint demo-
cratic vote of the same number. Ia the cat-

Thus the Seward aggregate is diminiched to
one hundred and twenty-five thonsand; and at
this point we have the furtber aimission that

tions are forgotten,” and that ‘‘the most ef
fective canvassers for Seymour uf present are
whig rowsellers”” Now, would it be =ur-
prising, considering the Immense wholesale
and retail interests at stake, if this lignor ques-
tion were to cost Clark the net loss of twenty
or twenty-five thousand whig votes thronghout
the State? He would be thus reduced toa
margin of one hundred thousand, leaving three
bupndred thousand of the assumed aggregate vote
of the Sta‘e tobe divided beween Bronson, Sey-
mour and Uilman.

Dravaric Avraonsan—Excuvsive Rioams
oF Owxersuie 18 Pravs.—Within the past two
or three years dramatists have begun to flou-
rich in America, and eundry comedies and
dramas, the work of American anthors, have
Leen produced. Some of these plays have heen
good emough to steal, and they have been
stolen, Actors and actresses have had plays
written for them to order, and their imitators
have found means {0 possess themselves of
copies. In some inetauces exclusive tran:la-
tions and alaptations of French pieces have
been made and =old to certain persons, when
their rivals have procured and acted euch
dremas without any ceremony. For instance,
the drama of * The Foundling of Paris” is
claimed by Mrs. A. F. Boker as her property—
the tranalation baving been made for her—but
the same piece iz played by Miss Dean,
under the title of * The Belle of the Fan-
bourg.”  Again, Mre, Farren claims the
sole right to play Mr. Weston’s Anglicisud
version of Victor Hugo's * Lucrezia Borgia,”
but it is played by several other persons, We
believe that no one has ever attempted to steal
* The Gladiator” and “ Metamors,” but that is
accounted for by the fuct that the public could
not be made to believe that any aclor, other
than Mr. Forrest, could play the principal
parts, We believe he is the only proprie-
tor of plays that has motsuffered from pirates.

The last case of this kind of piracy is th:
appropriaion of a plag ealled “Camille.” Oar
readers will remember that Miss J. M. Daven-
port played it for twelve nights at the Broad-
way theatre, commeneing on the 4th of Sep-
tember last. ‘“Camille’” is an adaptation of
“La Dame aux Camelios,” a drama in five
acts written by Dumas, (fifs,) and produced at
the Porte Saint Martin theatre, Paris, during
the season of 1852, Miss Daveaport saw it
played at that house, and being struck with its
power ns an acting piece, she resolved to pre-
sent it to the American public. She brought
a copy to London, engaged the services of a
well known author (Me. John H. Wilkins), and
working as collabrateurs, they succeeded in
expunping the immorality from the play and
gtill preserved its effect. The play has been
very successful in this country; and by the fol-
lowing manifesto from Miss Davenport it seems
that some other persons have found the temp
tation to take it too strong o be resisted:—

J. M. DAVENPOLT

The manager of the Buffalo theatre an-
nounces thut Miss Kimberly will play at
that toealre, commencing on the night of
Monday, October 16, and that daring her
engagement will be played “Camille, or the
Fate of & Coquette, from the French of Alex
Dumas, Jr,, and which has been played in
Paris over two hundred nights, and has re-
cently met with unprecedented success at the
Broadwsy theatre, New York,” &o., c.

This is probably Miss Davenpert’s piece—
her property, and if it is, it is as much acrime
to steal it as wonld be to take her watch or her
purse on the highway. We mention this parti-
cular casze because the circumstances are very
strong, and because it i= the last one. Wemight

direct the attention of the public to
the case ¢t two Ivish comedians, who
mutually charge each other with lar

ceny of this kind, end who disgraced them-
selves and their profession by coming to blows
in the streets of New York. We might also
say that such is the low state of atage
morality on this point that anthors and owners
of pieces are obliged to use the utmost
vigilance to prevent piracy, and that then
they do not sucgeed in preserving their
property from the grasp of profanme hands.
Manuscripta are bonght ontright from disho.est
prompters—stenographers are engaged to take
the epecches ns they fall from the lips of the
actors, and human iggenuity is exhausted to de-
vise means wherehy the producis of one man’s
brain, and another’s moncy, may be obtained
without their knowledge or consent.

