Oince, too, from this frequent escape it has
become so audacious that murder or msnflaughter
are crimes almost of daily occurrence. It is notJiloua
.and we can name the character*.that men who have
been indicted fcr high ciimes and misdemeanors, and
escaped enly by influence* they created in primary elec¬
tion.!, hsve this year named the judiciary of the city, or
b**u over And over again on th* roost important nomi
rstir g committees. Decency alone forbids onr naming
characters and places that influence and carry, or act,
in these primary elections, which would shock the com-
raurltv by their very mention. 8uffiee it to say, that in
the main, the primary elections, in several wards, in
both parties, aie mow the offsprings of the gamViog
bouses and bawdy house* of tbe city.

THEIR CONSEQUENCES.
Now, fellow citixens. if these primary elections died

off in the filthy and seething stews where they are bred,
they would not be worthy of this brief expoanre we
have made of them; but they have been the means of
elesting here, for two cr threa yars back many or the
men who make onr laws, aiminister juatica for us.many
of our aldermen and couneilmen, and other important

It is about enough to know mat they
have named a man, to refrain voting for him. It cer¬
tainly is fair prima fade proof of collasion of the candi¬
dates wi'h such men that they have been named by
them.and It becomes the business of each can¬
didates to be purged of their origin, before they call upon
us for onr votes. It is a fsir inference that they are
pledged to the influences of thslr birth pUoes aa candi¬
dates.and It is our duty to reject them until they pub¬
licly disown th>'e Influences that started them into
life.

Now, fe'.low Citizens, having bat briefly, very brieflythough, opened to you a view of the sources of our city

corruptions and crimes, we beg you, we implore you to
join ns, and to come to the lescue of tie city.

prrpirtv. They wiU subdue you if you do not rise and
.ubdue them. Already they put up your great munici¬
pal officer* to th# hlglieet bida-'r.not in pnmic market
oveTt, at Bull's He*', ©t th# 'Change, where sneb like
business should be done, if done at *11, but in the veryloweat portarhr.ueea, gambling house* and bawdy housesof the city! Already they obtrude themselves Into yourjudicial conventional Already, ag official men, on official
committee* fbn these primary elections, they show
themselves before your candidates, offlc'ally to announa*
that they are the person* who selected and made them!
FffrenteTy euch aa tbla, if not put down now, mnet grow
more audacious hereafter. They who can thus go on in
succeisfui city robbery will end In public brigandage anon,when onr only remedy will be arm* and revolution.

If wa have volunteer#!, fellow citizens, aa some eay,t* atrike this alarm bell. It la not 1*«* jour doty to vo¬
lunteer than ours. We have always welcomed you, and
shall alwavs welcome with delight, all good men among
a*. It la no plca'ant doty to be striking aod striking thealarm bell in the midst! of the plunderers of our oitytreasury.hut whan theie is danger, somebody mnet
