pan and cocked a little chocolate. Abdut seven
o'clock we all started agsia. The riverisa great
deal wider to-day and ths mountaine lower, and we
get aloog betier, having fewer aud less formidable
rapide 1o EM;. Etopped for the night, landing in &
swsmp. Made n fire, exam'ued pistols, provisioas,
clothivg, &o., and found them wet and spoiling,
27th.—Left early to day, and after floatiug sbout
.a league, came to where tae river was aboat baif a
mile wide. Just before reac it, the river was
very narrow, and we pitched intoa perfec: cauldron
of & whirlpool. Round aud round we circled, and
finally came out on the right hand side of the river,
loping rothing from my raft; but No.4 ranupon a
tree, and turned bottom upwards. The men jumped
on No. 2, which was near at the time. Attempsed
to land in a small cove, bat miseing it we came into
the bushes and trecs, and ome prujecting far out
into tlie woter, the balsas cams in contact with it,
lmgtng Mr. Feiglestock overboard. He, however,
caucht on a limb, but we were swept away, leav-
ing him bebind, up to his neck in the carrent, and

unable to awim, toiled hard. aud after flosting
ghout half 8 mile % hold of ths bushes and
lsnded. We sent two Indinus back % look for Mr.

F'., but after au hour one of them returned and stased
that it was impossibie to get him of. Andsrsm
snd Don Ba ico then went to his sssistance, tikin
with them ropes and an axe.

81st.— At inet we are at the ppint of our dsstina-

We arrived at the mouth of the river this morninz,
entered it, and holdiog on hy the bishes, toiled
alowly up the stream, when we left the barders of
Pern avd erossed over into Ecuader. The Rio
Borja at its mouth is a beautiful stream, nob so
muddy as the Maranon, qniet, and abou' a quarter
of a mile wide. After lauding, & pacty went on an
expluting expedition, and soon found the remains
of the ola town—some posta driven into the ground,
and a large number of pots asatiered abou: ; bat
trees haa grown n{ amongst the ruins, and thers
were no eigns of homan Jife.

ed it, attributing it entirely to the atmosphere. I
have never been in a State where I found as fine air
as this here.

Bus I started out to tell you something of the Min
nescta river country; from the fact of travelling
most of the time ia & canoe, I cannot give you more
than a bird's eye description. The Minnssota or St,
Peter'a river has all along, (n" least by t:ose living
in St. Paul and vicinity,) bsen considered the beat
portion of the ten itory for farming purposes. The
Cannon river, however, is gnining ground daily,
and the Mionesota must yield ths palm to her.
The Miunescta, however, hae a fina conatry on her
bapks, runniog far back into the interior. Bhe
hends in the western partion of the Territory, band-
ing within forty or filty miles of the north liae of
Jowa, having & northeastern direction, and empties
into the Misisaiopi river six mites abova here, at
Fort Soelliog.- If a person wants to see the coantry
he thould either walk over i3 or ride on Lorse;
u;aln he can be prepared to giva a correct account
of it.

In company with four others, I left St. Pinl on
the 6th nst., on foot, and srrived at Fort Ridgely,
after several etoppioge, with one companion, on the
14tb. We found the number of soldiers to bs abont
one Wundrad and ify, nearly ali on extra duty for
bullding the fort. The fort, which is to be, is
benutirally sitoated, three huadred miles by water
from St. Panl, on a high point of land run-
ving off a short distance to the river on
ore side, and skirted on the other b
deep ravine.

Parodi Don Pedro Medelia, ssys onr author, and
twenty others, were all barbaros (barbarlans.)

$26,000 upon an entertuloment given in honor
of his god child, ot Baltillo, whilst others thoaght
nothing of losing two aud three d dollars
on & cock fight.

In two months
they extinc'ed from these mines two hundred and
seventy thousand dollars. In December, 1526, they
were found living in 8 hovel, close to their source of
wealth, barebeaded aud  ba a-llsgaed. with
upwn&s of forly tlounsand pounds aterl!
(iwo bundred thousand doliars,) locked up ja thel
tut.
