The sea wo* rotker rough, though there wto little
wind. 'lb* eurf wo* no heavy along the ihore that the
boat* were swamped four or tire tinea, and the men who
hod once reached shore hod little disposition to go out
agsia.
When night approached It wo* of court* impossible to

proceed with carrying the passenger* to tho snore. The
general impression wo* that the steamer would go to
piece* during the night. The boot rolled very much.
The upper cabin did not till with water for about on hour
after the vessel struck, and it la* said that fiend* imme¬
diately began to pillage the property of which ttiure »»i
no owner immediately present The filling of the cabin
before dark prevented tho aontlnnance of pillage.
As night approached, the stern settled down aad the

bow rose, so that the deck stood at an angle of abuut
twenty degree*. The forward steerage was thus eleva¬
ted above the water, and as night came on it became the
eoene of horrible pillage. There was a large number of
ateerage passengers on the Blade, many of whom had
money and valuable* in carpet bag*, stowed away in

their berth*.
There were iwenty or twenty-fire wretohe* on board,

who were determined to t**e advantage of tlis confusion
and commit a ge..Vral robbery. No sooner was the fa¬
voring mantle of darkness spread over the sky, than they
hurried down into the steerage, ami began to examine
the clothe* in the berths, sud to cut open the carpet
begs. tVlmt was done down there no honest man knows;
or at least we have boon able to find none. About aaven
o'clock the cry of murder was heard in the steerage, and
shout the tame time two pistol shots wer* heard. Who
was the murderer, and who tho murdered, no one knew.
A number of persons started to go down into the steer¬
age, but the steps were taken away by thoee below, and
threaD were made that no man should come down there
alive. The condition of affairs on the boat was such that
there was not much disposition to undertake to deiend
the right* of strangers. There were about 800 people on
the steep deck of tuc b" at, sitting down, standing up,
an t a few laying down, shivering in the cold, and waiting
almost in despair of seeing the morning. No one slept
or thought of sleeping. Many, who had never been
known before to pray, spent the uight in prayer, but in
M ich wild and inooheieat t« rms, that others, even church
mem) ers, were moved to laugh, serious a* the occasion
vns During the night some further scenes of violence
Occurred. A number of persons "were assaulted. Ono

Croon was knocked down and compelled, with a pistol
his breast, to give np his money. Another was

robbed, and an attempt was mado to throw him over¬
board. A number more of similar cases occurred.
When daylight came persons went down Into the steer-

ngr. and saw Rome marks of blood; but if a murder had
ho. n commit tod the bodv had been cast into the hold, or
otherwise disposed of. The tloor of the steerage wu i
covered with articles of clothing, carpet bags cut to
pieces, and rich China shawls, which the miners were

taking as presents to friends at home. In the morning
the boats began again to take off persons from the
wreck. The third mate and the purser were the only
officers who staid on board. The passenger* speak in
high terms of the third mate. He expressed hit deter¬
mination to be the last man to leave the wreck; and he
waa constantly busy In encouraging the desponding, and
endeavoring to preserve order and system. Captain
Randall came off to the steamer in the morning, in a
boat in which he staved until it got back to shore. He
assured those on the' wreck that there waa no danger.
they would all get off safe.
By a fortunate accident the Golutli came along within

night of tho wreck about t> o'clock in the morning. Capt.
Haley took a large load of the passengers on board, and
landed them at San Diego.

In the meantime a number of the men on sho^e had
Htartcd for Santa Barbcra, which was about fifty miles
to the northward. The tioliuh on her return stopped
there and found forty-five the re, and then prooeeded to
the'wreck, where she'found on the shore the remainder,
all of whom she brought to this city. It may be that a
few were missed w ho were on the way from the landing
place to Santa Barbara, and had not arrived when tho
lioliali touched there. All the rest are in this city or in
IjO« Angeles. When the Culiah returned, the wreck was

scarcely visible above water, and it is very likely that
by this time nothing is left, and that the specie is a total
loss.

Iii regard to the number of lives lost, there is much
difference of opinion among th passengers. Some think
thirty were lost, and some estimate it as htgli as aixty.

"ost, inIn one boat load swamped twelve were lost, in another
five, in another three, &c. One tu in who had two carpet
bagR fastened to his neck. ie a each side, was so anx¬
ious to get to shore, that h. umped from the steamer,
idtendiog to swim to n, -mail l> it which was near, re¬
ceiving passengers, but his carptit bags were too much
for him. He sunk like a stone.

