The oeontry has been plundered and degraded by
the same intriguers who have corrupted or silrn ed
the repiesentatives ef the people; aad an honest
Spaniard may naturally be willing to bear with t:ie
indiasretions of any Cortes wbicb is iadepeadeat of

a profligate conit and of ita satellites. The error
of the Ministry consists in their revolutionary
ooacenioD of a constituent assembly. Statesmen
and generals who bave undertaken to seize su¬

preme power far the benefit of the oountry. have
ao right to abdioate the reaponsibtlity of sub-
stitutujg a government for that whioh they
hare ovei thrown. Tbe question between a mo-
aarchy and a republic is o:e on whloh every
man claiming to be a pollti al leader ought to have
definitively made np bia mind.

UHO»diiJdi7 fa t U being realized in the moat s*rlous
aanotr, it baa bean ne^ctMary to thmk of fortifyin<
the town on the l»nd side, and that is what the
KtiMuas* have been doing for the last three months.
The Quarantine II »y on the west (the extreme lift

of the attack) ia defended bj the doable batter/ of
the pane name. Near that spot ia Port Alexander,
and by the Hide of that fort a battery called the
Ba terj of Sebaatopol, because it forma pant of tie
town itself. From thia battery ruoa a crenellated
wall 'or niupketry, about five tilths of an Englisn
mile in kagMl, which mm up the ate»p hill to the
top, where is a large round fort with '20 gans oa the
platfoim, and sun 'untied below by a battery, the

t ami'art of which la twenty feet high. The wall and
the bastion have a ditch in front, but there ia nei'her
covered way nor glacis in front of thia ditch. Tee
French, being charged with the attack on the left,
will piobatdv Lave to bombard the fort, after which
they will command the bay as well as the Quaran¬
tine Battery, and even the whole of the western side
of the town. But they will have other obstacles to
overcome before arriving there. Under the cannoa
of the roand fort is situated a large fortified barraok,
which has been lately flanked by several strong
wctks. From that barrack runs a wall entirely
mrroui.diDg '.he town, the port, ani the arsenal, to
bejona the careening basin towards the Tchernaya,
at the extremity of the roadstead, which gives a

development of from 3j to 5 English miles,
including the sinuosities. Thia wall is three
leet thick, is crenellated, and Las in front a dltn,
tie earth of which has been thrown in front to form

a glacis covering the masonwork in many plaoes.
Thia wall is not terraced.that is, doaa not forma
tampart above on which artillery can be placed.
But on the points wheie, in a regular fortification,
there would be bastions, tie Russians have raided
batteties, in the form or cavaliers, firing above the
wall. The disarming of their line of battle ships
baa furnished them with the means of providing all
their works with artillery of large calibre, and they
bive without doubt, plenty of men to serve them,
note or lessexpeit Thia imperfect sytitem of for¬
tification cannot have any valne, except by tha ten v-

city of the besieged, by their mat number, and by
tbe ability of the engineers. The centre of the line
is defended by the fort of Aklniar, raised on a high
point at the top of tbe town. At a little distance
from this foit commence three ravines, descending
to tbe roadstead. One, on the west, terminates by
the Quatantine Bay ; another, in the centre, cats the
town into two unequal parts; and the] third,
on the rast, descends right to the north to
fo;m the pott, which Is the prolongation
of that same ravine into the sea. It is prin¬
cipally at :he l.twer opening of this ravine, and on
the western side of the port, that are accumulated
tbe defences, for (even should the ships of the line
be burnt by the Russians,) it is still important for
them to i>rnvent all access to the port, particularly
that of the faubourg of KerbeUaia, on the Eastern
side. If tbe besiegers on the right, the Eagiish,
seize on th's faubourg, while the French have made
themselves masters of the round fort, the town
would find iteelf between two fires, and so over¬
whelmed with bombs, balls, and shells, that no gar¬
rison could remain there. Bat It is to be noted that
this garrison cannot be forced to capitulate, not be¬
ing blockaded, and that the Russians, when at the
etd of their efforts in the town, will always be at
liberty to cross the roadstead, and take refuge in the
foits on the northern side.
Among the works destined to defend tbe ravine of

ti e port, two great batteries in the form of towers
are mentioned. a recent construction, Baid to be
built cf stone and brick. From want of time to raise

