The Fate ot Sir John Franklin*
TO TBE EDITOR OP TIIK LONDON TIMB8.

Bn.The question has frequently been asked of
me. "How can I account for so few of tbe unfortu¬
nate part* forming the expeditioa nnder Sir John
Fiarklin being seen by the Esquimaux, and for all
these being found dead at or near one spot?"It is my duty, as well as my desire, to give everyinformitionon this distressing subject, not only to
the relatives and friends of the list men, bnt also
to the public at large; md tbe best medium of
doing so is through tho columns of your far and
wide spread journal, should you consider the follow¬
ing remarks worthy of a place therein.
As I have not the blue-books on the subject of

Arctic discovery by me, 1 may maKe some error in
my statements; but, as far as my memory server
me, tbe last news we bad from Sir John Franklin,in 1845, was that be had provisions for three, or
somewhat more tban three years, which he could
make last for four. Again. the captain of a whaler,
whose name I forget, sa>s that '-the crews of the
Erebus and Terror, when in Baffin's Bay, on their
passage westward, were killing and salting down
great numbers of waterfowl, as a resource in caas
of necessity."
The information obtained by me from tbe E»qni-

manx, (by a mode of questioning which they under¬
stood, and in which they wera induced to exalaia
tbe different pkces where they had parsed the
whiter reasons since the year 1849,) was, I consider,
perfectly conclusive as to the spring of 18.50
being the period of tbe melancholy 'catastrophe to
whicu I refer. This will make tr.e time elapsedsince Sir J. Franklin was last seen in Baffin's Bayuntil the Bpting, 1850, very nearly five years.Supposing tf at the provisoes carried from Englandl>y toe expedition did last four years, (by tho end of
which I hi*e no donbt tbe crews of the vessels
would be much reduced iu uumbers, and those that
survived greatly debilitated,) the patty would be
wholly Urown on the greasy, rancid , salted water
fowl, which I believe most persons will agree with
me in thinking would increase the fafaltty of scuivy,if it already existed, or cau2e thai dread disease if
it had not previously made its appearance.This may a< count ration illy far so few white men
having been seen by the natives.

Again, "as to all the deal being found at or near
the same place."'N otbing is more natural or more easily accounted
for by a person of experience in the Arctic Heas,and wh' se mind is properly constructed.

Let us for a moment uicture t . oarseivea a partyof gallant men redu ed by want, and p-jrhap i dis¬
ease, to gre.it extremity, pushing their way to the
month of a lane river, such as the Bick, tbe ice on
which tbey expected would break no in a short
Vise and permit them to embark in their boa'-
Having arrived near such river tbe.streng'-h of ome
lad failed, so that they conld not travel even when
unattached to the slrdpre, and the others were uv
able to drag tbem. What step would brave men
take in such a diffi ulty ? My reply would b».clingtogether. stop, and let the stronger endeavor to ki 1
game for the support of themselves and tb: weaker
until the tee brcke up, then enbirk, turn by turn,
in tbe boat, and thus travel with much greater eass
aid speed than wuer on foot.
To show that this oointen is not a mere fancy or

fiction or. my i art, 1 may mention that my first
feeliig on hiaring the mournful tidjnga was one of
regret that I b*d not been with tne suffering pa-ty
.a feeling difficult to analyze, boi which most
have arisen instantaneoosly and without rsflection,
from an idea that my grea'er expeieae if Arjtic
travelling snd hun'.hj? might nave been useful to
those in extremity and danger.

I state this not as anything praiseworthy or com-
mendab e on my uart. but to exolain what I trunk
would be the senvui' otd ot a jy man having the
ordinary amount of courage and love for his fellow
man.

Another point t o which I woull for a moment
advert is tbe tragic event conne:ted with the last
dais (four countrymen.
Tbe Esquimaux whom T «aw at Pally Bay preced

ed me to He^nta Boy, nod, when I re'urwd, were
living in tbe most friendly feuns w'th th- thwe 1

men ief: in c arge of our pr ip-^rty there. None of
these men nndeistooil a w >rd of the Esquimaux
langnag*, yet I was informed by them, before I h id
eimmunicaied any of my news, that they believed
a party of woit- m?n had .lisd of sta-vat on far to
the westward, <>.nd that they had been reduced to a
very dreadful alternative before d ath. On my ask¬
ing my informants how they haJ discovered tois,
they replied by the signs made them by t e natives.

It may be dec.tDde.1 why I did not give all'these
ressons <n corroboration of my s:&tements in the
re-pert t» the A« miralty? The yjswir is simple: I
kept Booh for my morn detailed report to tbe Hod.
Hudson's day Coropaoy, which circumstances, to
which I have alluded in a previous comimiuint' »n
that appeared in your paper, have p evented me
from completing.

I may add, iO snnportof what I s'ated a few days
ago regarcin? mer, carrji-ig with then useless art'-
cles on having to abandon t eir sbip in the Ar tic
Sea, that I hive sin v- leorned from the bea» authori¬
ty- Sir John Ross himself.that in effecting his
wonderful esc»i,c, aft'5*- a three years' doteuttoain
Prince Itegfiit's Io! t, he ilistributed bi9 silver plate
among tbe m n ratber tlmn )eav>j it h?h:nd, and
thus brotght mo -t of it to England with h ra.
