He denied say connechion with
“Know Nothing' socisties, or with sny other political
secret inti He disclaimed all hostility to fo-
reigners, and read from one of his former speeches to
thow that bLe had no unkind feelings towards them;
but he did think immigration was dangerons, inasmuch
as foreigners ranged themselves with abolitioniats.
When he learued that a band of Germans had burned an
American Senator in effigy he determined to introduce
this bill. 8o far as be understood the principles of the
Enow Nothings, he agreed with them. He agroed with
their propositiona to extend the term of naturalization,
and believed in their preferenes of Amorican Protestanta
for office to foreigners and Catholics.
