Alderman Wakkman offesed a resolution appointing a

ep»cisl meeting of the Hoard on Tuesday n«xt, at 6
o'clock, for the purpose of appointing several Police and
Civil Court clerks, and askiug that the Mayor bo invited
to atteod.

A discission arose on the matter. Alderman Howard
moved, as an amendment, that that portion respecting
the invitation to the Mayor b . stricken out, a* it would
be an insult to him to aak him to attend for the purpose
of making those appointments which he has already
made and aent into this Bi ard for confirmation. He de-
algnated the move as n poltieal trick, and he (Alderman
B.) hoped the Mayor would not attend, and that no de¬
mocratic member of the Hoard would attend that special
meeting. Without (he presence of the Mayor their pro¬
ceedings would be illegal.
Alderman Kkm.y a so spoke against the resolution, and

expressed a hop« that If it did pass no democrat would
attend It was a more to appoint all whigs to the
offices, and the Aldermn'i of the Twelfth (Wakeman)
van the political wire puller who humbugged the Mayor.

Aldei men Chai xcxy and Vookhh were in favor of the
re^-oli tion and declared their willingness to vote lor a
riemoci at as readily as they would for a whig, if he were
as competent a man.

Aldi rromi Brown thought the adoption of the resolu¬
tion would be illeval. as this Board had no power to ap¬
point n sptcial meeting It was for the Mayor, on the
aptdicatinn ot a majority of the memburs, to call a spe¬
cial meeting
Ihe 1 r»idknt ruled that it was perfectly competent

Yesterday, bt invitation from the Ten Oewraoti, a
number of the newly elected mt mberi of the New York
Legislature from this city, paid a rieit to the public in-

> stitutions cn Randall's and Blaekwell'i Island*. The
party, consisting of the Ten Governor* and Messrs. Mun-

j day, McLaughlin, fWlliam*, Aiken, D>xon, Petty, Cocka,
Stuyvesaut am'. Coleman, of the Legislature elect,
started from Chaw bers street in four large omaibuaee,
and arrived in due time at the foot of 126th atreet,
where they took tlie boat for RandaU'e Island, The Brut
place viaitod waa the nursery, where they refreehed

i themselves with Borne creature comfort* of a character
that would seein to throw som* doubt oa the proto-
biiity of the member* el*ct all voting for the Maine
liquor law. The primary department was next attended
to, where the children, aome four hundred in number,
sang the multiplication table and "Old Dog Tray" to
what aeetned io many present the same tune. The
senior department next attracted attention. Thli> la
under the care >f Mr. Pekie, who hai over three liun-
hundred children under hi* charge. Specimens
of the writing and drawing of the boy* were
here exliilMbd , of a very creditable character. After
singing "Old Kentucky Home," which greatly edified
the company, the party next proceeded to the infant
nursery, under charge of Mr*. Fort, where some aixty
little children were found seated on benches. and
smusirg themselves as bent they might The eating
rooms nevt claimed attention. Here a curious sight wa*

presented. The children were ranged around the table,
and after Haying grace, at a given signal they laid their
hats on the floor. The sleeve* were next rolle I up with
gri at unanimity. and on the proper sign being given all
hands began to Mow their noses. This remarkable per¬
formance excited the warmest plaudit* of the spectator*,
who evidently regarded it a* a great feat. Tne little
ones attacked the mext, soup and brown bread with
great vigor, aud with an utter disregard of those ab-

, t-urd formula* ui'ially recognized in polite so¬

ciety. After enjoying the scene for a while,
tlie crtnpany adjourned to the outside of the building,
where they found come three hundred hoy* dressed in
gray clothe* and drawn up in mriitary array. A num¬
ber of manoeuvres were gone through. They marched,
deployed, charged, he., in a manner that would have
done credit to th"> allies before Sebaatopol, and finally
passed in review before the company. Tlie quarantine
wa* next vi*ited. This is the place a*, which children
are received wheu first taken to the island. Htre an

amusing scene occurred. One of the children.a by no
means pretty one, by the way rushed up to one of the
members elected and clasped him about the knee* in an
affectionate manner. This disconcerted the honorable
gentleman, and he protested vehemently in response to

i the f uEpiciouH glances of the company, that he had
never seen the little one before. But this declaration
of course noboc j would believe.
The hospital, under the care of Dr. Whittelsey, was

then attended to, and after Rupping full of the horrors
displayed in that place, In the shape of diseased and
idiotic children, one of the Governors suggested the pro¬
priety of taking somu me icme. This was agreed to,
and all hands partook of what, according to the opinion
of one of the company had very much the taste and
flavor of scheidain bchuaps.
The institutions on Blackwell'a Island wore next

visited, and after spendin; the greater part of the day
in view ing the sights at that place, the company were
then taken to the Penitentiary. Here they found a

a most bountiful table spread, and they proceeded to
clear it with great celerity. Governor Draper pre¬
sided, assisted by the other Governors, who waited
on the guests,

