Btbjlon and
Antfehrist, which we could cuarly designate as the
Bsaua bletarofey if we had no other lights than St.
John's definition, " The woman drunken with the
Mood of the saints and with the blood of the
. tjis of Jeens." Bnraly It can signify none
other than persecuting Home. She is also groring
ernakar every dav. Her superstlti«)n rec ived a
.lab ot the tuoe of the Reformation from which we
do net believe she will ev;r reciver. In manycoantrise, nominally her snbjests stil , the people
.n losing confidence in her corrupt doctrines aad
leprAeewites, so that abe is gradually deprived of
the " pewor to deceive the nations aay more.'' In
Italy itself/or chos o heme, die is most utterly
.bhomd. IfRome wore sot protected by strong
amies, exterior to her cwn temporal domleim,
the people ot Italy would at once rise and thrust
ont tbe spiritual oppressor, and St. John's words
would be ftalfilbd, " Toej hate the wh ire and
would make hsr desolate and burn her with fire.''
