But is the position of Mr. Marry sound, that we can¬

I
think not, even though it lead to a ntnilar pr vilege on
tlie part rf other governments, to go *behind the judi¬
cial proceeding* in our court*. What hare we to fear
from such a privilege? Our motto Is, to .' ask nothing
but what is right, and submit o nothing that is
wrong.'' Should we attempt to protect our judicial
proceedings from public scrutiny, or should we not
rather court investigation '/ If courts have been erro-
neous, tyrannical, or cniel in the r anion towards the
subjects 'of a fri< ndlv power if, under the cloak of
legal forms, outrages are perpetrated upon them.
will nut our government grant proper redress, and
punish the evil doers r Such, it seems to me,
would be the course of our government. If this
be not bo, then treaties for the protection of tlie
citizen or subject ar« made but to deceive. If a
government wishes to maltreat the subjects of anothor
government, it would only be necessary to clothe tl^e
outrage in a judicial form, and then laugh with im¬
punity at the demand for redress. Such q ay be
international law, in the judgment of Mr. Uarcy and
Mr. Gushing, whose opinion win had upon the su Inject;
but such is not the luw of humanity. Nor could Mr.
Marcy have so considered It when he inrtructed Mr.
Belmont to '-press the matter temperately but reso¬

lutely upon the Dutch government, urging immediate
and ample leparation for the outrages committed;"
nor did Mr. B»lmont think so when he said to the
Dutch Minister: " It now only remains for my govern¬
ment to take such measures for the enforcement of Mr.
Gibson's claim as it may deem fit anTi proper in the
premises;" but, above all, such wns not the view taken
of it by the Dutch government when refuting the de¬
mand for redresi. M. Von Wall placed his refusal upon
the distinct ground that "Mr. Gibson himself was the
author of the evil," he sought not to protect his gov¬
ernment with the cloak Mr. Marcy, in his charity,
would throw around it, bnt met the issue fairly upon
its merits. It lemained for our Secretary of State to
discover that the Dutch Indians, under judicial forms,
could anestand imprison our citizens, confiscate their
property, and iuflict upon them every indignity with
perfect impuuity.

"Oh ! what a fall was here, my conntrymen!"
from the high tone of the inaugural of I*resident Pierce,
in which he declared that the American c tisen could
never stray so far from home as to b« beyond the pro¬
tecting power of his government t Mr. Marcy's whole
aiticle is a miserable afterthought, unworthy the man,
disgraceful to the character ot the nation, and tbe
offspring of a criminal shirking of ofBcial responsibility.
The report yesterday from the Committee on Terri-

tories. in favor of granting two millions of acres of pub¬
lic land to aid in the construction of the subterranean
line of telegraph from the Mississippi or Missouri rivers
to the Pacific ocean, is now tbe topic of speculation
among the business classes. This report urges the pas-
sage of the Senate bill, and but little uoubt exists that it
will pats by a large majority. The provisions of the bill
are such as to meet tlio views of the Executive, so that

a veto need not be apprehended. I send you a copy of
the report itself, as it is a matter of univeral interest.

Mr. Orr, ef S. C.. again promised the President's veto
message, and predicts that when it comes in It w II come
a full grown Hercules, which will demolish the argu¬
ments of the friends of internal improvements by the
general government.

ed and considered, and are hereby declared, to be citi¬
zens of the United States: Provided, however, that the
rights of citizenship shall not descend to persons whose
fathers never resided in the United States.

When this pro
posed link »hall have been completed the Pacific Ocean
will be touched upon either ahore by lines which, span
ning continent*, reach the opposite shores of the Atlan¬
tic Ocean, and are destined to cron the latter and unite
together. ......
The benefit* which will follow the execntion of thl*

enterprise rannot be partial or sectional.they must ne¬

cessarily be of incalculable national importance, and the
moral influences resulting therefrom will be co-exten-
¦ive with the world of civilisation and commerce. The
results of tucli a work can hardly be over-rated In the
enlivening spirit which it will infuse into the business
and other relations existing between the Atlantic and
Pacific coasts: in its influence upon the varied interests
of that vast population which Is destined so soon to oc¬
cupy every part of the territory embraced within the
limits of the Republic; and in the facilities it will be
able to render the government in peace and in war. *
. . . * . e

The line is to be constructed in the most permanent
manner, with two independent conductors, placed un-
eer grouud. where they will be exempt from all the
c«n*»« which operate to prevent the efficiency and re¬

liability of lines constructed in the ordinary way. The
wires tire to be so completely protected by the insula¬
ting material itself imperishable that they will not
crroie: and being securely placet! in the ear'.h, no ac-
cld< n'sl breaking can occur. The electrical state of the
atmosphere or the most violent storms can have no
effect to interrupt the working of the lines thus laid
down. The plan proposed, al»o includes the location
of testing tubes at intervals of five miles, snd working
stations at average distanees of one hundred miles.
Under sucli arraugements should the line from any
cause be interrupted, it could be speedily repaired.

