tion whivh the ge'tlem-jn of this B>ard hive mani¬
fested for the < ause of oubiic education. It iamv
duty to return id y thanks for these qualities with
which we have secured that harmony which haa
characterized our deliberation*. We hive aeen
carried out the great met*are of consolidating into
»ne the t»o »jstems or educatiqp which heretofore
existed. The plan was once looked noon as a matter
of doubtful policy. But ta vu cesiful working haa
since been clearly demonstrated, and both parties.those in- favor of and those against the consolida*
tion have learnt that the labors of each were
in the sam«5 cau-se, and their efforts were tending
to the same end. I am bound to aay that during the
five veara that I have been connected with the
Board, I have '. ever onoe aeen an instanoe in which
any member desired to make for himself the value
of a faitbing oat of the public purse. Oh, that we
ooold aay ae of all the Djpartmenta. We have dif¬
fered among narselvee on a great many subjects,but we have differei like gentlemen and intelligent
men. Those who remain will have much to do; but
we who go out, I trust, will alwaya feel the same
attachment to the oause of public education. It is
out-door influence which strengthens the hands of
the Board and mikes it continue to grow in publicfavor. I know tha*. every member feels this Inter-
eat. The cause of secular edusation, notwithstand¬
ing all that has beea said, is the great conservative
pi inciple in our institutions.it is the great conser¬

TO THE KDITOK OF THK HERALD.

Ob Thnnday. the 21st instM tin town of Han¬
cock, on the line of (be New York and Erie Rill-
road, was aletmed by tbe arrival of about 80 Ger¬
man f migrant panpers in the most extreme state of
destitution.one has since died. They state that
the? wfre panpers when shipped from Antwerp in
tbe ship Sa ah, from Baden, and landed in New
York on the 19th inet. Each adnlt received ten
and each child five guilders, in addition to the pay-
n ent of their paastge. A mcst flagrant outragebaa bf« n inflicted upon these miserable human be¬
lt /», fts well as upon the people of Hancock, a sma'l?lllage in amonntaimna regno, nowomrad wit'i
deep snow. Tbe Inhabitants are ill prepared to propeilj care for such a Urge numbar of foreign paupers: but all has been done to temporarily proridifor them that oould be under tbe oiroaaiitanoed.Tbe Supervisor of that town, L. H. Allison, jester.day laid the oaae befote the Commissioners of Eml-gration, who have promised to Investigate tbe mtv
ter, and despatch an a*ent to look after the unfor-
tunates. IIt baa keen ascertained that the railroad tickets
were purchased by a man living la Greenwich street.
Only think of it.people incapable of taking ewe of
themselves anjwnere, aent into the mountains to
subsist at this season of the year ! Mr. Editor, bygiving the facts to the publie you may prevent
s'mllar outrageous conduct or ttie part of thoee
who control the destination of the poor emigrant.
