alluded to by Mr. Bayly win not known to the members
of that committee. In point of fact, It was made known
to me, as well as to the gentleman, only »n t he very dayprevious to my speaking on the subject. This fact ought
to be understood, because the inem'iers of the commit¬
tee would not probably have acted as they did with a

knowledge of the circumstance. 1 say further, that
when that communication wan made, I informed the
gentleman of Virginia that, In deference to the informa¬
tion received, it would not be necessary for him to
call the committee to reconsider the subject, for I would
waive the right, for the present, to report oa the sub¬
ject. 1 may further say, that the information does not,In my judgment, change at all the propriety of making
the movement I suggested. But for reasons which it is
not proper for me to state, I decline taking any steps at
this time. This much I desire to be underntood, in jus¬
tice to the opinions of the committee, and to myself.
The House then went into Committee on Private Bills,

passing seventeen of them.

Rumor of a Treaty for them False.The Sntrce of
the Rumor.Guano Speculator*. What these
Islands are Wot th. Galvanizing Guano Stock
Doings in Congress. United States Supreme
Court.
It seems to be generally conceded here that the

xomored treaty with this; government for the pur¬
chase of the Galapogos Islands ii a humbug. Gen.
Cnshing and Secretary Dobbin say that they know
nothing of it, and never heard of it till they read it
in the public prints. The Consul General of Ecua¬
dor, Mr. Palmer, whose position gives him the right
to be informed of any *ush negotiations as those
published, has never had a word from his govern-
ment upon thissubject. The circums&nces of the
case seem to indicate that this rnmor is pat in cir¬
culation by a company of speculators, whose object
is to turn a penny or relieve themselves from an

unprofitable enterprise, by this false report. Some
three years ago, Mr. Palmer, acting under in¬
structions from the pre per authorities of his gov¬
ernment, advertised the most valuable of the Gala¬
pagos group.the St. Charles.to lease for a term
of years. He never succeeded in disposing ot the
k'and in this way, bit his publiehing it called the
attention of the public especially to its deposits of
guano, and since that time a company of speculators
have been organized for the importation and tr&tfc

n this deposit. It is reported that Senator Banj tuiin
United States Senator from Ixraisiana, ii Interestel
in this company. Whether tbls is so or not, I cm
not say. 1 only know tint he is now in far-off
Southern climes, Instead of attending to his dittos
as Senator at Washington, expressly engaged in
this very guano speculation, and not nctlug either
in any public capacity or as the agent of this gov¬
ernment. Mr. White, the American representative
in Pern, Is also suspected of t> 4ng deeply int.ireH.cd
in this guano company. This npeculative orginiza-
tion, it stems, has not turned out so well as was

at first eipec'.ed, and the shares of the company, if
brought into the market without some spaml spe¬
cific, would probably go about as well usder the
hammer of the auctioneer, as Crystal Pala;e sto k
in its eld apt'. Like the object or m; c >m mrUm,
the Guano Company wan'«d p ilva jz ug to make
the stock go, and the flrnt step towards taU was tue
circulation of the report that the Gaiapago* Islan li
are aboat to be annexed to the Uulu-d States, aui
by this means give th .m a fictitious value for the
raising of the guano stock. Accordingly, the Pana¬
ma paper* come^out with flaming article announc¬

ing to the world the important and special news
that tbe Galapagos group are about V) become a
nart and portion cf the American Uui -n. Mr.
white u suspected of furnishing thene very articles.
Mind you. the Quito papers, tae papers at the seat
of the Peruvian government, wnich atnve all
others were the most likely to know of such
a treaty being on foot as this, are all qmet
upon the subjest. Is it p:>ssible that we
are treating for the purchase of tue IJ ilapago*
group, aud the government of whom we purcinie
are ignorant of (such action, even in its capital T Is
it likely that the Washington representatives of the
foreign government with which we treat, and
through whom that government cairies on its nego¬
tiations with us, would be entirely ignorant of auy
such proceeding? Yet so it woald seem in thu
case, for none or the Peruvian representatives here
know anything about a treaty between this govern¬
ment and Pern for tbe Galapagos group, other than
what baa appeared In the newspapers To discuss
the benefits of annexation, the acquisition of this
group is not at all desirable. This entire cluster of
islands is entirely barren, not affording even a

spring of water in the whole of them to quench the
tnirat of tbelr visiter*. They lay dhe:t!y under
the eqnator, and consequently very difficult to be
worked. Not a single bird, even, now Inhabits
them, the aquatic bird which made toe de
posits of guano having disappeared, it is sup¬
posed, centuries ago; and objection, last bat
not least, guano can be obtaned nearer
home, cheaper, better and more fertilizing in ita
quality. To turn the story all np, then, from the
beta which I have set forth, the report of tbe lis-
lagagos annexation it only a hnmbug,'a bait put out
to catch gudgeonsl by White, Benjamin A Go., who
wish to dispose of their stock in the guano trade.
Iiet the Panama pai*rs print this traaty.bogus or
not is immaterial let tbe press generally catch
up the rumor and spread it to the world, and in the
excitement of valuable acquisitions of territory.

