On {he organization of the Plerce adminis-
tration, then, a strong, radical, flat-footed sab-
terranean democratic foreign policy was adopt-
‘ed, stropgly reasoned with filibusteriem, and
with active sympathy in behalf of the Jacobini-
'cal schémes of the European revolutionary
eocieties. This programme, chalked out hy
Dudley Menn in his letter from Paris of Feb-
rusry, 1853, was substantially engrafted npen
the Inaugural; and in the persons of Dudley
Mann, Jefl, Davis, and Caleb Cushing wes
‘ntroduced into the Cabinet. To this ultrared
republican and filibustering platform, also, is
the country indebted for such Eurcpean sp-
pointments as those of Soulé, Sanders, Sickles,
DBelmont, Daniel, Robert Dale Owen, and sich.
Hence the original bold instructions of Marcy
to Sculé, snd the belligerent and revolutionary
proceedingd of that gentleman, from Madrid to
Ogtend, from Ostend to London, and from Lon-
don to Calais, where his high-handed career
was temporarily modified by Louis Napoleon.
Heace the original bold instructions to Belment,
and to oor representatives at the Continental
monarchiee generally. Hence the circalars of
Marey upon diplomatic coate and breeches; and
hence, too, the mistake of Mr. Spence, at Con-
stantinople, in declaring to the Sultan that the
Uniled States were enlisted in the causs of
Turkey. The policy laid down by Dudley
Mann was o faecinating as to be irresisiible,
It was, in o word, the policy of active propa-
gandiem of democratic principles and manifest
destiny in both hemispheres, through a new
school of Amerizan diplomats, and a new system
of Americen diplomacy, beginning at the tailor's
shop snd culminating In & gencral bLlaze of

war.
Marcy was, for a time, fairly taken in by

this dashing and formidable foreign platform of
his aseistant secretary. There was something
poeitively refreshing in it to the old fogy Pre-
misr; ond for a time he joined in the sports of
his Young Amerizan diplomatic subordinstes,
pretty much in the style of the prancings of an
old cart borse &mong a drove of young un-
breken colts in a clover field.

Hard Times and Their Romedles.

There are at the present moment, at the low-
est computation, from fifteen to twenty thon-
tand persons out of cmployment in this city
alone. I we add to these the number of indivi-
duale who are entirely dependent upon them
for support, and averaging perhaps four or five
in a family, we have a sum total of present
distress and prospective embarragsment which
is alarming to contemplate. The spectacle ‘of
s0 many unfortunates euflering at once from
the pressure of want and the rigors of a severe
winter, is sufficiently peinful without baving
its horrors aggravated by other considerations.
But those other considerations, distressing as
they are, will at least have one usefal effect—
that of awakening attention in the minda of
many who would otherwise have no feeling for
their suffering fellow creatures. Thnese perzons
will net be sble to blind themselves to the fact
that crime is an almost invariable concomitant
of misery, and that unless steps are takean to
prevent the epread of the latter, and to relieve
Its present nocessities, its ultimate evils will
re-act tenfold more heavily upon their own
pockets, in the shape of the increased taxation
to which these forzed additions to our criminal
statistics must lead.

But what are the remedies, it will be asked,
whichare best adapted to meet net only the
immediate pressure of those ewils, but to
earry our laboring population safely through
the crinie that is at presont wolghing
o heavily npon them? The question has ifs dif-
ficulties, but it is snsceptible of an nuswer. It
is not, however, by the ineffective palliatives ‘
that have hitherto been suggratad or attemptod,
that a eolution can be given to them. Calami-
ties lile {hose of which we are now speakirg
sre nct to be repaired by eleemosyuary efforts,
either on the part of the public or of indivi-
duulg, Talk not to ue of soup kitehens, where
alms are doled out underneath the very cona-
ters that have ministerad to the extravagance
which has caused all this distress. Abstain
from ineulting the misery of the poor, by “fid-
dling" schemes for their relief—schemes which
suggest but too apily to the mind tha philan-
thropical occupation of Nero while Lis eapital

Works withio the next guarier of a century, on

docks we daily becoming more essenvie) for
the requirements of our commerelal ahipplog.
In the next there are 4o iiinny pertons cot of em-
ployment.that labor can now be Yad vt a less cost
than it probably will at any ature period; add-
ed to which considerstion, it basbegome o ques-
tion vitally aficcting the peace of the commu-
nity, how we are to provide work for all thess
idle hands, Viewed, thercfore, in the light
both of peliey and necessity, we know no maa-
sures which recommend theniselves so elrongly
to the attention of the public as those that we
bave soggested. Five or ten millions laidout
in this way, will, to say the leasi ofit, be as
usefully and profitably employed as the twelve
or fifteen millions ezpended on the Crotan
aqreduoct.

