Mr. WALfOtD neat addreaaed the meeting He aald
he was afraid that the preaent panic would not teach
he workingmtn cummon aenae but what ha* occurred
disabused hit mind upon thin point. He had oocaaion
sometime ago to addreaa a meeting in the Park , and at
that time e\prea*«d bimaelf in favor of land reform,and of preventing the exportation of corn from the
country while thq mechanic* were in a atarring condi
tion. and th* worUingraen were out of employment.He thought that Ave dollara waa sufficient to pay for a
barrel of flour, aa there waa plenty of it in the country,and he waa in favor of paaaing a law preventing .Pecu¬lation in provision*. The people of the country should
have the advantage of the grain grown in it, but in¬
stead of this they aent it out of the country to knglaiMl,bee a use they got five centa more on the barrel for it
theie. Our tirat object ahould be to put a atop to thia.
to reduce the labor in the market by making the land
free to all. The speaker laid he was uot as yet
a citizen, but a* he intended to become
cue he was deeply concerned in thia question, as
one that affected his fellow -mechanics, and he therefore
desired to have a law pa*»ed to prevent the repetition of
auch a condition of tuinga in future. What would the
people of Kurope »ay. when they hear of a mass meetingof unemployed mechanic* in this country.a countrywhich they corn-ideie 1 the happiest and the moat free
upon the taceof tbe;earth. f/»t us not, said he, belle
their thoughts, but do all In our power to make it *o,
and to lender the maaa of the people prosperous an I
linppv. He concluded by expressing the hope that this
meeting woulo Ufe its influence in naving a l»w paaaed
to prevent the exportation of grain, by which the price
of it Is increased to aa exborbitant rate, while the work¬
ing classes are in a state of destitution.
The Puksidem taid that they had been considered by

some as Know Nothings, but be desired to tell them that
they were Americans, aud regarded all in the country as
their fellow men. entitled to the same prirllogo*.
He then introduced Mr. Keichter, who addressed
the meeting In English. He said the German
press was against them, but they were determined not
to be put down, as they knew their rights and were de-
termined to maintain them. He simply desired to state
that in this movement they recogniied all as their bro¬
ther*, no matter what their country or their creed.

Mr. Rokokl wa* next introduced. He called their at-
tent on to the htate of the country. there were broken
hanks, but more broken pockets. (Laughter.) lx>tiis
Napoleon had given lour millions and a halt to build
houaee forth® weikiiizinen, that they might be relieved
from the extortion a of landlords. If Napoleon did thH,
he conaidereo it the duty of a republic to do atill more,
where the people were Iree. Tlioae who hal come here
(rem Kurope found that there was very little difference
between a republic and a monarchy. Ho alluded to the
rttiiggleH of the (iraccbi during the time of the ltoman
republic, to limit the amount of land which would bepossessed by each cit/.en This was a return which
should, he continued, he carried out here. The people
were neglected by those whom tney had elected to at¬
tend to their interests, and who, instead of performing
the duty for which they had been elevated to office,
feathered tlieir own nests at the expense of the masses.

Air. Hokum, here proceeded to address the German
portion of the audience substantially as follows^.Bre¬thren.For the first time 1 speak in an assembly like
this. We have not all the same lannuage, but our feel
ins* are the same: they unite u* here with the Amarican
people For the advancement of these sentiments, we
must not only unite with them in sjeechns, but also in
acts In our country we have fought for liberty, and
nianv of us have lost in battle our fathers, brothers, or
sons" Here we are free, but not free enough; we want
the liberty of living. fApplnuee ) We have fought in
Gcrmnnv for liberty of speech and the liberty of the
pres.. The German press 1 a against uh in t hi* move¬
ment, but we need not care for what those papers say
we muat act on our own hook Here we have koe.ial
liberty, liberty of speech, and liberty of the press; and
when we want anvthing that la just, we are bound to
obtain it. (Applause. ) II you don't know your rights
vet, hungtr will teach them to you You don t gethread nor wood, and there is plenty of them
At our revolution in June wc obtained three
months credit, and when we had no brrad we soon ob¬
tained it because we were JOO.OOO bayonets strong. 1-et
ua therefore remember that union ia strength. I have
nothing further to say than to advise you to put in
practice the principles of the social republic. Tiie
Tritninr said, to-day, that the rich would give us a
million if they weie forced to it; but now they will
bold their money in their pockets and refuse to give it
sp. When the wolf is hungry he has no consideration,
anil taken bis food fearlessly whore he findi it it must
be the same with the masses. Help yourselves, and
then God will help you We must act as the wolf, an I
we do not want any auxiliaries. No auxiliaries I/ot
tis act by ourselves. (Applause )

