The Commissioners of Emigration held a meeting
yesterday afterncor. A communication from the
Mayor, calllng the attention of the Jomm ssisners
to the complaint of Dr. Byrnes stating that proper
attention was not paid to the health of passeagers
on their voyage to this country and afer landtog,
was placed on flle. Acocoréing to the weekly state-
ment it appears that up to the 10th inst., 3,100 im-
migrants bave a'rived st this port this year, and
that the Commissioners have al present uander
their charge 1,092 persons,

By sn affidavis sunexed to the proceedingn of the
Commissioners of Emigration, it will be seen that a
load of psuper German emigramts, who had been
wrecked on Bable leland and taken to Halifax, had
their passage te this city from the latter place paid
by some upknown person. But a few days sinoe we
recorded the arrival of & number of pauper and
¢ iminal Belgians, whoss paseage had been paid by
the authorities, and it seems a settied purpose with
some of the European governments to force thair
ueeless and troublesome population upon this coun-
try.

In the Board of Councilmen last evening the
petition of mechanics, artisans and laborers askiog
that the Board mey devise some means whereby
they can obtain employment, was received and re:
ferred. A resolution, introduced by Oouncilmsa
Wild, that the Croton Aquedoet Committee take
into consideration the propriety of imme diately con-
structing the main receiving reservoir for the Cro-
ton Aquednct, was referred to the Aqueduct
Committee. The speciil committee to whom was
referred the petition of Wm. Clanoy, elsiming to
have been clected from the Fifth district, reparted
that he bad no claim In law or equity, and called tor
anew election on the first Tuesday in February.
A preamble and resolution from the Governom of ¥
the Almshonse requesting the Council to appro-
printe such sum as they may deem proper for the
purpose of furnishing nttritions food to the poor
during the present deyression in busicess, if in
their opinion such necessily exists, was referred to
the Almshouse Committee. Some other business
was performed, and the Board adjourned to the
12th inst.

Large numbers of nnemployed workmen asembied
in the Park atan eariyhour yesterday morning. A ‘ter
rome speech making, & procession waa formed, and
with banners, bearing various inseriptions, marshed
through the principal st:eets of the city, and back
to the Park agaln. Here more specchifying took
place, and & committze was appointed to walt im-
mediately on the Mayor, who, in anawer to the ¢ ym-
plaint of the committee, raid that he deeply sympe-
thized with the working men, but possessed no
power to grant them relief. Much excitement pre-
valled in the crowd during the day. We referto
our report for particulars.

English Opintons of the War.

British orators in Parllament as well as

Britirh newspapers represent the preseut war
oe one in which civilization is engaged on one
side against barburism on the other. They de

pict the Czar av the genius of the latker, and
cluim for the Western Powers the title of
champions of enlightenment and progress.
They likewise represent that, whereas they are
fighting for the cxtensbon of freedom, their
enemy eombats for the maintenance of despot-
ism. With these ideas, they convince them-
sclves they have a right'to Americen aympathy,
and assume an offended and angry tome be
canee it has net alreudy been wouchsafed to
them.

There is & good «deal of misapprehension
®ere. The British, like most other nations,
are too apt to fancy themselves in the right
underany snd all circumstances, and to believe
when they have & quarl, that their canse is
not enly righteous and just, but humane,
liberal, generous, enlightened and religions,
when in point of fact, the scales of right are
#0 nicely bulanced that it is hard for a neutral
to judge between them and their adversary. It
is only within the last few years that English-
men bave allowed themselves to be convinced
that thes were all wrong in the American war,
and very far from right in the wars against
Napoleon. Eighty years ago the merchants of
Londan were severely reprimanded by the
Court for withholding their sympathy from the
armies sent to subjugate the colonies; and
forty and fifty years ago, a stray writer or
speaker who ventured to deny Eogland's right
to crush Napoleon was immediately clapped into
the stocks. Now it is John Bright who is mob-
bed and burnt in effigy : it is the Upited States
whose ¢ sympathies with barbarismaod despot-
iem”’ are complained of and groaned over In
St. Stephens and elsewhere.

Let us look into this. The allies call Russia
a despotism; and such assuredly it is. From
the days of Peter the Great, the Czar’s throne
has been despotic; and with the exception ofa
few years at the beginning of the reigns of Al-
exander and Nicholas, it has been more than
degpotic, it has been tyrannical. But what is
France but s despotism? Napoleon III. has
quite as much of his own way as Nicholas; and
the Ruseian people seem to have quite as large
a ghare in the government of Muscovy se the
French in that of France. No man pretends se-
riously that France is not a despotism; and
none who have thought over the coup d’etat,
and the other measures of the imperial govern-
ment can depy that it has been and may be still
o despotism of a eruel and most tyrannical or-
der. Wherein then lies the difference between
Nicholas and Napoleon, Russia and France? If
England is trying to break down one despot-
Irm, she is helping sustain another; one at
lenst counterbalances the other. We say no-
thing for the preeent of the despotle features in
the British constitution: the Houre of Lords,
the rule forbidding generals to motice the
bravery of common soldiers, the hereditary
monerch, the privileges of clasecs, &o, &o.
though they ehould be taken into account if
Ruesia isto be placed beyond the pale of na-
tions in consequence of her depotism; the case
of France, so magnificently eulogised in the
British Parliament, is enough to settle the pre-
sent case. If England is entitled to
our sympathy because she sombats a despot in
Ruseia, she bas a right on the same priociple
to onr hatred because she sllies herself with
and sustains a despot in France. What ls
meritorious in the one is compensated by what
is reprehensible in the other: and the position
of England is just the same as if Nicholss were
a republican President or a constitutional
monareh.

