CITY MATTERS IN THE LEGISLATURE.

A*F.MH)«(I THE CnARTKR OF NEW YOKg CITT.
On the 5th iaat., Mr. hnvrt.«**T introduced in the Ai-

eembly the following bill .
AJ> ACT TO AMIBD TiiH CKAKTVR OF Til* CITT OP MI TOK.

Seo 1. The legialative power of the corporation of the
city of New York ahall be ve*ted in the Boarl of Aider
men and a Board of A**i*tant*, who, together, ahall
form the Common Council of the city of Sew York.
fee 2. Each ward of the city of New York ahall lie

entitled te elect one i>er*ea to be denominated the Alder-
man of the ward, and the persons no choaen, together

tall form the Board of Aiuerraen; and each ahall aUo
r entitled to elect one peraon, to be denominated an A*-,

itant Aldermkn, and the persona ao choaen, together
.all form the Hoard of Aaiiatanta.
See. i. The Aldermen and AiaUtant Aldermen ahall be
>o«en for oue year, and no one ahall he elegibln to
tlier office who shall aot be, at the time of hie election,
leaidemt of the ward for which he ia cho«en.
Sec. 4. The annual cl*ction for charter officer* shall
tnmeoco on the aecond Tueaday in April, and the

officer* elected ahall be aworn into office on the aecond
Tuesday ia May thereafter, and all proviaioru of law
HOW ia force ia regard to the modltlcation, duration and
conduct ef election* for Member* of Aaaembly. au l in
regard to the appointment, power* an l dutie* of the
inapector* holding the *aiue, aball apply to the annual
electioaof charter officer*.

See. .. Ihe drat elect ioo ahill take place on the aecond
Tueaday ia April, 18M, and these now in ofllce ahall coa-
tiaae ia until then.

Seo. 6. The Boar J of Aldermen ihall hare power to
direct *pecial elcctioaa to tU vaciaciea in their Hoard,
by death or other* lee, and the Aaaiatant* ahall hare
like power with regard to their Board.

See. 7. Each Board aball bare power to compel attend¬
ance of member*. and punlah for miaconduct, he.

See. S. The atoted and special meetinga to be regu¬
lated bv each Board.

See. 9. No member of either Board thall hold any
office far wUeh the emolument* are paid from the city
treaaurr, er by fee* directed to be paid by any law of
the State, or be directly or indirectly intereated in any
contract, the expeoae of which i* to be paid by the city.
Bat thi* eection *h«ll not deprive tey Alderman or A«
alatont of any emolument or fee* which he U entitled to
tiT virtue ef hi* office.

See. 10. All ordinary appropriation* for the iupport
end government of the Almahouae Department ahall be
.ubmlttod by the Governor* to a board of commitainn
ere, <-ona latin* of the Mayor, Recorder, Comptroller, the
Pmidentof the Board of Aldermen, and the Preiideat
of the Board of Aeaietaat Aldermen. If approved, the
»a»e ahall be aubmitted to the Board of Supervisor*
and if they dlaapprove, they (ball return them, with
their objections. for racoat (deration, aad if two third*
adhere to the original approprlatloaa, the and commit
.loner* shall again return the aame to the Supervisor*.

See. 11. The Board of Kducation ahall alao anbmit in
Uhe manner aU appropriation*, and tbey ahall take the
aaate course.

Sec. 18. Common Council to make necessary arrange¬
ments for elections authorized by this act.

AMENDING THE FOLIC! LAW.
On the 0th instant Mr. 8ti:yvsbant introduced the fol¬

lowing bill:.
AM AIT IN KKLATION TO THH POLIOS UKPABTJUNT Of TUK

CITY or NXW YORK.
Sec. 1. The first, seventh und eighth sections of arti¬

cle second, and the first section of article third of the
act in relation to the Polioe Department of the olty and

> ountj of New York, passed April 13, 1853, are hereby
epealod; and the Chief of Police, a» therein named,
hall hereafter be appointed by the Board of Commis¬
sioners of Police, herein provided for. The Chief so ap¬
pointed 31Kill hold his office for the term of four years
from the date of this appointment, and the term of
offlce of the Chief of Police shall forever thereafter be
four years from the date of appointment.

