Tlie idea of waiting for the
mud to harden is a capital way the contractors have
devised of getting over the difficulty; but we trust the
Commissioner will see tliat they provide the proper
carts, and that the streets are kept clean, no matter
what may be the consistency of the mud.

That the yard iu the rear of 123 Chambers street is a

nuisance.
Tliat there is a large collection of ashes in front of 117

and 119 West Twenty third street, and that the German
coal pickers scatter them aliout.
That the streets of the Fourth ward arc in an awful

condition, being blocked up with mud and tilth, and that
James street, between Madison ana Chatham, has not
been eleaned in tlve months.

honor of presiding over such a body or men as I s*e
before me, is such an one as 1 cannot too highly appre
ciate I cheerfully accept tho place, and shall attempt
faithfully to discharge lis duties, devoting to the bust
dci-h and the interests of the committee all the time
and attention which I can withdraw from the exac¬
tions of ptrsoual and pro essiooal engagements. With¬
out professing to much knowledge of the rules of delib¬
erative bodies, but not being altogether without capaci¬
ty to learn. 1 will sodii-charge theoiilcs as. if possible, to
produce in your minds the conviction that it*
duties have been perlormed with fairness and integrity,
it not in close regard to technical rules. Gentlemen,
it is, perhaps, not inappropriate in view of the
circi instances under which our organization is now ef¬
fected, and the events surrounding us, that I should
say something in respect of the position of the uational
democratic party, its past and its future. Theresas
been of late mush sa d about "fus'on," aud it i< well
known that some members of the democratic party, at¬
tached to its principles and recognizing it j organisations,
have supposed that the time has arrived when either
one or the other of tbe democratic organization* now

existing in this State, shall be abandoned, and "union
and harmony" bn again re-established. For one, I do
not know what the term ' fusion'' means, nor am 1 pos¬
sessed of the explanatim of the term which those who
¦o frequently and freely handle it woaid give. But as
some seem to underKtand it, tbe proposition implies that
our organization shall be surrendered, and our princi¬
ples abandoned to that section of the party towards
which and their principles we sustaiu the same position
of antagonism which we occupied upon the mem¬
orable occasion when we took our atand upon
the platform of the national democracy. (Applause )
Every member of thia convention is, I am surs,
devotedly attached to those great principles
for tbe maintenance of which, in their purity aud their
strength, our distinctive organization was established.
(Applaust .) And no one among you would more heartily
rejoice tban myself could the great democratic party be
it-en once more united in sentiment, in purpose, anl n
action, throughout this nation. This result is inevitable,
though it may be for a time deferred. Politicians may
fuse and fuse again ; those eagerly seekiog after offl^e,
and tho incumbents of place aud power, may fuse.the
mm iu get, aoa tne oitiVr vo kn|>. (AppU»<»e.) ti..,
may abandon or change tbeir principles, as it may be
necessary, from time to time, to keep tbeT places bat
the great mass of the democratic party, whose ouly con¬
cern about offices is that they may be well filled,and « hose
solicitude about appointments is only tb*t they ra»y be
worthily bestowed, can never "fute" fur the salts of
spoils, until the grant laws of their creation shall be
changed. (Loud applause, If "fusion' means union up m
principle, wo arc all for "fusion." (Applause.) BuJ, gen-
tbmen, tbat union isone which mero politicans can aerer
effect. (Applause.) It will come about, but it will be a
movement i,f the people at the earliest moment when
tbe proposition ran be offered without dishonor, and can

