A high wind prevailed at the time, aod io less than
twenty minutes the buildings of the east side were in
fAames. The ilnmes were arrested on the sast by pulling
down two small buildings sdjoining our ofice, and the
7 fon of buckels of water; in the weat by
the Blindeés Baloon. Had it caught at a Inte hour, the
entire town would bhave ineviulﬂ been consumad. It
is impoksible to arrive at anything like a correct esti.
