Captain Ackermau.The walls of Dr. Burchard's

church in Thirteenth street which was lately destroyed
by Ore. are In a tottering condition, and should he imme¬
diately taken care of. There Is aUo a large hole on the
corner of Iludj-on and Barrow streets, a few inches from
the railroad, and another on tho *M ;wal* in front of 14fl
Fourth street. Both are very danjerous. Two gas
lamps, one on the corner of l'hrteeith street.and Ninth
,arenue, and the other on the corner of Barrow aud
Washington streets, were not lit.

Captain Speight.The um holes in this district (theTwenty-first; were, as a general thin*, closed on Sun¬
day. Those who did keep opeu had a spy stationed at
the aMe door, who, on the approach of a policeman,
would give warning, when they would refuse to admit
ijuoy person.

The sewer that was put down in Sixth aver ue, between
Twenty-ninth and Thirtieth streets, in one month gave
way, and the pavement has sunk so low that it is im¬
passable for vehicles of any kind.

lh< twelfth section of the Jinendmenta to the Charter,

passed April 12, lH'.'i. ia In theae words:.
" All work to be done, and nil upplies to be furniahed

for the Corporation, involving an expenditure of mora
than *28(1. shall be by contract, founded on sealed bids
or proposals, made in coiopli.no with public notice for
the full period of ten day a; eud all auch contractu, when
Riven, hliall lie given to the luweat bidder, with adequate
security. All such bids or ] roposals shall be opened by
the Heads of Departments eCvartiaiag for them, in the
presence of the Comptroller tad such of the parties tusk-
lng tliem a* desire to be pit tent."
The language ia clsar an easily understood. It la po

sitive and udequivocal. You have not the power to di
rect any department of thi I 'ity Governmeat to order
lahor which ahall exceed In coat the sum of $250, with-
out previously receiving proposals from individuals, and
making a contract therefor with the lowest bid.
The resolutions now be'ore me fur my approval are a

peremptory direction to the Commissioner of Repair* and
Supplies to employ one bundled and fifty men at a cost
cf one hundred and fifty dollars per day, to do work (or
the corporation without iny limit as to the amount of
money to be so expended, but with the implied authori¬
ty for him to thus disburse many thousand dollars.

In my opinion that officer cannot overlook the restric¬
tion In the section referred to, which explicitly state*
that "All work to bo don* which shall involve an ex¬
penditure of over two hundred and fifty dollars shall be
by contract." 1 cannot give my aid in requesting him
to violate so plain a provision of tbe organic taw under
which we are to administer the executive duties of oar
officers.

Again, there is no appropriation by which to pay
these mm after the work is pi rfermed, and in my recent
message I animadvert with much severity upon the
practice of permitting disbursing officers to d-sburse
money except upon previous api roprlationa made upou
defailod estimates, and I cann so soon disregard my
own position.

It is unnecessary for me to iul thit I deeply feel for
the poor whom it ia intended to bei,";:t by these resolu¬
tions. lhey have my warmest aymi> ithles, but if ths
charter can be violated tor a good obje t so can it be for
a bad object.
The principle which will take down the barrier* placed

around your legislation, and the conduct of those who
execute the laws in this instance will alio disregard
them in raor# impertant ami less worthy nutters

In my judgment, tho Commissioner of Repairs and
Supplies has full power to go on and enrage men to do
the work, without any directory resolution of this kind,
provided that not more than the restricted sum is ex¬
pended under the same requisition.

It will not be difficult for him to provide ways and
means to carry out the benevolent motive, which, no

doubt, actuates the Common Council lathis proceeding,
without any conflict with the charter Tho object can
be accomplished without any o'.ber action upon the part
of the Common Council, than making proper provision
for the appropriation of the necessary funds which can
be done without any disregard of tho charter whatever.

I have advised that officer to that effect, and have tbia
i day officially directed him to pull down the ruina, and

give labor to men at one dollar per day each, keeping
witbiu the limits, so far as such requisition may ro¬
il ti ired .
