Social and Political Condition of the Country.Sum-
wary Executions of Revolutionists.Preparations to Re¬
ceive the yew President, Tadeo Monagat.Hit Impe¬
rial Programme.IKe Currency.American* Affairs.
Cholera Devastation.
We hare no newa of importance to communicate. The

country is comparatively quiet. Assassination* have
been carried on to an alarming extent, aa authorized by
the government. The law* do not make it a capital of-
fence to be engagtd in revolution*; but the principal*
are secretly shot on the read after being taken prison¬
ers. The number* cannot be ascertained but many
-who were known to have been taken prisoners have not
since been heard from. A major of the army, who took
tides against the Monagas dynasty, was wounded, taken
prisoner, and brought to the jail of Caraccas, and locked
up in a cell. Soon after, a high personage went to the
jail at night; tbe jal was opene dta him; he entered the
cell of the majtr, and ran bim through with his sword
This coldblooded murder was known the following day
throughout the city, but no investigation took place-
no one dare accuse; and if they had, no judge would
have entertained tbe complaint.
Great pr«parations are to be made to receive the new

PretMent, Jose Taileo Monagas, with imperial dignity.
The last Congress made him a General in Chief. His
private dwtlling is relng filled up In princely style. It
i» situated on Plsza San I'abfo the Provincial deputa¬
tion ban changed tbe name to Plazt vtonsgos. A large
body of iroops.are to bo assembled In Caruccas to receive
him when be makes his public entry. He will not come
to the city until Congress meets nnd sen<U a deputa¬
tion to Barcelona to aunouuee to him that he has been
elected President. He will tben embark on board a
Btetiner f« r l.apunvra, attended by the deputation,
with his lori's in waiting; another deputation will go to
me>t him at his lancing; tbence he will be escorted >y a

body ot cavalry to the capital, where the Imperial
Gourds will be drawn up to receive his highness. After
being tworn into office, he will deliver nis inaugural
adurefs.
Tbe Ministers of government are principally engaged

through agents, in buying up '.he depreciated paper of
tlio government at ti.teen cents on the dollar, an 1 turn¬
ing it inlo the treasury tor its face, tor which they ob¬
tain specie ami thus are accumulating every cent of tbe
public money to theiroon use bef ire the oew aoministra-
t'oi ci ni«s into power, ou the '..Oth of January, leaving all
the clerks and official* wtliout the r salaries, some of
which are now seven months in arrears pretending
there is no m< ney in the treasury to pay them.

Tliuh the Ministers, with a salary of t^S.O.iO a year, for
two years, will retire fr«>m oflico with $'200,000 each.
Vt bo can blame the people (or making revolution uu.lor
such a state of misrulef Foreign c aimanU are de¬
prive1 of their just rights fur spoliations, tnil tue slave
own' rs ha»e been routed of their prop<T'y in order to
support the imperial dignity of the Mouag vs dynasty
»ith troops; and 'In- tax created for thmr payment all
goes it to tbe imperial cutler*.

It will require 'he most ample instructions from the
United .¦tat. s government to their resident Minister, to
protect the riirhts ot American citizens, and u> enlorce
their just claims, however they may have originated,
wrether by violenc* during political commotion-, seoha-

t ins, or civil c ntr.iet, wbtrc the government havo act¬
ed n bad laith to de'raud them ot their ju t rights.
Wif lion t such instructions and a resolute rlutermiu.itiou
on the part of the Minister to act with decision and
promptitude he m>ght as well remain in Wasbingtua.
There is a Geld of latior before the Minister; aul his
mown merity of character gives hope to the American
ritiz'ti* that te will not be found wanting when he
returns to his post.but he should havH plenary powers
to ai t unuer every emergency without delay

It will be reen that the number of acrldeuts steadily
increases, and that the value of property endangered i*
greater than in any previous year. TTie number that
have been ashore is not so great, yet the total losses are

larger thsn in '53, snd the >namt of property lost ex¬

ceeds that of any year since 1846. The value of property
brought lefore the Admiralty Court for adjudication is
close upon a million, yet tho Judge has considered that
the actual service* rendered by the talvors were well
compensated by an average award of twelve per cent.
The repairs npon vessels injured by the reefs, and npon
those arriving in distress, bare been far from extensive.
Nearly all repa rs have b> ea temporary, and in some in
stances less was done through fear of exoess than the
future safety aud the actual wants of the vessel demand¬
ed. We cannot let tti* opportunity escape of protesting
against tbe policy of tLo*e in power of svndeng leaky
ships to sea, exposing valuable lives and property when
the adoption of a more thorough system of repairs
would le^-sen the chances of suffering and of lass. The
dangers of tbe deep are frequest enough to sound, well
conditioned, vessels witiout being multiplied by tbe faUe
method of economy in sending those in distress a thou¬
sand mile* for repairs. The *y«t<m will not be abandon¬
ed until some heartrending accident occurs, and direct*
public attention to such wanton risk*, and lorcea under-
wli'ers to value lives more than dollar*.
