Several members of this ancient organization assem¬

The President'* annual address was very well read by
John N. Wilder, Esq., of this city. Wm. H. Burleigh,
editor of the Prohibitionist, read the report of the Exe'
cutive Committer, i.ud also that of the Treasuier, Eras-
tus Corning, Ley ., by which it appeared that the society
is in arrears the sura of 92,000. This deficiency
is occasioned b.v the large expenditure incurred
during the last season in employing travelling
agents, lecturers, tract distributors, and in editing
and printing electioneering papers, and endeavor-
lug to elect n Governor and House of Assemblyin favor o ti e Halm- Prohibitory Liquor law. It