We believe that there is no law for the pre-
tection of dramatic suthors in the United
States. The copyright law would not preveni
the acting of the pieceif it was printed, although
the title aloce might be copyrighted. They
do these things better across the wator. An
English author never loses hisright in his play,
Bulwer, for example, reccives a stipulated sum
for every night's performance of * Richelien's
and the *Lady of Lyons;” and as Mr. Forrest
refused to pay this sum, he could not appear in
either of the pieces above named, in the United
Kingdom,

'l'grre should be some such law here. At

present authors who have ability suficient to

write & good play can employ their talents to

much better advantage, and those actors who

do pay well for original plays are plundered of

them hefore they have reaped any retarn for

their ontlay. At present the only hope for

authors in this conutry is from Messrs, Burton

Two hundred and thirteen deaths in eight
veesels Is a fearful average of mortality, and it
Is probable that not one-half the story is told.
It will be remembered that the same disease
npp ared in the same class of vessels last year,
and that it appeared and disappesred under
viry singular circumstances. Several ships
left poit with crew and passengers all well,
and after completing part of the passage
the cholera mppeared, raged for a time,
and then disappeared s suddenly and
myrteriously a8 it came. In several
instances, it is said, where a reckoning
was kept, it seemed that two ships were at-
tacked by the epidemic in precisely the same
latitude and longitude, snd that they were
freed from their unwelcome vigiter, alzo, in near-
ly the eame place and at the game time, Bat
it i» aleo stated that two ships may be sailiog
side by side, and that o long as thereisa
clear current of air between them there is no
preat danger of infection. If these points
could be eettled, it would be of vast importance
to medical writers, who have been endeavoring
for years to construct a sound theory as o the
cautes of the cholern. It is held by many
aavans that the disease is cansed by an intense-
ly poisonous gas emitted under certain condi-
tions of heat and mo'sture from decaying
mineral and vegetable matter. This gas does
not diffuse readily, but is borne in currents
until it meets with conditions favorable to its
developement, These currents would cross
lokes, rivers and oceans with great rapidicy,
spd meeting with an Iimmigrant ship,
the latent poison would find the coaditions—
i. e., bad air, filth, scanty rations, and ill-cooked
fool—necessary to its developement. Then the
discase would remnin with the ship so long as
her course was in the air current. But as
nelther the course of a ship, nor that of a cur-
rent of air, can be calenlated npon with mathe-
matical precision, it would seem that we are
yet without a reacon for the coincidence of the
appearance of the cholera on board two
ships in the same ‘position, though at different
times.

The subject is an interesting one, and will
doubtless be closely examined by those savans
who make such matters their peeuliar study.
It would facilitate a definite conclusion if ship-
masters and othera would keep an exact reckon-
ing, and give us the precise date, the latitude
and longitude, when the cholera appears on
board their ships, together with such other par
ticulars as may be important. This will give
scientific men some accurate data to work upon,
and the results may be highly beneficial to
mankind.

IxcrEssE oF OriMeE~The newspapers are be-
coming mere criminal calendars. Day after
day we read of pseasult following assaulé; mur-
der succeeding murder, violence in the train of
violence. Take the HErarp of Wednesday for
inetance. The trial of Nicholas Beehan for the
murder of Mr. a.d Mre. Wickham, with all its
revolting disclosures, was succeeded by that of
Henry King for the murder of Timothy Red-
ding; in both cases the weapon used being an
axe. Then came the sentence of Jerome B.
King for the manslaughter of Peter G. Post.
As though to show that bad men were as quick
in providing business for the courts as the
Judges in deepatching it, three shooting cases
then followed; in two of svhich a man, in the
third n woman was deliberately shot. In the
way of crime or offences, the same column no-
tices that & man had that day been kunocked
down and balf killed by & Frenchman armed
with a club, in Centre street; and an emigrant
stabbed by a rowdy in Water street: the vil-
lains escaping in both cases. An attempt to
burn up a whole family completed the day’s
catalogue of crime.

Wouldjany one, reading this list, imagine
that these murders?and assaults were the work
of a single day in a city like New York, which
boasts a police foree of nearly 1000 men? Does
it not rather seem like the account of a weck’s
work in some wild island of the South Seas?

To keep in order six or seven hundred thou-
sond people—of all races and callings—seems
no doubt no casy tack. But deduct three-fourths
for respectable women and children; nine-tenths
of the balance for men who have everything to
lose by the distorbance of the peace; and a
fair proportion of the remainder for quiet or-
derly men, who, though not directly interested
in the preservation of tranquility, are averse on
principle to the commission of erime, and we
doubt whether the total number of those who
require watching is more than twice as large as
that of the police.