Besides, it is said that three pennon* jumped over-
hoard trom the Goliali, on the way to fan Diego. The
report ia that two of these were robbers, who heard that
they were recognised, and that there was a disposition
on the part of some of the passengers to bring them to
justice. Other passengers express a bchef that the rob¬
bers hid themselves, und managed to have the report
spread, so that they could escspe.
A couple of men constructed a raft, and started by the

aid of a current towards the shore. Thoy had stools
011 ttieir raft, and hoisted a small llag, out of merriment.
Their fun disappeared when they discovered that, after
going some distance, the current changed, and began to
carry them out t o .-ea. '1 hey were rescued by a boat.
The place of landing opposite the wreck was a barren

point, and the nearest house was ten miles distant. A
correspondent of the Evening'! A'«u>* give* the following
description of it:.

T?noeption. Tlic course of Teasels
trom iSan Luis Uhispo to Point Arguello is nearly south;
t<> pass around this point and Point Conception and keep
inside of the Santa Barbara Islands, when it is calm and
pleasant for steamers, those bound to Panama must
change their course off those points from nearly south
to about east; but as these headlands are generally en¬
veloped in fog and high winds prevail, they hav* become
unpleasantly notorious. The Edith, in 1849, attempted
to weather them in a fog. changed her course too soon
and ran ashore near Point Arguello. The ocean steam¬
ers liar* touched on the ri>ck* here two or three times;
and the Winfleld Scott, after weathering these points, a
dense fog prevailing, ran on a rock in the Santa Barbara
channel.

There is an irregular variation of the Mariner's Com¬
pass, which is said ta prevail in this channol.probably
due to thermal or volcanic action. This unusual varia¬
tion of tlic compass was evidently the cause of the lota
Of the 8cott.

Point Conception has a lighthouse, but no light in it.
An officer ha* been for the last two years in France to get
lanterns for the lighthou es on this coast, it is to be
hoped that when they arrive one will bo put on Point
Arguello, and besides a good fog bell or whistle.
Purser Youglit make* the following official report of

the disaster .
OFFICIAL RETORT.

enuwsHir CoUAH. at Hea. Oct. 8, 1864.
I would respectfully submit the following report of

our sad disaster, hoping you may be able to And some,

thing worth transmitting through your columns to the
public .
The independent steamship Yankee Blade, Henry

Randall, Esq., commander, sailed from .San Francisco
September 30, at 4 o'clock P. M., with 800 passengers,
and 8153,000 in specie.pa-ted the Heads at 8 o'clook,
and at 9 o'clock the same evening saw a steamer on the
Mtarboard beam, supposed to be the Uncle Sam, or John
L Stephens.
October 1st, at 3>£ o'clock P. M., being encompassed

In a dense fog, steeling S. F.. by S. course, and supposing
ourselves at leant ten miles from shore, we struck a reel'
of rocks off Point Arguello, about fifteen miles above
Point Conoepeion, upon which the ship ran upwards of
eixty feet, while her stern swung in nine fathoms of wa¬

ter, which In less than twenty-five minutes sunk below
the promenade deck; but so firmly wss the forward part
embedded in the rocks that up to the time we left the
ebip. (about 4 P. M. on the 2d Inst.,) she had not re¬
ceded an inch.
As soon as we discovered our danger, the offloer of tho

deck launched and manned the boats, and proceeded at
wire to get the ladles and other passengers on shore,
find here it is but justice to observe, that great appro¬
bation UfdiieCapt Henry Randall for ills promptness in
going on shore to find a proper place to land hi* passen-

Grs, in taking charge of one of the boat* himself, and
aching it successfully when that of the first officer

was stranded.for the anxious manner in which he
urged the hands on shore to return to the wreck with
the boats, when they displayed every desire to desert
him.and for sending his ion. Henry Kandali, jr., to
Supply his place on the wreck. In which capacity he
(Henry) acquitted himself in a manner far beyond his
years, inspiring all hearts with hope, and preserving as
mt.rh order as could be preserved under such exciting
circi.mstanoes.

While the boats were being lowered, the chief steward
and storekeeper wont below, with a gang of men, and
broke out large quantities of provisions, which were sent
on the upward forward deck. The Purser prepared to
nave the ship's papers and the valuable* left in his pos.
.resion lielonging to passengers, which have all been
cutely delivered to their owners; but on going below,
about ten minutes after the ship struck, he found the
apecie covered with five feet of water, and so rapidly was
nhe filling that the \tater roe# in the stern at the rate of
nix inehe* per minute; consequently no one dared descend
to the vault, which he locked, and returned to the deck
to save what he could of the express matter, Ac., which
lie succeeded in getting forward, and in company with
some stout hearts watched by it all night, while
desperadoes were rummaging and pillaging the ship; and
it was reported, although not supposed to be true, that
a man had been murdered cm the lower forward deck.