a third tower at the bottom of the fort, tbe Russians
bave placed a line- of oattle ship to perform the duty
of a battery against the moutn of tbe ravin*. Be¬
sides, the works are still going on, night and day,
without interruption. One-half of the garrLion is oc¬
cupied with them, and all the able-bodied Inhabitants
are obliged to take part in them. Sebastopol is com¬
manded almost on every side by hills rising one over
the other to a great height, as already stated. But
the nearest hills bavs been a long time bask levelled
by works which lasted twelve years; and the earth
taken from the»i was removed to tbe side of the
Qnarantine or to certain hollows which might facil¬
itate the approaches. There is not, coast qaently,
any height now commanding the town within 500
or GOO j aids ot the place. But beyond tlut radius
t' e Russians occupied with strong reioubu several
e'evaUd positions. which have forced the besiegers
to opfn the trencbts at an unusual di-tince, 1,500
it> 1,800 metres from the place, it is mid. Although
ti ese pontior.a were only fortified by earthwork*,
vhere a sudden assault might be attempted, the al¬
lied eener&la have t.r«fo^r«v.i Hni-"sa' arid
u;»v«y willbe required at a later period for decisive
Mows. The redoubts of which we are sneaking
were to have been buttered in bre»ch ai'd t .ken, we
car not say at what date. The besieging amy will
then I t poshed forward cn that ground to make its
trtnehes against the place itself. However, outside
the wall round the town, it will be necessary to bat¬
ter down and destroy some works protecting it on
the waskeft points. In fine, all the«c wo-ka and
eocatractions, raif-cd in haste, cannot have the sta¬
bility and resistance of a real j ermar.eut fortifica-
tic n. Although the Russians arc provided with
large cannon, such pleccs are not sufficient wit-wit
pood ramparts. It is, besides, proved by the expe¬rience of all sieges that the fire of the besiegingparty has always an advantage over that of the very
strongest place, because the fire of the attack ft
always converger t, whereas that of the defence Is,
on tie contrary, divergent.

There is another fea¬
ture in tbe Pinsaian leply, however, which provokes
comment, and that is the Isbored attempt to present
tie Prussian c urta^d cabinet in the character of
cbampions of the inferests of German?. The
changes are rung in every paragraph upon the
phra*f s " German p"int of vie r," " nffiirs mterest-
ir g to Germany,'' " German interests." Now the
French and Eiglish nations arc most auxl >u« th-it
due wtlgbt should he given to the interests of Ger¬
many, and tbey believe tbat the interests of Gar
ma> >. are vitally afl«cted by '.he smuggle now in
pro^re-s; but Fraice and England io not believe
that e the i " i'rufsinn interests," or " Austrian in¬
terest*," in tLe sense in which these phrase a are
unci by the Caurts of Berlin and Vienna, are sy-

r otijmous with "German interest#," and apart froui
(Jetman interests, France and England are won-
drously indifferent to what are called Austrian and
Prussian inteic^ts.

It 'h nit without the deepest alaim thatt .a fields
of national independence and ftae Inatitutoaa
throughout Europe regard this complication of the
controversy provoked by Russia. They know that
Austiia aud Prussia cautaon of them bring upwards
of 500 000 soldier< into the field; and they do not
regard it aa a matter of lcdiiRreaoe into which aeale
either or both of then enormous forces are to be
tbiewn. Bat they look upoa Austria as a suspioious
and embarrasaiag -ally, pursuing with inveterate
selfishness and unscrupulous duplicity, seoret and
un atowed interests of ita own, and upon Prussia aa
all but an avowed partisan of Russia. On the other
hand thev believe tr at If the national wiahaa of Ger¬
many were consulted, the larger and more valuable
part of both these armies would be found oooperatlag
heartily with the armies of Turkey, Franceand Eng¬
land. The Ge:man people know that Russia has
been tbe great matntainer of the major and minor
despotisms under which they groan; and the Proa-
¦ian army, with the exception of comparatively a
few regiment* recruited in Posen, is composed of
Germans; write the troopaof Austria Proper, the
Tyrcl, and wem iy add Bohemia as long incorporated
into the German empire, are aa brave and skilfol
soldiers as any that march under the black and yel¬
low flag.
How oocaea it, tb«n, that Germany, which consti¬

tutes tbe main atieogth of Prussia and Austria, haa
no vcice in affairs which so vitally concern it ? Be¬
cause Germany is not, like France or England, an