*

and saw that justice was done
them. After the frast was concluded, Governor
Iiegro called on GaMaaor Draper, who said thit he
didn't want to speak. He felt, however, that it would
be no more thau proper that he should say something
as to the occasion that brought them together. It is no
more than proper for the Legisliture lo know something
of the public institutions they were to legislate for. H
is a lamentable fact that not over one-tenth of the peo-
pie know anything of the great public charities they are
called npou to support. He felt a pride in the position
the Ten Governors held before the community. They
had acted unitedly to reduce the expense* of the depart-
ment, and no other pnrpose have they had in view, and
this tbey hare done without fear or favor. Mr. Draper
referred to the difficulties between the Commissioners of
Kmigration and the Governors, aud hoped that the ldgis-
latum of the coming winter would give them a law that
could be understood. This was all that was necessary
to stt this matter right. He concluded by toasting the
Senate and Assembly of the State.
Senator Hkookh responded at considerable length to

this toast He comp'imeuted the Governors, and said
that justice would be done them by the Legislature
He trusted that the difficulties between them and the
Hoard of Fmigratiou would be settled to the satisfaction
ot both parties. He spoke further, of the advantages

of emigration to this country, and concluded by giving,
as a toast." New York.llenowned lor its trade and for
ii* commerce, but a thousand times moro for its chari¬
ties.''
Mr. Concklin was called upon, and, instead of a speech,

Hon Thomam J. Mitnpay said that he felt how much
the city owed to the Board by what he had seen that
day.

He thought be knew
souietl.ing of the vice and crime of the city, hut never,
until that day hail he known what misery and disease
wa*, and what their consequences were He closed with

a toast complimentrry to the Ten Governors.

Governor Dkapkh..we may uow net up a clothing es¬

tablishment, as the ltoard contains both a Draper and a
Taylor. (Laughter.)
Governor I>ckk, on being called for. said that he was

not opposed to the liquor iaw, us had been reported; he
was in favor of the liquor, bat opposed to the law.
(Laughter.)
brief speeches were made bv Messrs. Coleman, Keen

and otlit rs; after which the company took their depart
ure for the city, no doubt consoling themselves with the
reflection that, though the times are hard, faithful pub
lie servants can still aiTord to eat good fare and drink
good lii]uor, at the public expense.

To thr Governors of the ALMnnorsK:.

Gknti.kmkst Your note inviting me, as a member ov
the State Legislature, to visit with you the criminal and
benevolent institutions under your care, has been re¬
ceived. I am compelled to decline your courteous invi¬
tation, and will frankly state my reasons.
On Ave different occasions 1 have accompanied your

honorable body on similar visits to these institutions,
and each time was grieved ami indignant to see that in¬
toxicating drinks were provided in great profusion for
your guests, some of whom became grossly intoxi¬
cated and conducted themselves in n manner too shame¬
ful and disgusting to be publicly detailed.
One of y >ur prisoners said to his keeper on one'of these

occasi< ns "Sir, you know the only crime for which I
have been sent here is the drinking of liquor paid for
with my own money; then" pointing to several of your
guests that were reeling to the boat, ' will you let these
men go that linvo got drunk at the public expense?"

I have no right to complain of the Board of Ten Go.
rernors, or arj of them, for providing a banquet, how¬
ever luxurious or magnificent, at their own expense; but

I feel impelled by a sen«e of duty as a public servant to
call the atteution of the benevolent and tax-paying com¬
munity to tbe fact that so much of the public money is
ao often expended in such banqueting*.
The ehapel oonnected with the workhouse has been

dedicated to the worship of God: here the prisoner* are
taught lessons of virtue and religion, and how to resist
the temptations to strong driuks. which, above all things
else, has been the means of their present degradation
and distress. That this jensecrated chapel should be
selected as a place for bacchanalian orgies, as it was last
spring on the visit of tbe State legislature, ia a species
ot sacrilege rarely equalled sin e the heaven-daring
fen t of the wine drinking king of Itabylon.

1 have noticed by the report of the Comptroller, that
your honorable body asks a generous public to increase
their appropriation in your favor for the coming year for
three hundred and eleven thousand dollars over the very
large sum entrusted to your care last year. How much of
this Is »xi*nded in these banqueting* I cannot say, but
it Kiitd make up a (o Inconsiderable item.

I have paid several private visits to these excellent
institution, and consider such vis ts more instrustive
and profitable than » pubi c one in a crowd, even uuder
your courteous guidance; and with the valuable aid of
your publiahed documents,! hope to be aide to act In¬
telligently on all matters that may immediately Interest
those unfortunate sufferer < under your care. I remain
very respectably, your obdient, ( HAS C. LEIGH.

Nkw York, Oct. T, 18S4.
At thirty days from date will be paid to Mrs. Cathe¬

rine 1-euau two hundred dollars,value received from her,
ca-h F. COUSINISKY.
Endorsed, C. I j.rrau.
Witness.He told me that the note would be paid by

Mr. Cousiniery; before the note became due he asked mo
to lend him f'.'Oon it, and I gave him the moui-y; he re¬
mained in my house until the amount of ttie note was

paid for; he saw a great deal of company; had private
dinners, c mmpague, kc and on the 8th of November
he owed me very nearly the $»"00; prisoner was subse¬
quently oriented
Cross-examined by Mr. Spencer I have known defend¬

ant for two years; he was a music teacher during that
ime: 1 first saw the note in question on the first day of
November; previous to that 1 had pressed him for pay-
mt-nt of his board; a day or two before he gave me the