A subterranean line of two wires, such as the bill pro¬

vides frtr, is estimated to cost $1,160 per mile. Calling
tl edistance 2.400 miles, the entire cost of the line, in¬
cluding buildimrs. fortifications, and incidental expense*,
would not be less than $2,760,000. The annual eoat of
operating the line is estimated at $350, (MM). Fifty opera¬
tors will be necessary, and a force of 250 other men will
be constantly employed in repairing and protecting the
line. These men will be posted in small parties at the
different working stations. It is proposed to have a
double set of operators, so that the line may be worked
by night as well as by day.
The value of the lands located along and near the tele¬

graph line, if estimated as the government valued its
bounty land* given to its soldiers in the Mexican war,
when It commuted with them, giving one hundred dol¬
lar* in icript, or one hundred and sixty acres oi land,
would be only at the rate of sixty-two and a half cents
per acre.

SECRETARY MABCY'S REPLY TO MR. MOLINA, MIN¬

ISTER OF OOSTA RIGA.
pKPABTMKNT OF STATS, >

Washington. Dec. IB, 1861. f
The undersigned, Secretary of State, has the honor to

acknowledge the receipt of the note of Mr. Molina, envoy
extraordinary and minister plenipotentiary of the re¬
public of Costs Rica, of the 13th inst., in relation to the
exiwdition which, as Mr. Molina lias learned from the
newspapers of the day, has been organised in the United
States, "for the purpose of colonizing certain lands in
Central America under an alleged ti'Je granted by a
Mosquito king;" and, in the name of lis government,Mr. Molina protests against the validity of "any title
or grant made by tie king or chiefs of the Mosquito In¬
dians," and avows that the government of Costa Rica
"will not allctv any colonist or party of colonists, from
whatever country they may proceed, to occupy, locate <>r
take possession ol lands belonging to CosXa Kica. for tho
purpose of ngricultnre, mining, or auy oth'jr, unless he
or they shall have previously applied to the government
of Cos 'a liica, and duly obtained a permission and legal
title to that affect."

In tlie absence ut any information tliat t.'ie allege I
Company contemplate occupying any lands which are
claimed, or have ever been claimed, by Costs Riaa, the
warning contained in Mr. Molina's note would seem to
be premature. From the tenor of that note, however,
the undersigned does not infer that the government ol
Costa Rica apprehends any hostile intention on the part
ol the organization in question, but that it simply de¬
clines to recognize the validity of any title whi:h this
cunpany may have obtained from other sources th in
from the government itself.

In this view of the cft'e. M *. M ilina will permit the
undersigned to observe that h* doei not perceive upon
what grounds the government of the United States can
interfere with the proposed expedition, which appears to

be a peaceful onterpri-e, involving, possibly, agricultu¬ral, mining, and commercial speculation*. but contem¬
plating no measure which will render them amenable to
the neutrality laws of the United States.
When the parties to this expedition shall have with¬

drawn Iron# their allegiance to their own country, and
voluntarily placed themselves within the jurisdiction of
another power, their conduct mn*t be in conformity to
the new relations they have asaumed, and they are re-
fepomible to the laws of the land in which they have
sought domicll. The question of validity of title to
land* is, then, between them and other claimants, to be
adjudged not by the government of the United States,
but by the tribunals of the State within which the dis¬
pute thall arise.
Mr. Molina will understand, from the foregoing re¬

marks, that while this government does not feel called
upon to interfere with the projected peaceful expeditions
ol its citizens to other countries, it promptly disavows
any intention of justifying those citizens who may con¬
template a wilful violation of the rights and laws of a
friendly nation.

As. however, the government of the United States has
no official information in respeot to the movements of

the company alluded to, the undersigned would suggestto Mr. Molina the propriety of communicating the views
of his government on this subject to the authorized

TO THE EDITOR OF THE HOU.LD.
Wc are among those who fully concur In the belief

that the time has arrived when it is absolutely requisite
that some very important changes should be made in.
regard to the facilities of access to the rights and privi¬
leges of citizenship; but we must not lose sight of tbo
importance of proteo ing the interests of the various
military corps of the several States, which may suStr
serious injury through ignorance or want of due con¬
sideration.