Cltngman's Resolutions. Their Debate m the
House.Bad Treatment by the Administration
Their Object Anticipated.Our Mediation Spuria
ed. The Ostend Congress Again.Its Paternity
Acknowledged Souli an Interloper- -Inquiry
Xuppi e-istd.Causes Assigned. Tariff.Bounty
Lund BUI Its Operation. Supreme Court De¬
cision, tfc., Src.
On Wedneaday last Mr. Cllngman proceeded to

discuss, at length, the merita of hia mediation reso¬
lutions, and to show why they ahoold be adopted.
He argued that this nation waa losing some fifty
millions per annum on exports, in onseqaence of
the European war; and, therefore, we had a right
to offer mediation, without being oharged with
being meddlesome. Again, he contended that the
belligerents had expended in naval armaments aad
other equipments for war, at least $509,000,000, and
this enormous amount of capital, he said, waa as
much "lost to the world aa if it had been in the
Arctic, and sunk to the bottom of the ocean." This
was a singular declaration on the part of the honor¬
able member, and conflicts directly with the views
expressed by the Secretary of the treasury. when
he auggeats that an appropriation for the con¬
struction of additional ships for our navy,would partially relieve the present pecuniary
embarrassments of the country, by throwing
into circulation the amounts thus appropriat¬ed. He certainly never dreamed that money
Bpebt in the increase of our navy would be so mmh

i apital lost to the world. This discovery was left
for Mr. Clingman to make. I had supposed thatthe
money spent by the belligerents in this war waa to
much dead capital drawn from national vaults, vivi¬
fied and again given to the world as an aotive cir¬
culating currency.
Mr. Clingman has been treated very scurvlly bythe administration, in not being informed or the

fact that the mediation of this government had
already been tendered to the European powers, and
baa been spurned, as I telegraphed you last evoning.Mr. C.was permitted to go on and prepare a speech
upon the subject, and actually to deliver it, in the
House, before he heard it even hinted that hisobjeit
had been anticipated. In self defense be must now
change his resolution to one calling on the Presi¬
dent for inioimation. This will open up an>ther
batch of the interesting correspondence which now
crowds the shelves of the State Departmt nt.
After much dodging and prevarication on the part

of the administration, I understand from a reliable
source that the President acknowledges th? O-itend
Congress to be his legitimate offspring; but Mr.
Marcy still declares tbat the part actea by SouK-
was wholly without the sanction or knowledge of the
State Department, and that Mr. S. was an in'«rloper
at Ostend. It also appears that the resolutions of
inquiry were referred to the Committee on Foreign
Illations tor the boId purpose of suppressing them:
for, as Mr. Marcy sais, tne President would have
been compelled to decline furnishing the orres-
pondecce, wbich w mid have created distrust abroad
and perplexities at home. Thus we are at the end
of the row, for the present, on the Osond Con¬
gress, and are left to infer, from the facts detailed,
that this Congress was not " ail moonshine," as
represented by the Union, but thit it waH simothlngreal, sirioos and extraordinary.but what that seme-
thing was the President will not communicate.

I telegraphed you last evening that the Commit¬
tee of Wajs and Means wouid bring in a bill on
Tuesday next, reducing the nrOBcnt tariff. This bill
was determined on yesterday, by the democratic
party of Congress, in caucna assembled, and is da-
aigLtd to meet the views of the Secretary of the
Treasury.
The Bounty Land bill, now under discussion in

the Senate, continues to excte the interest of the
public. The word "minor"' before the words

Including decrees aad
circolars issued by Banti Anna and hia govern¬
ment, in reference to the election, it fills four
columns. Tbe Flag pronounces it an able docu¬
ment.

On this frontier for the present there is quiet,

though bow long it will remain time alone cm tell,
(ieneral Carvajal arrived here per steimer Co¬
manche a few days since, and rumor says he it very
aoon to bead another movement, organized on a
new and liberal basis. But rumor is not always to
be believed.
Tbe late severe weather off Brazos Santiago had

been productive of quite a critical state of affairs
with respect to a supply of bread. The Fl'tg says:
Owing to the recent rough weather, which pre¬

vented the entrance of vessels, oar merchants hal
exhausted their supplies of flour, and quite a panic
prevailed through fear that we were to be without
ibis important statl of life. Flour, we are told,
went up to twenty, and even to thirty dollars perbarrel, and finally none was to be bad at any price.
Toe bakers, or thoae of them who had a supply,
were reaping a golden harveat by supplying the
hungry mouths of two cities witn half loaves at
doable prioe. Tbe opportune entrance of tbe steamer
Nautilus, however, with large supplies, will again
toon set things to rights.The following items are from the Flag of the 2d
inst.:.

The Late Sadden Death of the Unknown Wo¬
man In Rose Street.