MADAME SILYIE DR GRASSE ALEXANTRINE BE PAU.

Madame Do Pau died on the 5th inst., in the eighty.
second year of Ler age, at Ler residenze, No, 2 De Pan
row. Her funeral, =hich took place at two o'clock in
the afterncon, was sttended by her pumerous rela-
tives axd a Jarge pumbor of friends. The ceremo-
nles were celebraled in Ft. Apne's Caurch, Elghth
street, by the Rewv, Dr. Faorbes, who promounced & glow-
ing eulogy vn ke charucter of the deceaded, lo accord:
ance with the rites of the Cutholle chureh, of whiah:
Mudame Do Panu had, during ber long and eventiu! life,
been o devoted member, (ho saeramont of the Mass wan
celubrated in addition 10 the usual prayers for the dead.
At the conclusion of these cercmonics, the remains were
conveyod to Calvery Cemptery, nd there deposited
beiide those of her hushand, who died in the year 1836,
in the wixty third year of Lis age,  On tho cofin was the

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Madame De Fau was the youngest of the six daughters
of Count De Grasse, whose clfective service in the war for
our nativoal independence should never cosse to be re-
gurded with the moat grateful feolings. The Count com-
manded tke French fleet, but independent of this he con-
tributed one hnpdred thousand dollars, which be ob-
tainad from the sale of Lis patrimonial estate of “Tilly,”
towards the maiatensnce of the canse [n which be had
enlisted, The Do Grasse fumily were among the oldest
and most aristocratic In France, tracing thelr pedigree
as far back ag the eighth century, and were allowed
privileges at court which were enjoye! by few, it any,
of the French nobility. The Count Limself was per- |
mitted to enter the presence of royalty with his head
covered, and bad the feur de lis nmeng hie armorial
bearinge.

The Count De @russe arrived ot a most opportune mo-
ment during onr revolotionary stroggle. He salled
from France atout the end of March, 1781, with a
poweriul fleet, consirting of twenty-six ships of the
line, and followed by an immense couvoy of (wo or
three hundred merchantmen., After & most suceessful e
seried of manceuvres, in which he severn! {imes cutwitted
the Foglish sdmirals Rodney snd Hood, he blocked ap
Jumen and York rivers #o as to cut off Cornwailis’ re.
treat, end landed three thousand Freach troops, which
joined those under the command of Lufayeite, increas-
ing the Freuch foree to seyen thousand, We nevd not
recapltulute what followed, as it ls knuwn to every one
acquainted with the history of our Revolution, A:are-
turn for the sigoal secvice which he had rendered, and
the active part he took in the war, the Count De Grasse
wan prosented wilk four pleces of brass enmmon, with
their calsion, ke. He wos also rewarded by his sove.
reign, Louls XV, whe conferred cpon him several
ttles, &5 o mark o f Ly fever, for the «uccessful monner
in which be performel the {mpertan: miscion upos
which ho had hesn sent to this country,

During the Revolutloz of 1750, which lod to thenTmnst
tetal extinetion of the French sristoeracy, the De Grasse
family were forced to #y from Varis to ecscape
the fate which threatened all of noble birth, Madame
De Pau wes secreted in a barrel, snd in this concealment
eluded the kearch, which was never relaxed during the
reign of terror, for evesy one of moble hirth, While in
Parie eha saw the bead of che Princess de Lamballe, ear-
ried on the point of a pols wfler her execution ut the
guillotive. Tn company with her three sisters, Maleme
Do Paa, who was at the' time vomarried, eszaped from
Parin to Havre, where they embarked for the Unitod
Btates. Om ther arrival at Poston thay were recelved -
with mwarked distinztion by Gene=al Derby, and General
Hamilien and Asrou Burr used lhelr lafluence with
Congross fn obiaining for them a pension of one thoa-
sand dellare & year each for four years.

After a brlef residence in Boston, Malame De Pun
went to Chinrleston where she married Mr, De Pan. aleo n
native of France, but wko had long betn s residat of
that city. Mr, Le Pac bad, by his wercantile abilities,