THE FIRE DEPARTMENT
The Proposed New iLaw for the Better En-

fbrrement of the Klrc Ltwi.
We publiah below tlie Uw now before the l>egisiature

of tbe State, in reference to change* about to be effected
in the organization 'of tbe Fire Department.

It la well known that tbe lawi relative to insecure
building* within the Are limit* of the city, hare been
totally disregarded by builders and mason*, who erect
structures notoriously insecure and auch a* no fireman
would rink his life in should a fire break out. The flies
of our newspaper teem with evidence* on thla point,
and the great wast* of life that haa reaulted from the
cupidity and carelessness of buildera, is a sufficient rea
¦on why public attention should b« more distinctly fixed
on this matter.
To remedy this evil, the Board of Fire Wardens

twelve in number, was established, with power to
search out and report all violations of the law. As a

compensation the sum of f'XtO a year baa been given
them, which has lately been Increased to t'jOO With
out reflecting on all the Kire Wardens, many of whom
have performed their duty faithfully, it muat
be confessed that they have totally failed
to accomplish the abject for which they were originally
designed. Buildings are going up every day in utter de¬
fiance of the Iro laws, and no steps are taken to prose¬
cute the buildera according to law.
For this state of things two reasons ure assigned.

first, that the compsasation ia insufficient, as no man
can be expected to devote his whole time to an employ¬
ment that pava so poorly; and second, that the trustses
of 1 the File Department, who are now the only persons
authorized by law to proceed against the builders for
any violation of the Hie laws, have no time or inclination
to attend to this matter. They are obliged to devote
much of their time to the widows and orphans of the de¬
partment. aud as their trust Is a delicate one, they have
an arrangement with their lawyers not to prosecuteany
claim unless tlitvare assured of bringing it to a success¬
ful issue. They do iiot feel justified in urgiag auy doubt¬
ful suit, as it might involve the loss of large sums fn liti*
gation, which wouldof course fall on the fundi of the
department.
With regard to the first reason, we have only to say

that if the Fire Wardens cannot attend to their duties,
they should, as honest men, resign their offices, and not
accept pay for work they tever perform. The second
reascn, however, is a cogent one, and points out one of
the great difliculties to the proper enforcement of the
laws
The law we publish this morning Is designed to reform

this whole matter, and so centralize the poaer of the
department as to effect a thorough reform.

It proposes to appoint three officers who shall b«
known as thet'ominisMonirs of Buildings. Tli«y must !>.
piactical builders of at least fifteen years standing
They are to hold office for six years, and will receive

a salary of two thousand five hundred dollars per an

num. They will have powar to prosecute all violations
of the fire laws, the Comptroller of the city furnishing
them with means to do so, and whatever accrues shall
he paid over to the New York Fire Department J
Tbe number of the Fire Wardens shall be increased to

sixteen, and their salaries fixed at seven hundred and
fifty dollars per annum. They will be required to devote
their whole'time to their duties, and will act under the
orders of the Commissi* ners of Buildings. The way
matters are conducted at present, thej'i re Wardens have
no one to see that they perform their duty, and are re

sponsible to no higher power than themselves.
Nuih in brief is the law. We understand that the

matter will -oon be acted on by the firemen, an I it is to
be hoped that they will recommend some achem" to

remedy this great evil, aud protect th» live* and pro-
pitty l'o our citisu'D*.