Next, as to civilization. Admitting all that
ie said by Britirh writers to be true—Rassia
aims at the conquest of Constantinople, the dis-
pereion of the Turks, the overthrow of Mahome-
teni=m, and the erection of & Russo-Greek em-
pire on the ruins of the Porte. FEogland aims
at the defence of the Turkish empire, the main-
tensnce of Islamism, the repression of the
Greek power. Which of these two plans tends
most direcily to help civilization? Surely not
that which seeks to prop up s system, soclal,
religious and political, which of itself is totter-
ing to pleces; which by universal testimony
is Incapable of further developement or adapta-
tion te the demande of the present day; whose
Jeading features are female debasement, intel-
lectual sloth, sensual indulgence, popular igno-
rance: but rather that which seeks, now that

Itlamism bas had ite day, to sweep away its
mouldy ruins, and to replace them by » young
and vigorous social and religions system, fall
of eap and promise for the future, and susceptl-
ble—as is shown at St. Petersburg—of re-
ceiving the imprint of the highest forms of
civilization. England misleads hereelf and
tries to mislead others by regardiog the
war aa o contest between herself and Russis,
compating her own inetitations with those of
Muecovy, and argulog as though the question
to be decided by the war was whether England
thould become despotic or Russia liberal. This
is all misconception and error. England's in-
stitutions are no more involved in the war than
ours. It is Turkey, not England, that s at
stake; lamism, not Protestantism; the Sultan,
not Poerliament; seraglios and pashalics, mot
free assemblies and an unshackled press. If
the allles conquer, the net result of the war will
be the maintenance of the Sultan’s government
for a while, in the shape of an Anglo-Freneh
Protectorate, till either Abdul Medjid breaks
down in spite of foreign support, or France and
England quarrel, or England changes her mind
on the question as she has done abeut the war
with this country, that with Napoleon, and the
charscter of the present Emperor of the French,
If on the contrary, the Czar is ultimately sue-
ceesful, the net result of the war will be a Rus.
#ian conquest of Turkey, the expulsion of the
Turks, and cither the annexation of the do-
minions of the Porte to Russia or thelr erection
into a Russian protectorate with the Greek re-
ligion, like modern Greece. No one has ever
supposed that the Czar intended to go any
further, and to aseail England at bome, Com-
mon s¢nee Is too plentitul in Europe for either
of the belligerents to entertain views of con-
quest or internal interference with each other,
Turkey alone is at stake; and the argument
that becavse England is generally more civilized
than Ruseis, therefore the war is one of clivili-
zation against barbarism, rests upon a misap-
prebension of the real gnestion at issue, and is
nothing but a fallaey.

Whether the act
was in itself v, wise ane, and well calculated to
sttain the end desized, may safely be question-
ed. Last century England thought it incom-
bent om her to tight her colonies: she was beat-
en, and now thanks Heaven it wws so. Had
she been succeseful, the would not have been
nearly £0 great a nation as she is, At the be-
ginping of ihis century, the same Eoglaad
thougbt her sufety depended on her crashing
Nspoleon, and this time, she succeeded. The
consequence has been grioding debt on her
own people, and intermittent periods of tyrauny
aud revolution on the contineat ever siuce.
On both oceasions she was clearly wrong. It
is quite worth inguiring whether she may not
be wrong again. If Ruseis bad been allowed
to seize Torkey, the " chances are very great
that ber ruln would have followed. Seduced
by the charm of a genial climate, and habits of
oriental luxury, the Russian aristocracy wouald
bave deserted St. Petersburg and Moscow for
Constautinople, and in spite of all the efforts of
the Czars the capital of the empire would have
been removed to the shores of the Dardanellea
From that day Russis would have ceased to be
o European Power. No nation has ever been
trapsplanted with success. Removed from the
enows and wilds in which the Muscovites have
grown to strength and might, and settled in
the gorgeous plaing of Turkey, the Russian
character would have lost its nerve, and would
insensibly have assimilated to that of the
Turk. A residence of one century and a half
at Byzantium enfeebled and destroyed the Ro-
man empire; the empire of the Czars, tornfrom
its native home, and planted on the same soil,
would inevitably bave met the like fate. Na-
tions are llke individuals; half their lives are
spent in eearch of objects which are ruinius
when attained, or in trying to avert seem.
ing dangera which are really benefits in dis-
guiee.