i?ec. 'J. The second section of article third of the act
< -in relation to the Police Department of the city and

county of New York," passed April la, 1853, is
herebv amended so as to read as follows
Erorv officer, policeman and doorman, must be a citizen
of t'he United States, of the State of New York,
ami a resident of the city of New York,
sad previous to his appointment shall present
to the President of the Board of Commissioners
of Police a certificate signed by twenty-five reputable
citizens, certifying that they have been personally ac¬
quainted with the applicant for five years last past, and
that during that time such applicant has borne a goo.l
character for honesty, morality and sobriety. He must
also present to the President a certificate of a surgeon
appointed bv the Commissioner! of Police, that he has
professionally examined such applicant, und that he is
it man of sound body and roDust constitution, and is
able to sustain the labors and exposures of a patrolman.
The applicant must also establish to the satisfaction of
the Board that he can read and write legibly the English
language, and that he understan-l* the first four rules of
arithmetic. All vacancies in nny of said offices shall be
filled in like manner. The members of the Police Depart¬
ment (except as provided for by this act) shall hold their
offices during good behavior, an<l shall only be removed
for cause, an hereinafter provided.

Sec. 3. , all of the city of New York, are hereby
ccu -tiiuted and appointed a Board of Commissioners of
Police, for the establishment of rules and regulations of
the Police Department of the city and county of New
Voik; for the appointment of a Chief of Police, and all
officers, including clerks, policemen, and doormen, con¬
nected with the department: which Board, on the first
day of July, A. D., 1855, shall succeed to all the powers
and duties of the Board of Commissioners of Police here¬
tofore established. And on that day the term of tffice
of the present Chief of Police shall expire; but nothing
herein contained shall be construed to impair or annul
the validity of any appointment heretofore made, ex¬
cept the appointment'of the present Chief of Police and
all appointments by him made. Nor shall the act be
construed to prevent the continuance in office of the
present Chief of Police, until his successor shall be ap¬
pointed.

Sec. 4. The Commissioners named in the last section,
t-hall moot on the 30th of Jane, 1856. between the hours
of 12 o'clock at noon, and one o'clock P. M.. at the office
of the County Clerk, in the City Hall of the city of New
York, and the County Clerk shall administer to such
Commissioners the oath of oflico, and in their presence
-hall prepare fonr ballots, upon two of which shall be
written the words "For short term,'' and upon the
other two ballots shall be written the words " For long
term." Huch ballots shall be by him deposited in the
jury box, and the Commissioners shall each draw one ot
said ballots. The term of offioe of the \wo who shall
draw the ballots designated "For short torm." shall
expire on the 31st day of December. 1857. and tne term
of office of the two who shall draw the ballots designs
ted "For long term," shall expire on the 31st day of
December, 1860. In case of failure of any or all of the
Commissioners to attend such drawing, the County
Clerk shall draw for either or all of such absentees, and
such drawing shall have the same effect as though the
Commissioners were all present and the oatli of office
shall be administered before they enter upon the duties
of the offlce.

Sec. 6. The Board of Commissioners of Police shall
organize on the 1st Monday in July, 1855, or as soon
tbereaftar as practicable, shall select oue of their nun
ber as President for one year, and shall appoint a clerk
who shall hold his oilice during the pleasure of the
Bosrd, and whese duty it shall be to attend stated
meeting* of the Board, and keep a record of its pro¬
ceedings, und who will be paid by the Supervisors of
the city and county of New York, a salary not exceed¬
ing >1,500 per annum. On the 1st Monday in July of
each year, the Board shall re-organize by the appoint¬
ment ot one of its members as President for the ensu¬
ing year; and all order*, notlies, appointments to or
expulsions from the department shall be isiuedlntlie
name of such President, anil attested by the clerk of
ths Board. The Board shall have exclusive power to
appoint the clerk to the Chief of Police, who sliall con¬
tinue to be paid by the Supervisors of the city and coun¬
ty of New York in the manner heretofore provided.