be accepted without disgrace.(loud applause).but not
one moment sooner- and that that moment has not ar¬
rived seems to be tne common sentiment of thMe who
sympathise with our organization. (Applause.) We
have just passed an election, the result of which 1* by
eur opponent* proclaimp.l at the destruction of the or¬
ganization of the national dt-mocracy; but, gentl*m -n,
this ik not tr ie. (Applause.) You are familiar with
the element* which entered into that c invass and eon-
trolled its reiult. Questions altogether aside from taose
(much which hare heretofore governed oar elections
sundered all the ties of ordinary political orgauliati mi.
And one question, new and strange in the political world
.a que.lion upon which the wisest, the best, an 1 the
parent of men hare differed.absorbed all others, defy¬
ing all resistance and all calculation. I allude to the
temperance question. It appealed from the man¬
ner of its presentation to the interests and the feelings
of masses who threw themselves on the one aide or the
other, as their Interests or their passions dictated.
The storm has subsided. For all the turjioll and con¬
fusion which *e hare witnessed, it m*y yet be safely
said that rum is not one of the initiations of the coun¬
try, though, from the eagerness with which the i<*ue
was contested, one might hare supposed th it
upon its determination hung the destiny of the
nation. Rut. gentlemen, let us calmly talce a
surrey of tne results of the election, as
indicating the position of our fellow citizens upon the
qnesthns which hare distracted the councils of the de¬
mocratic party. At that most extraordinary election,
In spite of ita'distracting issues and anticipated results,
and in ap te ol the falsely d"clared withdrawal of the
name of Judge Bronson from the canvass, upward* of
thirty thouund men, in one unbroken phalanx, cast
their rotes for him, without hope and vet without dis¬
may. (Applause.) And we deem it higher honor to
liaTe beeo among that number, than to hare helped awell
the ranks of those who roted without regard to their
principles, but hare equally, though ingtortously,
railed of their ends. (Applause ) In the city of
New York, where the rum question iwcpt the
board clean, and where friend and foe together toiled for
the common end, regardless and unmindful <}f the gnat
principles distinguishing our political organizations, al¬
though the rote for Judge Bronson was less, 10,090 men
upon our local tickets cast '.lielr rote* for our uomlneea.
indicating their preference for our organization, and
their adherence to our principles, while In the State at
large upon tho Congressional rote, 100.000 men gire as¬
surance of a bright tuture for the national democracy.
(Load app'ause ) With such a foundation for a political
organization, with sach principles underlying its base,
with such a past and such a future, can <re think of
surrender or abandonment? (I/Oud applause ) A few
words, gentlemen, relating to th* earlier history of oar
organization. I will not go back to the sntiisra.of 1848,
or to the union of 1849. But will begin with the fall of
lMli, which found the democratic party united, and
their common efforts succesful in the 1 lection of the
present Incumbent of the preaidential chair. Oa that
oecasion th* democratic party, adopting a theory
which seem* in this country to be the bewttiag
sin of all political organization, threw orerooarl
their old and well tried men, and I hope for
the last time, and ventured upon the doubtful experi¬
ment of selecting as tneir standard bearer one leas
distinguished in the political arena, if not quite un¬
known Franklin fierce was eleeted President, and it
may safely be said that when he took bis seat oa the 4th
of March. l«f>3, he had not one political or personal ene¬
my from New England to Georgia, and it was in his
power to have achWved for the d-mmratic party and for
the nation a glory worthy of the days of the lllaetrioas
m»n who had preceded Itim in his higa office. (Ap¬
plause.) And how has ale trust been acco nplished? Hl<
inaugural addresa excited universal admiration, and re
celred unbounded applause. The first great eveat of his
reign was the appointment of Greens t Bronson to th*
office of collector. Judge Bronson c >ndescended to M-
cept that (flee, not for the sake of wielding its patronage
or its power, but for the sake 01 the great party to which
he had ever proved true, (applause) and m doin( eo con¬
ferred more lustre upon the administration than they
bare since acquired or lost. (Applause ) Thsnextmea-
sure of th* ar ministration was the removal of this same
man Imm office without cause, without any charge of
dereliction of datyor Infidelity to his trast, but upoathe
nllegeo ground tLat while the millions of the nation
m'Rbt he sstelr trusted to hi* supervision, the appomt-
seut ( f his tidewalters must be controlled at Washlig-
ton, ant ther* be reatrieted to those who, in 18 M,
voted lor Mr. Van Bnren. The parcelling o it

alluded to the dumeetlo policy of the administration,ud now lot us take a glanoe at ita foreign poller. I be¬
lieve that wo have established upoa a fins basis the
great fend hitherto undiscussed subject of a court oos-
tume. (Laughter.) And the reeult of our diplomacyhas conferred upon as the distinguished honor of haring
been the first among nations to dictate to its foreign
representatives the color of their cloth and the cut of
their coats. (Renewed laughter.) And we have bom¬
barded Gnytown.

With entire unanimity th«y presented for t'ie offl-e of
Chief Magistrate the name of Ur-eno C. Brooson. (ap¬
plause).a man known and a know Uiiged throughout
the Union as one of the ablest, the boat, aud tlie purest
of msn. (Renewed applause.) Then was the time to
«'fu-o." But did you near of "fusion" then? A>»d
when <'id you first hear of " fun or f" It was in October
lust when a packed convontiou ru t in Stuyvesaut Insti¬
tute to nominate a candidate for the office of Mayor
The peculiar circumstances atteoding that. transaction
need not be the subjeot of reference B it enough about
fusion. What has occurred to induce us to aban¬
don our principles or surrender our organization!'
We owe sometning to the 30,004 men who voted
for Judge Bronson, something to the out* hundrt i thou¬
sand men in the a'ate who acknowledge our organiza¬
tion; we owe something to ourselves and more to t^p
country. (Loud applause.) The national democratic
party, if not now the strongest political organization in
the i?tate, is at least a basis upon which a p:irty can be
built, upon whose banners victory shall perch.
(Cheers.) Its principles are as broal as the Union; its
end the preservation of that Union. Were you about
to build nn edifice which you might rear high towards
heaven, and which should stand tbe s'ioc.s and storm*
of centuries, you would lay its foundations broad and
deep and pure. 8 milar elements are to beeucouotered
in the political as in the physical world. Th* foundation
of a great political party should be likewise deep and
strong and pure. In my judgment the national demo¬
cratic party re-t upon sash a basis. Let us stand toge¬
ther to the end. (Prolonged cheers, amid which Mr.
Clark look his seat.)