Before dark the promenade deck and bonsea aft the
abaft had all washed away, and others were torn down
ie form rafts la readiness for immediate departure, in
case of a sadden crash, for we knew not how soon a gale
.night strike the -hip, and scatter her timbers ia pieoe-
gaenl on the waves.

Night coming on, and the fog. which had for a short
Man disappeared, again set in. the boats were stopped
running, not being able to Had the shore, and the tor-
tots of oar sitnetion began to stare ns in the face.for
amid the howling# of the wind, the roariq* of the waves,
as then broke npua the deck, and the hoiane orders of

.Mom equalled, mo in tb* annals of the BavaUMan
Hrt. Jone Hwell, who had exerted bemlf by g®ln* Intn
the water alongside of the boat*. and carrying ttie ladieo
aehore, aaw the almost lifeless bodies of two ladieo, aod
Mid to a young man. "you take one and I'll take eae-

ther," and .he picked up one of the ladies aad placed
her on her shoulder, and carried her up an almost per¬
pendicular bluff tb a apot where they bad formed a camp
and built fires, and afterward*, together with many
other ladiea, *t ripped off all her under clothea, aad gare
them to the exhausted men.

During the night a number of the bodiee waohod
ashore, among other*, a female with a child cla»ped in
her arma, the wife of Mr. Brenan, who, a* an extraordi¬
nary inotance of deroted lore, went on .hore with spade
in hand, dug up hi* wile ami child, kissed them, prayed
over then, and then re-buried them.

At daybreak the boat* were again set in motion, when
Mr. Hewitt came on board; and although much bruised,
hi* stout heart nerer forsaking him, recommenced the
dibcharge of hi* duties with aatoniahing energy.
At eight o'clock. A. M., our heart* were made glad by

the appearance of a steamer on our larboard quarter,
which proved to be the Goliah, Samuel Haloy, Maq.,
commander, who, as if by a Wind dispensation of Provi¬
dence, appeared sent to our relief, for haul we depended
upon our own boats a large number would have been
lost, as we could not havo got them ashore that day,
and that night the wreck went to piece*, so that nothing
w a* to l>e seen in the morning but a shell of the stern,
which had eeparuted and turned bottom up.
To Capt. Haley we feel it a particular duty to extend

our thanks for liis promptness in sending boats to our
rescue, and receiving six hundred of our number on
board his steamer, in which we were taken to San Diego,
whither she was bound, where f>35 were loft until a
steamer could be sent to bear them on their homeward
course.

Before leaving the wreck, we Mnt on shore all the pro¬
visions to be found, awning and poles for tents, bed-
clothing, Ac , for the use or those that had remained,
whom it was found necessary to leave, as the Goliah was
too heavily freighted to receive them. But it is to be
regretted that the actual sufferers never received the
provisions sent them, for a party composed of the ship's
firemen, insensible to humanity, and holding the advan¬
tage, by having in their possession a large quantity of
fin-arms and ammunition, took for themselves almost
everything that went ashore, and money was seen in
their possession which they could not have obtained
honestly.
The Goliah, after making her frip to San Diego, re¬

turned to a cove about six miles from the scone of the
wreck, when she received the balance of the passengers
and crew, and started at o'clock, P. M., on the 7th
inst., for Monterey and San Francisco.

In adition to others, we are particularly indebted to
Captains W. H. Burt and Mathews, and to Purser John
H. Flcmming, of the Goliah, fot their indefatigable ex¬
ertions to get the passengers from the wreck and beach
into the Goliah.

It is supposed that about thirty lives are lost, whose
names, with tho exception of a few, could not be ascer¬
tained. The following is a list of persons known to be
drowned:.

SCENES OF HORROR ON BOARD AND ON

SHORE.
[From the Sen Francisco Herald, Oct. 11.]

Everything relating to the terrible disaster to the
Yankee Blade ie looked for with intereat just now. la
addition to the very full particular* published by us

resterday, we give the following letters from various
correspondents, bearing upon the subject, and sueh fur¬
ther incidents as we have heeu enabled to gather from
some of the passenger* .