organized nation; becau e Germany haa not, like
France or England, a national government. Ia
Germany the authority of government is nominall)
vested in the Diet at Frankfort. The Diet of Frank¬
fort is composed of three heterogenous elements.
Tbcie is, firtt, Anatria, which, quite as muoh as Hol¬
land or Denmark, is a fo.eign power having a seat
in the Diet, in virtue of its having hold upon cer¬
tain Ge i man territories. Of the thirty-seven mil¬
lions over which the House of Hapsburg reigns,
only soma seven millions are Germans. Autria,
which by a strange anomaly haa been constituted
tbe permanent President of the Diet, ia anon- Ger¬
man power, pursuing a non German policy. Next
comes Prussia, with an essentially German people,
and an eaaentially non-German government. Prussia
is, and has since the time that it has been a king¬
dom been, a German Sonderbund in itself. Both
Austria and Prussia call themselves mem"Mrs of the
Germanic confederation when they have anything
to gain by it; both Austria and Prussia claim to act,
and act as separate and independent States when¬
ever it suits their interests. The third element in
tbe Diet is an aggregate of minor sovereigns, over¬
awed by the proximity and superior military
strength of Prussia and Austria, jealous of eacu
other, in a state of hopeless isolation from.almost
of antagonism to.their own subjects. These threa
elements counteract and neutralise each other, and
effectually prevent at all times any real or effective
actios on the part of the Diet. And even cauld
they be brought by same miracle to aot in harmony
ana with energy for once, it would be merely for
the prcmoticn of dynastic interests, and not those
of Germany or the Germans.

It ia this unfortunate condition of the German
people that renders public opinion in Germany pow¬
erless to ccmpel its government or governors to
keep is view the promotion of German interests, the
assertion of German rights, aa public opinion is
sure to do in tbe long run in England ana even in
France. The anarchical condition of Germany, its
want cf coherence, its want of a national govern¬
ment, places it in imminent danger of being made
the theatre of irar. Bnt even in peaceful and less
critical times the beneficial effecta of this political
anarchy are injuriously felt. It deprives the greater
part of the German population of even that imper¬
fect control over the state expenditure w ich tnelr
ilusory constitutions give them. If tne people ot any
German state ask for abatement of taxation, they
are told that the cuatoms are a main source of reve¬
nue, and that no alteration can be male in them
without the ascent of all the sovereigns who be¬
long to the Zollverein. If they ask for liberty of
the press, they are told that it can only be conceded
by two- thirc s of the sovereigns who constitute die
diet. Tbe formation of railways, the introduction of

a uniform fystem of weights and measures, the adop¬
tion of cne common law of monetary exchanges for
Germany.all ate impeded by the independence of
tbe different tovereigna, and the loose ana anomalous
tie* wt icli bind them as a confederation. The Diet
and tbe Zollveie.n.the only shadows of a common
guvriuinent for tbe German territories.are merely
excuses for letaruing the development, ot fieein-
st tuti ns ant' material resources in Germany.

have tbken place since the general meeting of bond¬

The rfpoit now issued is of mnch interest, but is far
fr«m containing favorable news for the boLdholders.

"lhe undersigned begs to remark, that if this special
proposition were adopted, it would not alone relieve the
government, during five years, of providing for the in-
terost of £1,300,000, but It would likewise prove a very
convenient way for gradually paying off this very mate¬
rial portion of the indebtedness of tne State. This plan
might, and most probably would, be further attended
with the advantage to the State of inducing many of
the bondholder* to become purchasers of public lands,
and bring them into a sUtefof cultivation and productive¬
ness, and encourage and foster immigration, two things
of the highest importance to the country.
The undersigned must now, in conclusion, necessarily

but respectfully add that, in submitting the foregoing
propositions to'lii* Excellency, the Minister of Finance,
and the government of Buenoa Ayres, the undersigned
must be clearly understood to have done so with a desire
to arrived at a present speedy arrangement of the whole
question on a friendly and liberal basis, the reasonable¬
ness of which he feels confident cannot for a moment be
questioned, and he therefore hopes they will meet entire
approbation, and be at once deemed acceptable, and be
adopted by the government of Bnenos Ayres; but should
this unhappily be not the case, nothing herein said or

proposed by tne undersigned is to prejudice any of the
rights of the British bondholders, who will remain in the
same position as before, fully entitled to the satisfaction
of every just claim, including compound interest, calcu¬
lated year by year, for the time past and future, which
alone would amount to much more than is contemplated
in the present suggestions. The undersigned, on pre¬
senting to his Kxcelleucy the sentiments of his high con¬
sideration and respect, his Excellency will be pleased to
honor him with au early reply, that he may know, with
all conv^iient speed, the views and intentions of his Ex¬
cellency and the government of the State of Buenoi
Ayros.

tte exhibitor. Exhibitors wilt thtrefore be expected
to furnish funis to asry out 'heae arrangement*.

Parla Theatricals.
On Suti rcay. Oct. 21st, the Civil Tribunal of the

t-'«ine gave judgment in an action brought b» M.
l.e*<uvt-, tl>e dramatic aut!.or, ag»rn->t Mademoi-
wile Rachel, for haviog refused to play in a new
tragtd> written by him entitled Mrdir. The trial,
a* m^ght be expccted, excited extraordinary in-
ur st.