Yesterday Coroner Gamble held en inquest upon tlie
body of an unkown woman, who win found dead in the
doorway of John Nuhn, No. 34 Roee street, on the morn¬

ing cf the 4th ln*t., and who, it wai rumored, had met
with aome foul play at the handi of parties at present
unknown. The evidence taken before the Coroner went
to eouUrm bin luapicion of it* being a cane of poisoning,
for from the medical testimony it will be perceived that
there remain* not a shadow of doabt as to the taking or

administering of poison by the deceased. The evidence
of Hammond went to Dhow that on the morning
of tne 4th intt. I he came down stairs, and entered the
paxsage-way, in orter to go to the yard to get Rome wa¬

ter; saw the deceased sitting in a chair, white the man

Nuhn waa sitting at the store in his store, underneath
where she resided. This man toll her that the deceased
came to his store a little after 7 o'clock, and knocked at
the door; that he opened it, thinking it wh hi* errand
boy, when the deceased fell into the store; and that la a

lew minutes afterward* hi* boy did come, when he or¬

dered him to light a fire, so a* to resuscitatl the woman,
a* be thought she was going to die, and linked the wit¬
ness what lie should do with her; witness told this man
that she should go up stair* and tell a man who lived
there of the occurrence; several person* then came
down *taira along with the persou in question; the de-
reaaed at thi* time was dead, witnes* noticed that the
outward dress of the deceased wa* wet, and made soma
remark* about the fact.

IiOul* Utterly, the boy in the employ of Nuhn, testi
fled that on the above morning lie came to the store 34
Kose street, a* usual, aod on entering the room found
deceased sitting in a chair, and Mr. Nuhn standing in
the middle of the floor looking very pale, and appeared
tube very mach frightened; the woman wa* groaning
and snored a little; hl*employvr told him to make a Ore,
and that perhaps deceased would get over it: he did so;
Nnhu told witne** that the woman came to the door
ard knocked, and that upon his opening the door she
fell into the room; that ne picked lier up aud placed her
in » cliair for the purpose of resuscitating tier.
The medical te*timony of I>r. I rial went to show that

he made a post mortem examination of the body. That
he found tier sitting in a chair a* described by the
former witnesses. There were three snmll abrasions
on the left wrist, and one also on the little linger of
the right hand. There were alio three white depres¬
sion* on the hand* mid two amali fckyniiioii and *pot*
on the right wri*t; there wa* a slight abrasion at the
outer corner of the right eye, aud the right eye wa*
blackened; a bruise on the forehead, about one inch above
this eye, and two small abrasions on the bridge of tbe
no*e; the upper lip was also cut; *he had bled from the
no*e, and there were *ome spots of blosd on the lower
part of her dre**, on the cape of her bonnet and on her
Angers; tb» hand* wero clenched; the pupil* of the eye*
were widely dilated, and the eyes bright and glassy;
thero were no other mark* of ext-rnal violence on the
body on making a dissection of the nody, 1 found the
lungs colapRed, and the heart tilled with fluid blood, but
they were in a healthy condition; on examining the
stomach, it emitted a strong odor of hydrocianlc acid,
and the mucu* membrane of the stomach and a portion
of the inte*tlne* were very much Inflamed; the mem¬
braneous substance of the brain was *omewhat eon

E*ted; the other viscera of the body were in a

altliy condition; in the room I found a small
bottle of oyanide of potassium and nereral large'
bottles containing liquid* which emitted a strong odor
of bydrncianic acid, and was probably a solution
of cyanide potassium. 1 took the stomach and a portion
of the inte*tines, together with the bottle*, to the New
York Medical College, where I assisted Professor Pore-
mus in making an analyxi* of their content*. After re¬
peated and careful analysis the sioinach gave abundant
evidence of a Urge quantity of hydrociauie acid. There
were a number of yellow *pot* on the cape and other
part* of the bonnet, and a few drops of thu fluid con¬
tained in one of the botile* placed upon a bonnet pro¬
duced similar stain*. From the examination of the b ody.
together with the analyze* of the *tomach, 1 am *atisfled
that the death of the deceased wa* canned by hydrocia-
nic acid'or one of It* compounds
Coroner Gamble then charged the jury upon the evi-

dence elicited, wha, after a few moment* deliberation,
rendered the following verdict .
We tlnd that the unknown woman came to her death

by liydrocianic acid, or one of it* cumpound*. The jury
have reason to believe that the poiMm wa* administered
by John Nuhn, .Inn. 4, 1H56.
tfpon the rendition of the verdict, Coroner (Jumble

committe d Nuhn to the Tomb* to await the action of
the Grand Jury.
As yet no clue ha* been obt* ned to the identity of

the deceased, although the (oroner ha* use every
means in hi* power ti ascertain the deceased'* ntuie,
and to clear up the mystery attending thi* strange
case.
The decea-ed w as about thir'y two years of age, and

is opposed to have been a native of Ireland. In her
pocket wss found a paper directed to James Hnliigan,
N«. .3 West Broadway. In her purse were found a tivo
dollar bill und a piece of ribbon.