GoVERNOR GARDNER'S INAUGURAL ADDRESS,—
While the Know Nothings of New York are
languidly combatting the intrigues of Mr. Se-
word, thore of Mussachusetts have set to work
vigorouely to lay the axe at the root of the
tree. Gov. Gordner's addrees to the Legisla.
tare contalns the most emphatic and thorough
enupciation of Know Nothing sentiment that
hasyetappeared in print. One or two points
thercin are worth notice. 1t is, as the Gover-
nor remarks, a most striking fact that the ruin
of all republics of former ages has been brought
about by the agency of foreigners. The case
of the Greek republics and Rome are familiar
to every student. Until the Macedonians in-
vaded the Peloponnesus both Athens and La-
cedemon were powerful and flourishing States;
their downfall dates from the period when the
men of Macedon found their way among them,
divided their souncils, and by fomenting disu-
nion paved the way for the northern congueror.
Rome in like manner ruled the world until the
fatal potion of conceding to the conquered
races the rights and privileges of Boman citi-
zens become o law of the State. Then the
name—s0 long the dread of despote—becamen
byeword, When Roman eftizens were found
from the banks of the Ebro to the shores of the
Levant, speaking half a score of langnages,
obeying fifty different systems of laws, aud
moved by constantly jarring interests, then de-
cay began to be felt at the capital —the nation-
sl vigor was gone—and there was none of
Rome’s pristine strength left to repel the bar-
barian. Precisely the same thing occurred
with the Italian republics of the middle ages.
Guelpbs and Ghibeline, Germans and Swiss,
French and Austrians invaded the little inde-
pendent States of Italy, sapped the bond
of union which had united the oitizena of each,
and diesolution and enslavement speedily fol-
lowed. Ifanything is taught by history, it is
that the first duty of the statesman is to guard,
88 the palladium of the State, the pure and un-
sdulerated nationalty of the peaple. That duty
bas been eadly neglected hitherto in this coan-
iry. That there should be a necessity for dis-
banding bodies of srmed foreigners marching
urder the German or the Irish flag in the Uni-
ted States—or for discountenancing the sale
of the compact Irish vote or German vote at
elections—argues a culpable indifference in
past legislatures. The time is not past how-
ever for remedying these errors. We can still

bat by implication censures those who are con-

stantly stirring up strife, and serving the de- |

United Btates. “The dominani race,” eays

he, ‘‘mnst regulate the incoming class. Such |

is political destiny, and history provesit.” It
thie be true of the European, how mych truer
of the Afriean? If we are bound to regulate
the Irich and the Germans, how much more the
negroes? How much more plainly incumbent
on us to provide against the encroachments of
a race numerically formidable, and unlike our-
gelves in mental and physioal organization, in
every trait of mind, heart and body, than to
goard sgainst the rame danger from races
whose forefathers were our own, and whose na-
tional character is only distinguished from ours
by the effects of a couple of centuries of seps-
tion apd different mode of living!

We noticed Mrs, Washington rest'ng on the arm’of sn
oid soldier from Kentucky, the son of an officer who
fought under General Washington at Yorktown,

We rogret we cannot give the eloquent speeches from
Mr. Wilson, the eloquent orator of the HSix Nations, and
from the preaident of the O !

Eeveral specches were also made on bowrd the boat,
the most interesiing of which was by Dr. Bundown, s
Seneca Indian. It was interpreted by one of hin tribe.
It waa full of historical reminiscences, and he was fre-
quently interrupted by outbursts of applanse,

After be had concluded, Goneral Coomns addressad the
old soldiorn in behalf of the red men who onee owned
this beautiful country, but whe now had scarcely
encogh of it for s praveyard. He said some of them
hsd fought by his side, during the last war with Great
Britain, with perfect sel’-devolion, and had shared with
bim im eaptivity and suffering. He would scorn %o be
the beneficiary of a g t that would take every-
thing away and give nothing in return. Thess Indlans
were poor and the government rich. He hoped his
brotk would trib ugh to ssnd them
home, and make the pot boll when they got there. He
cencluded by saying that when the great chief, Colomel
Goorge, was & brave soldler on the Niagara frontier, he
was willing to take him by the hsnd as a brother,
and he would do so now, (which he did.)

There was then an old-fashioned shaking of hands all
around, which was followed by thres suceossive war
whoopa m (ke part of the Iadians,

Mr. Witson, the Indian orator, then spoke with great
emphasis and effect, and was followsd by Col. Baldwin,
wha intredueed an old colored sallor, who spun a yarn
of much imterest of the trials and dangers during the
War.

On reaching the National Hotel, in this city, the old
soldswers formed in close order, and were addressed by
General Coombs, in a brief farewell speech.

Funds were then raised by the efforts of Col Youny
and Col. Baldwin, to pay the expenses of the poor wol-
diers and Indians, and all retired to their several abodos,
fatigued, but delighted with the eventa of the duy,