Pec. 6. The Hoard of Commissioners of Police shall be
provided by the Common Council of the city of New
York, with a room, in which they (hall hold sessions
daily (except on Sundaj * and day* nsually observed as
holidays,) for transacting the duties devolving upon
them, and for the purpose of unilormity in their pro¬
ceedings, shall designate in their regulations specific
days for specific classes of duties. A m Ijority of their
number sh«B constitute a quorum for the transaction of
business: bnt no appointment or expulsion shall be
made except on concurrence of three members of the
Bosrti. For their services, the commissioners herein
provided 'or shall severally receive a salary not exceed¬
ing #:;.0U0 per annum, to be fixed upon by the Board of
Supervisors of the city and county of New York, which
salary :>haU not be diminished during the continuance of
their term of office.

.Sec. 8. At the general election in the year 1857, and in
everv succeeding year thereafter, there hall be elected
by tLe electors of the tity of New York, in the name
manner that county officers for said city are elected, two
Commissioner* of Police but no ballot aliall have upon
it more than one name for auch commissioner, and the
two persons receiving the highest number of vote* shall
be declared elected. The perron* so elected aliall. on.or
before the 1st day of Januftry next ensuing such elec
tlon. take the oath ot office before the Clerk of the Board
of Police Commissioners, and on <aid 1st day of January
stall succeed to all the powers, duties, liabilities and
emoluments of the members of tin Hoard of Commission¬
ers first named in this act, and shall hold their office for
four years thereafter. Vacancies occurring In the Board
by death, resignation or removal, shall be tilled for the
residue of the term in the same manner that /acancies
are filled that occur in the otfioe of a Justice of the 8u
preme Court.

Sec. 8. No Commissioner of Police appointed or elect
ed under the provisions of this act. and who shall <iuali-
fy by taking the oath of office, shall hold any other of¬
fice. The acceptance of any other office shall be deemed

a resignation of the office of Commissioner of Polioe.
Sec. 9. Tlie Mayor of the city of New York shall con¬

tinue to be the head of the Police Department in said
city, and shall be a member (by virtue of bit office) of
the Board of Commissioners of Police herein provided
for, and shall lie entitled to vote upon all questions aris¬
ing in said Board, and entitled to all the powers of a
member of the Board, bat without compensation there-
tor.

Sec. 10. All ae.ts or parts of acts'nconsistent with the
provisions of this act, are hereby repealed.

AN ACT TO LKOAL1ZX PRIMARY ELECTION* IN T11K I (TV OF

NKW YORK.
Whenever a political party in the city of New York

having an organization, representing the'member* of the
party residing in niU city, shall, twenty day* previous
to any general electon, notify the Common Council
thereof, that tbey have resolved to bold a primary elec¬
tion at the same time and place at which the general
election aball be held, a box marked " primary,' and
with the name of such party, shall b« provided by said
Common Council, at the poll* of each election distjlct.
At «ueh election every elector wbo ha* voted for the

candidate* for State o*t for the State Legislature,
and for Cohimi, nominated by *ny party giving *ald
notice, or either of then, may deposit a ballot in the box
marked "primary,'' appropriated for such party. Such
ballot shall be endorsed 11 primary,'' and shall coutsin
the name* of persons not exceeding ten, resiling in the
district in which the election is held.
The person* having tbe greatest number of votes shall

constitute together In each election district, a 'comm t
tee for the same, for one year, commencing on the first
of January then next; and from whom shall be Kslected
bj lot, at a regular meeting of said committee, duly con¬
vened on a notice of six day*, *11 committees and con
ventions required for any political purpose, of said
party, In any ward, county, State, or in the United
State*, according loth* rule*. usage* and practice of
the party whom tbey ire chosen to represent; and s.tid
committee* and convention* (ball be composed exclu¬
sively of persons so selected.

Alf proceeding* under tbl* act shall be conduotnd,
as far as poarible, in the same manner a* at general eiec
tlon* and all law*, now or hereafter in force, in relation
to such elections, as to the manner of voting and of
challenge*, the canvass and estimate* of vote*, and all
penaltie* for wllfnl and corrupt false (wearing or affirm
mg, for neglect of duty, for bribery, menace, or other
corrupt meats or device whatever, to influence any
elector in giving hie vote, or to deter him from giving
tbe sane or for any other conduct unlawful in relation
to general election*, *ball be applicable to election* held
pursuant to this act.