In compliaaoe with my promise, I auhmit the following

statement aa a true account of the disastrous wreck iff
the Yankee Blade at Point Aguelle, on the let inat. All
well know the time of our atarting from port; they know
the immense group that eOvered the deck of the Ill-fated
but splendid steamer. We wended our way out on the
briny deep.scarcely a ripple rolled upon ber bosom.
every heart seemra to bent high and toll with hope until
the awful moment of our calamity. On Sunday. October
1. at It o'clock, we were distant one hundred and eighty-
three miles from San Francisco, twenty hour* out from
port. Until this time we seemed to have been sailing
very nearly aoutheaet, but at thta point the vessel seem*
to have been directed to east southeast, and run not far
from thi* course until 26 minutes of 3 o'clock, when the
steamer (truck a rock, throwing ber considerably out of
water. The fog at this time was quite dense, though an
object of considerable aire could be seen for twenty or

thirty rode. After the vessel struck the rock all the pas¬
sengers were ordered aft.which order being obeyed, the
greatest olioits were made to back her off, but without
avaO. Full a half to three quarter* of an liour expired
before any boat was launched, if my memory serve* me

correctly. The captain took the first boat and cruised
around, in order do find land and a landing place. 1
think the first mate took the second boat, which was

known aa the white boat; in this boat were twenty-one
person*, one of them a female, who were all saved. Af¬
ter leaving tlicaste*raer some distance, the first mate
changed boats with the second mate, because the latter
refused to attempt to land at a certain place. In at¬
tempting to reach the shore. the boat now in charge of
the first mate capaired, and all but three (some say four)
were drowned; the saved were, the first mate, Mr. Moore,
and Mrs. Logston.this lady lost four children. The
first mate bras quite severely bruised, and so benumbed
that he was insensible until brought before a fire. Mr.
Moore was also badly hurt and benumbed; he also lost a
fine little boy. The surf carried Mrs. Ixigston to the
bench, from whence she crawled up among the rocks.
SotnO of the passengers state that even if .they had

escaj-ed the reef on which tha Yankee Blade struck, they
must, from the course they were pursuing, have run

upon a still more formidable reef of rocks that ran aut
from n point just below them.

It was given out that there were hut eight hundred
and twelve passengers on board, besides a crew of one
hundred and twenty-two men, making nine hundred and
thirty-four souls in all. Wo are assured that the real
number was far greater. The steward is reported to
have stated on board, that there were thirteen hundred
and fifty two in all. The agent supposes there were at
least fifty "stow-a-ways" ou the ship.and some of our
informants think there' were more than one hundred.
There was nothing to prevent any number from "stow-
Ingawftr," as no steps were taken to discover them.
Certain it is, there were not near enough berths for all
on board, and new ones were being put up at the very
time the ship struck. It is supposed that these "stow-
a-ways" were the moat aetive among the pirates. Even
amidst the horrors of the wreck, the spirit of avarice
exhibited itself. We are informed that the steward ac¬

tually sold life-preservers 'to seme of the passengers.
One gentleman paid forty dollars for one.
The miscreants ou board attempted to get possession

of all the boats, and it was only when the passenger*,
reduced to de-.iteration, drew their revolvers and threat¬
ened death to all who interfered, that they were ablfc to
get the women and children into the first hosts. The
desperadoes did get into their hands one of the boats,
and allowed no one to get into it, without first surren¬

dering to them all their valuables. If anything could
Increase the abhorrence the acts of these men created,
it would be the recital of such conduct st such a time.
They seemed devoid of the very attributes of humanity,
and*acted more like ravening tVolves than men. Be¬
tween three and four hundred persons were left on shore
from Monday morning, tho time of the (.ioliuh's depar¬
ture, till Saturday, when she returned. During that
time the desperadoes, including many of the firemen

id a camp by themselves. They seised near-and crew, had
ly all the provisions and clothing landed for the use
of the passengers, and all the baggagf, and while they
were feasting and revelling, the rest, even the poor wo¬
men and children, were suffering, and obliged to pick up
muscles to eke out a subsistence. One passenger in¬
forms us that they actually drew revolvers upon him
because he atti mpted to remove some of his own pro¬
perty. They sold clothing and blankets of which they
had taken possession, to those of the sufferers whocould
afford to pay the most extortionate rates. Some eight
or ten cattle swam ou shore from the wreck, and they
actually tried to monopolise them. They uttcniptod to
drive off a number of the passengers who had killed a
beef and were cutting off pieces to cook. The theme is