It was stated by M- Mathien, the ounsel for the
plaii-t.ff, that M. Legnnvl became a qualuted withViudt moiselle Rachel in 1848, in consequent* of her
pU>ing Adrienne Lecouvreur, in a piece written byhm, jointlv with M. Scribe, and she subsequentlyperformed in a piece called I^ouite <U Lifnrrollet,which also was partly written by him. She subse¬
quently got bim to premise to write a piece for ber
for 1862, and in January 1852, wrote to bim to re¬
mind I im of his piomise. He reerlved to writes
piece on the subject of Medfa, and though it was an
old tale, le thought he conld render it interesting.
As Msdemoiselle Rachel bad expressed a wish
tbat fcer part in the trageiy should be a short
one, he made it only of three acts instead of five.
In August 1852. the tragedy was terminated, and,being read to her, she approved highly of it. It
was then presented to the reading committee of
the Tbl&tre Franfais, and was accepted on condi-
ticn that the third act should be improved. M.
Legouvl thereupon re-wrote the third act, aud
be read the piece to Mademoiselle Rachel in pre-
sence tf M. Jules Janin and other eminent literary
men. Mademoiselle Escbel on that oc -anion oom-
plimented bim warmly upon it, and predated that
ahe would ob'ain great success in it. The tragedy
was sgaln presented to the reading coaimttue ofthe
theatre ana was received with acclamation. The
parts were then distributed by Rachel hemlf. This
was in September, 1853. Rnt some delay o cuned
in the rehearsals, and Rachel wrote to say that It
was owing to ber hsving been ill. Subsequentlyti e requested that the bringing out or the piece
m'gbt be postpened until her retorn from Russia,
where an engagement ha4 been offered her. lie
consented, though with reluctance, and she assured
bim thbt she would play in the tragedy Injne-i aid*
on her return; she even added, that if he should
bring <ht the piece curirg ber absence, a*e »ronld
Haiti piay the prircipal character on he- retn n, sit¬

there one of her children, who waa very ill also,
and to obteto repose for heraelf, of which ahe
stood in great need. She complained taat he
Bhrold have comment ed proceedings Instead of
going to aee her, tad she decl«red that if he
continued them, ihe would certainly not ooaaeat to
play in the tragedy by order of justioe; for that, if
it should fail, all the blame would be oaat upon her,
aa It would be said thai aha had murdered it from
vengeance. She repreeeated that, aa her engage¬
ment waa about to expire, ahe could not do jnauoe
to the tragedy: but ahe ended by siring a promise
thai, oa condition that law proceedings were drop-
pad, aha would play the piece, and would begin stu¬
dying it seriously on her return. M. Legourd wait¬
ed, and after a few weeks, Rachel returned to Paria.
But ahe aid not begin studying the part, and when
he reminded her of her promise, she said that abe
waa harraseed by domeetfc affliction*. Heftrepre-
stntod to her, in very courteous terms, that tbat w«s
not a sufficient reason for neglecting his play, but
be produced no effect. At length, on the 20;h of
September, abe made a female friend of hera write
to himltbet aha could not perform in the tragedy, aa
she waa " determined never to play a part In a mo¬
dern tragedy, as the old claadoal tragedy oontained
more rpartistban aha could ever play." In thii
letter of the friend was one written by Rachel heraelf
to tfce friend; and in it ahe Bald.1' I cannot, deci¬
dedly, perform Med6e; it is in vain that I have en-
dtavorel to study it. I have, however, learnt all
the first aot, but the part does not suit me; it ia, in
fact, impoaaible for ma to hope for success in this
almost odious oharacter, and which, besides, is too
mnch known |to fmove the public, even by terror."
She, however, charged her friend to beg of M. Lo¬
gout not to reproach her, and to confeaa to him
tbat aha felt herself in the wrong.
M. Ch»ix d'Eat Ange, for Mademoiselle Rachel,

contended that ahe had never absolutely engaged to
play the character, and that all the expressions of
approbation of the p «rt attributed to her by the wit*
nesseawere mere Jphrases of ordinary courtesy t>
wards an author. He affirmed that she had honestly
endeavored to reconcile herself to a revolting part,
but at last, being persuaded in her judgment that it
waa not suited to her genius, she felt oompel'ed, in
justice to her own reputation, to reaounce it. He
warmly reproached M. Legouvo/or going to law, to
force a great artiste to be a mere speaking machine.
The court, however, thought Mademoiselle Ra chel

wholly without any ground of defence: she had
clearly contracted with M. Legouv6 to play Med£e,
and the contract was recognised by law. Mademoi¬
selle Rachel was therefore decreed to play the part
at the Francais forthwith, and in default to pav 200
frucs for every dsy's delay, for the space or two
months. At the end of that time, if she still refused,
she must pay 40,000 Cranes for damages. The c>ata
of the suit will fall upon her.