markable feature in the report* ia the enlarged amount
of relief, the expenditure having been double that of
the corresponding month of the paat year, occasioned
chiefly by the great increaae of aaitatanoe to resectablemechanic! ana laborer*, during the preaent distress.
Aid haa been freely, bnt not profuaely or indiacreetly
given. Careful inveetigation in regard to all new and
doubtful cases haa preoeded relief. It waa reaolved that
the following ab»tract of the labor* of the previoua
month benubliahed, via:.
Number or families relieved 4,270
Number of peraona relieved 19,274
Number of visit* 4,425
Relief and appropriation* $16,133 30

It may be etated, for the information of peraona unac-

S tainted with the inatitution, that it ia now, aa during
e paat eleven years, in effective operation. Ita three

hundred and sixty-one visiters are distributed so as to
cover the whole island, from river to river, and from the
Battery to Klugabridge. fly this minute division of
labor and responsibility, it fa prepared, ao far aa the
means shall be supplied, to meet every proper want of
the needy. The laborious yet inestimable services of
the visiters are entirely gratuitous.
The arrangements for the attainment of its objects

are, first, a division of the city into twenty-two districts,
corresponding with the wards, and the appointment of
an advisory committee of five person* in each; and next,
by a further divliion of th* districts into thr*e hundred
and sixty-one sections, and the appointment of a visiter
to each section.
Thus, it will be seen that the diversified labors of each

district are confided to the careful supervision and con¬
trol of a separate committee, and that eaeh section haa
it* visiter, whose field of labor I* compressed to a limit
which admita of his personal attention to the needy
therein. For, in whatever part of the city the
needy apply to the member* of the aaaoeiation
for aid, by means of a direotory and printed
ticket*, they are' sent back to th*ir appropriate sec¬
tion and visiter, whose proximity to the residence of
the applicants enables him by personal visitation and in¬
quiry to extend, withhold or modify relief on well de¬
fined principles, according to the deserti and necessities
of every case.

Assistance ia thus rendered, not only with great cau¬
tion, but with great secresy and delicacy, for It is un¬
known to any except the visiter and grocer. No degra¬
dation, consequently, follows such relief; nor is it the
means of undermining ons right principle, or of en¬
feebling one well directed impulse.

The position as¬
sumed by the plaintiff is, that the credit in this transac¬
tion was given by Meyer to the defendant, and that,
therefore, it waa an original undertaking by the latter.
In support of this it is shown that Meyer had some trou¬
ble in collecting his bill from Bamtow, and finally told
him he could board him no longer; that then Barstow
referred to the defendant in this eity, and requested a
friend to wait upon him and nee it he would become
responsible for the future board of himaelf and
family. After some conversation between (illicit
and the defendant, the latter stated liow he had be¬
come acquainted with Barstow, mentioned the name
of his uncle, and said he would aee him and induce
him to advance money for his ^nephew.at the same
time naying, "I would not like to see Barstow and his fa¬
mily turned out of doora; let him star on, and I will see
his bill paid;" and on thiapromi se Meyer allowed him to
run up a bill of over $160. That afterwards Gulick called
on defendant in Meyer's be! *lf, and defendant said he
had not yet seen Barstow's uncle: that ho did not want
to advance the money himself, but wanted to get it from
Barstow's friends, and at one time said to Meyer, "Your
money is as safe «*if you had Invested It at seven per
cent interest; my word is as good a* my bond;" and at
anoth' r teilirg Gulick that h; intended to sue Barstow
for this bill, and had already put the papers in the law¬
yer's hands for that purpose. These facts would seem

to indicate that the defendant had contracted originally
to pay Barstow's board, and was consoious that he had
done so. On cross-examination of the witness, however,
it appeared that Barstow had given a note to Meyer for
his board; that he had tried to iuduce defendant to en-

i dorse it, but that he refused, and that this note waa re¬
newed. and that the last note remains unpaid. There is
no doubt in my mind that under the testimony produced
by the plaintiff in |Chitf, kthat the promiae made by the
defendant was an original contract, not to pav a debt of
Barstow, but to create and u>ay a liability or his own.
and was therefore without the statute of frauds. But
from the cross-examination of the witness I am satisfied
that the doctrine in 13 Wendell appliea; and in my capa¬
city of a juror, in order to determine the faots, I must
find, taking into consideration the giving of the notes by
Barstow for this very claim, and their acceptance by
Meyer, is sufficient to place the defendant's promise
within the statute.