If theabsolutely sickening. If the rest of the passengers had
turned upon tk*-m aud cut them to pieces, they would
have done the State a service and rid the world of mon¬
sters. It Is surprising they did not pitch them overboard
cn their way up from tho wreck. The third mate. Mr.
Quinn, who remained in charge of the wreck, and the
chief engineer, Mr. Edwards, arc highly spoken of.
After the chief mste had recovered, ho went back to

the ship, and is said to have done his duty manfully.
Among other things, tlAs captain's bureau was brokeu
open and robbed of 21,200. Many were robbed of their
gold watches, and that of Mr. Starr was even jerked out
ot his pocket. Many of the thieves were afterwards
ie«n loaded down with plunder.some of them with
three ov four watches.and one was overheard boasting
of w hat he had made by the operation. Most of the pas¬
sengers lost all their clothes, and tho aggregate of their
losses of money and gold dust would probably reach
(300.000. foine are reported to have lost as high as two
hundred ounces. The treasure in the vault «unk in nine
fathoms water; it amounted to $153,000, shipped by
luge, Bacon & Co. It is said to bare been insured. The
stennitug Carolina baa gone down to the scene of the
wreck, with submarine armor and direr*, to attempt its
recovery. An experienced sea captain who was on
board. is of opinion that it cannot be recover¬
ed. Fretz k Ralston, agents of the Blade, are re¬
ported to hare shipped $60,000 in treasure by her. but
Adams k Co.'s agent says they, in fact, had none on
board. When the ship first struck she immediately
opened a seam a foot wide abaft the engine. The weight
Of the coal and the engine, all being aft. broke her back
as soon as the tidefelL The upper cabin remained free
of water about two hours; the promenade deck was net
covered until late in the night If the ship nad been
backed off after she struck, as was attempted, it ia pro¬
bable she would hare sunk in a few minutes, and all
hands have been lost. Three persons are reported to
hare committed suicide en the Goliab.two of them from
distress at their losses, and the third, one of the rob¬
bers, is said to have jumped orerboard to escape the
vengeance of the passengers. The passengers who hare
returned, have made applications to the agents to hare
their passage money refunded, or that they should be
conveyed to New York in some other ship. It is said that
both demands were refused.

ATTACK Off PETR0P0L0TWI.

Capture of Two Russian Vessels.Doubtful
Victory of the Allies.Death of the British
Admiral, Ac., &r.

[From the 8an I'ranci<co Times, Oct. 11]
By the arrival last night of the French frigates Forte

snd Furldice, and the French brig Oblfgado, we have stir¬
ring news from the first scene of conllict between the
allied powers and the Russians in the Pacific.
On the 1st and 4th of September, an attack was made

by the combined fleet upon the fortress of Petropolov-sii. The English vessels of war comprised the President,
the Pique and thtf Virago, and the French, the Forte,
Euridice and the Oblige do. Tho action waR a very se¬
vere one. the English vessels firing three thousand balls.
Two of the Russian batteries were destroyed and two
crippled. The loss on the side of the latter was verv

heavy, but is not ascertained. Of the English and French
force", sixty-four men fell during the assault. The Rus¬
sian frigate Aurora, of fnrty-four guns, and the Diana,
of twenty guns, were moored inside, and protected by
ssnd banks, behind which they operated as batteries be¬
yond the reach of the French and English.
One of the Engtish vessels sntfered severely in the

fight, having lost lier foremast, but the fleet is expected
to arrive in the course of a f«w days, and we suppose
will he recruited bv the addition of the Amphitrite and
Trincomalre, which, with the French corvette Artemese,
now cruising on our coast, the combined fleet of Ave
British nnd four French, will then probably proceed to
Prtropolovaki and complete the work.
When leaving the port and a short distance outside,

the Russian merchantman Sttka was captured by the
allied forces and sent to Vancouver A Russian supply
vessel was also taken and burnt Throughout the siege,
we learn that the Rimslans fought with great courage us
the result proves. Tho Information afforded in regard to
the details of the battle is however meagre and unsatis-
factory. It does not appear that the British and French
have come off with any »ery distinguished honor, but
they may fare better on-a second trial. The ^defences of
P> tropolovski undoubtedly render its capture quite a for¬
midable undertaking.
The Forte is a ship of 60 guna, the Euridice of 30 guns,

and Obligado of 30 guns. The fleet ia anchored off Worth
B< ach. The Russian ship Sitka was captured on the 8th

f .-'ep'.embor. She carried 10 guns, a crew of 36 men,
and had 25 passenger*. The crew and passengers were
tiken on board the Forfe and Euridice, and the ship was
taken charge of by the President, Pique, and Meaner
Virago, to l>e conveyed to Vancouver's Island. The Sitka
was loaded with provisions for the Russian settlements,
and lisd touched at Ayan, where she discharged part of
ber cargo, and was bound thence to Petropotovski,
when she fell In with the fleet and surrendered at dis¬
cretion, declining to engage in a conflict with tha odds
of seven to one. It is reported by the Euridice that one
American vessel was lying at Pet rope lovaki, (probably
the brig Noble.) Off the Sandwich Islands a Dutch
ship, 130 days from Hong Kong for San Francisco, was
spoken, short of water, and intending to put in at Hono-
luiu. Her name was not learned.
The death of the Knglish Admiral Price occurred on

the 31st August, and was not caused by a wround re*
reived in the siege, but as we gather the facts, from the
discharge of a pistol which be was picking up. There is
no reason to suppose that the act was premeditated, and
the conclusion is that this unfortunate occurrence vs
purely accidental. Capt. Frederick, of the Amphitrite,
succeeds In command of the fleet. A bearer of despatches
for England has arrived on the Forte, and will ismre on
the steamer of the middle of the month. The French
fleet have been twenty-six days from Petropotovski.
We regret that during the presence <jf so Urge a

French and British force In our harbor, there are none
of onr Urge vessels of war here of a large class, to recip-
rorate those national courtesies so appropriate to the
occasion. As tha United States steam frigate Susque-
henna and Mississippi are shortly expected from China
and Japan, we hope they may arrive before our European
friends take their departure

Che war hea been opened on the l'acifie, by aa at¬

tempt on the part of the allied fleet to captare the pert
of l etropoloaki, or, aa it ia sometimes designated on the
maps, the Poet of i-t. l'eter and bt. Pant. Petropoloaki
ia bituated on the eaatern coaat of Kamochatha, near
its southern extremity, ia latitude 63 north, aad longi¬
tude 15# eaat, from Greenwich. It ia a fortified town of
acme 2,600 inhabitants, and ia one of those advanced
posts which, for the iaat half century, it has been the
policy of Kuaaia to eatahliah on toe frontier of her
dominions, in time of peace for the convenience of ber
commerce, and in time of war aa point* d'apjmi.places
from which operations by aea might be supported.

It ia difficult to conceive what benefit the possession
of this place could be to the English or French, like
Cronetadt. Bebaatopol and the Aland Islands, it ia useful
only to the Russians. The most that sucocas could
achieve would be an advanced post driven in.
Russia seems to have adoj ted the aarne policy on every

point: Defence. Bo far this policy haa certainly been
successful, and the combined powers of England. Franca
and Tnrkey have made no impression on Russia. The
experience of this war aeems, ao far as it haa gone, to
establish the fact, that no naval force, unsupported by
demonstrations by land, can make successful hand
against a well fortified town. Borne such conviction aa
this may perhaps have influenced the English Admiral,
when rather than risk certain defeat he chose to put an
end to his life.
From the imperfect accounts we have received, it ia

quite evident that the allied fleets hare been wall beaten
.ao badly beaten that instead of looking up the Ruasian
fleet, which by their own account ia at anchor in the
mouth of the river Amoor.a place unprotected by any
fortifications whatever.they have come to Bau Francis¬
co to refit and recruit.

It may be somewhat difficult to believe, but the facta
justify ua in saying that, till this time, England and
France, in al their endeavors, have been beaten, baffled
and out-manoeuvred.

[From the Herald, of Oct 4.]
Last evening, the French vessels of war Eurydice,Forte and Obligado, under oommand of Admiral Febvrier

Despointes, arrived here from Petropoloaki, where an en¬
gagement took place between tne combined fleet,
ana .the Russiana. The combined fleet, consist¬
ing in all of six vessels, including one steamer, ar¬
rived off the harbor of Petropoloaki. on the 29th of
August and attempted to enter, though the season was
far advanced, and the fogs and storms set in. They
could approach the outward points of the harbor, one of
which extended a great distance into the sea, they found
well fortified, having, it is supposed, about one hundred
and twenty guns mounted. A little higher up, and on
the main land, they found another battery; these two
they demolished and put the people to flight. Pressing
on still some four hundred yards further up, they dis¬
cerned another fortification upeu the side, or on the top
of an abrupt hill, behind which the Aurora and Diana,
two Russian frigates, were safely moored and dismantle!.
The passage way here was so narrow, and the weather
so unfavorable, that a further attempt to reach Petro-

Soloski w ith the ships of the fleet was not deemed .expe-
ient.
A few of the men were disembarked, and a landing

eflected upou the outer point, with a view to reach the
town, but the shrub or chapparel Offered the utmost re¬
sistance. T he squadron was not prepared with the
proper facilities for a land attack, and the whole thing
was abandoned.
The number of gans mounted was estimated at about

one hundred. The population, numbering about 2,000,
were all well armed. In addition to this force the
Aurora and Dwina were ready and well protected under
the fortification, but could not be reached by the guns
of the fleet.
The orders for the attack were issued on the 20th of

August, the day on which the fli-et arrived, and opera¬
tions were to commence the next day, the 30th. The
death of Admiral Price, which occurred on the morning
of that day, caused a little delay, and hostilities did not
commence till evening. The tiring continued tiil the
evoning of the 2d of September, during which it is sup¬
posed that about one hundred Russians were killed, and
about 60 French and English, among whom were three
French officers ef the Eurydice.
The fleet captured three Russian merchant vessels-

one the ship Sitka, of 700 tons, aud a schooner loaded
with stores, which was destroyed, after her cargo and
crew were taken. From these vessels about one hun¬
dred men were taken prisoners, from whom the impor¬
tant fact was learned that the whole of the Russian
fleet, with the exception of the Dwina and Aurora, were
in the sea of Ocholsk, at the mouth of the river Araoor.
This river was in the Chinese possessions, but has re¬

cently been taken ]>osKession of by the Russians, who
liaTe erected a palace and made a naval -rendezvous at
its mouth. '

The river traverses a great portion of the Chinese pos¬
sessions, and the Russians are thus enabled to receive
plentiful supplies from the interior. ,

On the morning of the attack, the English Admiral.
Price, committed suicide by shooting himself with a

pistol, on board the flag ship President. No good reason
has been given for the act. Among the Tsrious causes,
the most plausible appears to be that he killed himself
while under a slight aberration of tnind.
The F rench admiral, who succeeded to the command,

opened the fire, and conducted the whole affair on tin*
part of the combined fleet. The firing was kept up hotly
ou both sides. The combined fleet consisted of six ves¬
sels-.three English and three French.the frigates F'orte
and President, the corvettes Eurydice and Pique, the brig
Obligado, and an English steamer.
Tne object of the fleet is said to have been not to take

l'eti6polo-ki, but to ascertain where the..Russian fleet
was. If this is so, they have certainly succeeded, and
have learned the important fact that tho Russian fleet is
all in harbor, and that therefore there is no immediate
danger tcr Finglish vessels in the Pacific. The combined
fleet had no troops to disembark, and the season being ao
far advnnced, tiiey concluded to come here for the pre¬
sent. The English vessels are at Vancouver's Island,
and will be here in a few days. The Aurora and Dwina,
which were lying in the harbor, were disarmed. The
Russiau prisoners are on board the F'rench vessels in the
harbor.
The Diana, which has been thA terror of the English

and French merchants here, if not at Amoor. is still at
large. Phe is, however, in all probability, witli the fleet
at the new Russian depot.

STIFENDGOIB FINANCIAL FitAI D.

The Great Forgeries ofHenry Melggs.AnotherSchuyler Affair ..Nearly Two Bullions of
Dollars Inrolred.

[From the Fan Francisco Chronicle, Oct 16.]
On Friday afternoon a rumor circulated among basi-

nee* men that Henry Meiggs. an old resident and well
known business man of our city, bad failed, with liahili-
itiei to 4be amount of about $800,000, and on Saturday
morning several of the morning papers announced the
failure. During Saturday forenoon it became generally
known that Mr. Meiggs, with his family and his brothos,
John G. Meiggs (elected city comptroller at the Septem¬
ber election], were not to be found; and about noon it
was found that they had sailed on Wednesday night. Tiut
of the harbor, in the bark American, which had been
cleared at the custom house for "ports in the Pacific."
This announcement caused a suspiciou among parties

who had loaned large sums of money to Meiggs, on de¬
posits of comptroller's warrants, as securities, that the
warrants were not genuine. Dr. Crowell had received
warrants to the amount of $10,000 from Meiggs, as se¬

curity for a loan of $6,000, and discovered by an examin¬
ation of the comptroller's books that the warrants wore

forged. Adams k Co. discovered that warrants for $40,
000. which they had received, were forged. Wm. Neely
Thompson k Co. discovered that a forged promissory
note, purporting to be drawn by their house in favor of
Meiggs, had been negotiated by him. _

Messrs. Adams k Co. published an advertisement in
the Eiming Journal of Saturday, warning all per ions

against purchasing Comptroller's warrants until it was
ascertained that the suspicion that ,Mr. Meiggs had
forged large amounts of warrants was correct. The
Kitning JVcim of the same day contained a notice from
Wm. Ncely Thomnscm. that the note above referred to
was a forgery. These notices created a great excitement
iu the city. The first forged warrant was presented at
the Comptroller's office at two P. M on Saturday, and
at half-past four, when the office closed, $260,000 had
been brought iu. Crowds of persons were collected in
the streets, speaking of the failure au4 forgeries; and
the broker* and bankers were busy in examining their
Cemptrollais warrants, to see jrhetber they were genu¬
ine or not. During the afternoon and evening It was
discovered that the forgeries of Comptroller's warrants
amounted to about $1,000,000; stork of the California
Lumber Company, of which H. Meiggs was president,
had been foige-1 to tho amount ot $UOO,000, and his
debts, incurred in regular bu.-inos transactions, amount
to about $*n0.0oo. It i« said that county scrip has been
forged by Meiggs, but the amount is not known.
Tre manner In which the forger managed lo raise

money, with the least risk to himself, was to borrow
money, pledging double the amount of warrants as secu¬
rity. lu seme cases he pledged oven a larger proportion
11 warrant*. Tito over issue of lumber stock was issued
in a similar manner, although, from its depreciated
value, not more than about twenty cents on the dollar
Fa* raised upon it. Many of these hypothecations
wire made as long as three monthi since, and care
was taken to give tbera to the heavy bauking houses, or
o persons who were not likely to take the warrants out
info the market. It appears that a counterfeit plate or

] Lutes had been engraved for the purpose of striking off
the blanks. The boldest portion of hi* forgeries was the
forgery of the notes in the name of Win. Neely Thompson*
A Co. ."amounting, it is sai 1, to $40,000. His course in
this instance was very different from that in regard to
the Comptroller's warrants, and was much more likely
to be detected. Meiggs confessed himself to be verv
much lu want of money, spoke as though he might fail
at any time, and made no repreeentationa to the con¬
trary to any person. Meiggs' house was sesrehed on
Saturday evening, and a number of forged warranto

"mewere discovered
The oity warrants are made upon blanks of both the

old and new issue, in sums of $600 and 91,000. Tho
signatures of Mayor Gvrison and Comptroller Harris
are so well counterfeited that those officers could not
dUMngnish tho false from the true warrants by the
signatures.
A great many report*, evidently false, are in circula¬

tion in regard to the forgery, and to many of these we
do not wish to give currency. Many name* are men¬
tioned of person* who hold large amounts of the forged
arrtp, ana rumor does not hesitate to foretell the failure
of varlovi-. houses which hold the scrip.
The effect of the failure and forgeries will be moat in¬

jurious upon the business of the city. Confidence among
the business men is weakened. Probably not leas than
twd hundred persona who were a week ago considered to
be sound for their engagements, are now broken, soi far
as they could be breAen by the loss of their capital,
which with some might be 91,000, and with others
$60,000. One business man remarked that it was worse
than the May fire
Tale It all in all, the forgery is one of the moat extensive

lotd and successful on record. It will long be a great
fact in the historv of San Francisco;, and after the body
of H»nry Meiggs shall have been worm-eaten, the
memory of his deed will remain a* another confirmation
of the proverb that honaaty is the best policy
Daring the week previous to his departure, he had

lieen very busy In raising ready money for his stocks,
and it in supposed that he carried off about 9400,900 in
rash It is said that a porter carried down to one of the

He was. the day of his departure, one of
the most popular men in the city, as a political and bu¬
siness man. He w&a the favorite candidate of many for
the mayorality, and stood a good chance to be elected to
the office. He was a member of the council during tho
years when all kinds of speculations were common
among politicians, when businoss was at its rankest

Jrowtli, and when the loose manner in which public st¬
airs were conducted allowed rogues in office to reap a

rich harvest; and yet public rumor did not until lately
connect his name witn any dishonest job, and in the
cases where charges were made.in regard to the North
Beach street contract, and with regard to the purchase
of a building for county purposes.nothing was proved,
and the public confidence in him was not destroyed.
