Plants have ever travelled most and furthest of
all children of tbis earth. Muoh has been said and
much has been written about poor flonrs, these
true and genuine children of their mother earth,
comixg directl} out of her bosom, and ever busy to
draw from the air of heaven food for thtir great
parent Often have the; been pitied because they
are chained to the soil, whilst tnetr own snadow, as
in mockery, dances around them and marks the
passing hours of sunshine. Trees have been called
the true symbols of that longing for heaven which
is innate in man's sonL Buna for life to one smal
spot on earth, thev are represented as stretching out
widely their broad branches, far beyond the reach
of humb'e roots, trying to embrace the balmy air,
to drink in the golden light of the sun, and to arrest
the very clouds in their aerial flight.
But In reality plan's travel tar and fast. It is

true they perform their journey mostly In the seed;
but there is, pernaps, no earthly kind of locomotion
which they do not employ for their purpose. Wind
and water, the beasts of the field and the wingedcreatures of heaven; above all, man himself.all
have been pressed Into their servloa, to carry them
from tea to sea, and from shore to shore. Countless
poweis of ra*uie are In essantly at work to scatter
the blessings or tbe vegetable world over the nations
of tbe world. Almost one fourth of all plants upon
earth bear Beeds that ara provided with wings, para¬
chutes or other contrivances, by msans of which
tney may be carried on tbe wings of the wind to
distant regions. Every brook and every river, even

a shortlived rain, carry a thousand plants to remote
countries. The great ocean it-elf, on its mighty
currents, bears fruits and nuts from island to laund,
and every coral reef in the South Sea is almost in-
star tly covered with arlcii, luxuriant vegetation.
New plants appear thus constantly woere they

were formerly not found, wh 1st of the disappear¬
ance of vegetables there are but few isolated in-
stacces known. Thus, the Egyptian monuments
have, in their quaint and well preserved paintings,
three kinds rf sea rose; only two of these are n »w
met with in Egypt or tae adjoining countries; th9
tbird is not found there or anywnere over the wide
wend.
Of tbe influence of climatic changes on these re¬

markable phenomena of vegetable life we ire told
that-
Some plants literally conquer a country and ban¬

ish the native inhabitants; others disap jear, not
before enemies of their own race, but emigrate be¬
cause of climatic changes. Palestine, which was
once a land flowing with milk and honey, where
the jb rape and the date abounded, is now utterlysterile. The spoilt r Is fallen u oon her summer fruit
and her vintage: joy and gladaesa are taken from
the plentiful tie d, and her plants are gone over the
see. Our common clover has distinctly marked iti
tjavelling stations; requiring muci moisture, it left
Greece when her plains we?e scorched and wither¬
ed; Italy could not hold it, after related devasta¬
tions, when it made it* way iuto Soutaern Germa¬
ny; from thence it is even now gra juallj wauder-
ipg towards the moUter region* of the north. N o

The Soldiers of tike War of 181*.
Speech Of Gen. Leslie Coomb*, tn aupport of tks reso¬

lution* adopted by the 8th of January Convention, at
Washington:.
Gen. Oooma said.That having prepared and reported

the resolution* just read, ha asked leave to make a few
remarks in their support No other time and occasion
bat the prestnt could have Induced him to make a pub¬
lic address. He was aiok at heart with hope deferred,
in reference to a matter of much importance to him,
which had been pending before Congress for seven year*,
without flnal action. But to meet with no many boy* of
1812.some of them his oompanion* in arm* through
bloody scene*- and to see them itill rigorous and hope¬
ful, although covered with gray hair*, wa* a gratifica¬
tion too great to be paa*ed by in silence. He thanked
heaven for their preservation so many years, and hoped
they might still live on till justice was done them all.
At any rate they might rely oa him to stand by them
and assert their rights, for let who would faint or falter
by the wayside, he would be found Arm and faithful to
the last.

It will be remembered that the treaty of peace which
closed our revolutionary war, was signed on the 3d of
September, 1783, and on the 18th of March, 1818, a

general pension act was pa>sed by a grateful Congress
in favor ef the surviving officers and soldiers of that he¬
roic struggle. Thirty live years and fifteen days had then
only i lapsed. The treaty at Ghent, which terminated the
war or 1812, was signed on the 24th December,
Christmas eve, 1814. Forty years and fifteen days have
since rolled over our heads, and while moit of those who
shared our perils and privations.either poured out their
blood upon the battle field, or have long since gone down
to the grave in consequence of those privations.and
others w th blasted frames and ruined health are now

lingering out their last day* in penury and want, we
have been preserved to cume up here to claim their
rights. Shall we ask them in vain ? Why should not
we and our brethren be cared for as were our revolu¬
tionary fathers 1 Are we aliens and bastards tkat we
should be turned off with neglect and scorn from the
doors of Congress 1
In 1818 the treasury was empty, and the heavy debts

of two wars were hanging over us Now it is overflow¬
ing wiMi gold and nothing due which cannot be paid at
a moment's notice.
Then as to the public lands. Who haH a better right

to them than we have? Nay who will dare to try title*
witb uaV Look at the history of the great northwestern
wilderness, and see how it was redeemed from the sav¬

ages *hd wilil beasts. Did not the national treasury pay
for them? Did not our blood moisten them? Sir, the
son of an old hunter of Kentucky has a right to apeak
plainly on this subject. Ii:s father fought with Wash¬
ington at Yorkiown, and then crossed the Alleghany
mountains with bis old- fashioned, revolutionary whig
rifle, and helped Daniel Boon« to whip the Indiaas out of
'.bat God favored land called Kentucky (field of blood.)
Alter you, on this side of the moun itins, were enjoying
peace and prosperity, his fathgc and his bold companion*
slept with their rifles in tWir arms for ten long
vears.and not until after Wayne's glorious victory at
the Rapids, in 1779, did we nave peace with the ferocious
Indians on our northern and western frontiers. Yet,
sir, to this day have these service* and sufferings re¬
mained unacknowledged by any adequate remuneration.
And what did we do during the warofl8121' If the
records of the War Deparlment shall be examined it will
be found that Kentucky shed more red blood than any
other State in the Union. Look at Tippecanoe, where
Daviess and Owen fell. At Mississinnaea. where Camp¬
bell triumpbud. At Raisin, where Alien, Hart, Meads,
Montgomery, and six hundred brave companions ware
killed on the field or subsequently massacred. Look at
the two siege* of Fort Meigs, and Dudley's defeat on the
5th of May, 1813, and at tiie glorious victory on the
Thames, the following &th of October. (Applause. )
From the sanguinary deieat at the Blue Licks till the

gloricus triumph at New Orleans, (whose anniversary
we this day celebrate,) Kentucky bones were left to
bleach on every field of conflict. Is it not almost time to

G-re some evidence of public gratitude to the silver-
ired survivjrsV Shall ihe widows and children of the

dead appeal in v*in to Congress for small portions of the
great country whijh their husbands and fathers fought
forf While they are unprovided for many of them

Sor and Ian 'less wbat right have strangers to come
)m across the ocean and share our heritage, free of

chnrget' What right have the surcharged despotisms of
the Old World to throw off their scum of the earth on
us to empty tbeii poor-house* and prisons upon New
York, Boston, Philadelphia and New Orleans, filling
them with beggars, picspockets, thieves, burglars and
robberH.throwing their dead cats into our wells of living
water ?

It is true, this countrv is the asylum for the oppress¬
ed of other nations, when driven from their native
homes by ruthless despotism so may it ever be.
but those who seek our hospitality and protection must
submit themaelve* to our laws, and not attempt to go¬
vern up on our own soil, or take from our children their
lawful inheritance.
Why, sir, according to the doctrines of national le¬

gislation now coming in fashion, while the vile wretches
who desolated our seaboard during the late wat, stood
by at RaUiu and Meigs and saw, unmoved, my Kentucky
brother soldiers massacred and burned, and the villains
wbo fired the ctpitol aud threw Into the streets the
ty pes apd press of the JVational Intelligencer, by a slm
pie declaration of an Intention to become American citi¬
zens, will etch of them have one hundred and sixty acres
of land, the gallant militia of New York and Vermont,
wbo he ped to drive hack the English and their savage
allies at Flattsburg. (the Saratoga of the second war ot
independence,) the II'. rj land Minute men, who immor
tali zed themselves at North Point; the I'eunsylvauia vo-
lunteers who aided Perry to annihilate the enemy on
Lakr KrU; and the Ixiulsiana, Tennessee and Kentuckymilitia, wbo fouglit u*u«* Jackson at New Orleans,
.would get but forty acres each, about enough for a gur
den and a graveyard.
He eolemcly protested against all such iniquitous

measures, which were generally the baits used by ambi¬
tious politicians to gain lii/h places. What would have
been the fate of the Congress of 1818, if, instead of pen¬
sioning the poor survivors of Gen. Washington's bare¬
footed soldiers, who marchod across the Delaware on the
.'ce. and gained those brilliant victories at Trenton sod
Princeton, they had dared to divide out our public do¬
main among the Hessian* wbo fought against usf
Thank God, there was evidence throughout the length

and breadtli of the land of an uprising feeling in the
American heart to rebuke?such crying injustice Stand
to your arms, my bovs; the old soldiers of the Indian
wars since 1790 and those who fought in 1812. will yet
get their rights, and so will th» widows and orphans ef
those wbo have died or been killed. (Greit applause.)
Our red brethren, too. who fought by our side will not

be neglected. On the Niagara frontier and in the North¬
west. a* well as in the South, many of them behaved
with heroic self-devotion. Gen. Coombs had seen them
in battle, and some few bad been under hi* command,
and he would vouch for their fidelity ami courage.

Ttiis broad and beautiful land, with' all its rivers and
mountains and fertile plains, once belonged to tbem. It
is ours now, leaving the red man sc tree ground em ugh
to bury tueir dead on this side of the great Father of
Waters. And In the far West we are circumscribingtheir dominion to the Rocky Mountains and the prairies
at tbeir base. We are rich and tbey are poor; and it i*
our duty to stand by them and vindicate their rights
now as tbey itood by us and fought for u* during the
war. He knew it would be difficult to prove up their In¬
dividual claims, for they had no regular muster roll*,
but as far a* possible let it be done and satisfaction ren¬
dered.
The Six Nations of New York sent forth hundred* of

warriors, who bad no constitutional scruples about cross¬
ing tbe Niagara river into Canada, many of whom fell in
battle, and others returned mutilated for life Gen.
Jackson was aided by portions of theChnrokee. Choctaw,
and Chickasaw tribes in the South, and Gen. Harriion by
some of tbe Shawnees and others in the Northwest. Our
government is bound by every principle of honor and
giatitude new to reward those service* liberally.
And what was it necessary for Gen. C. to nay of our

hardy tara and brave marines, who had spoken In than
der '.ones on every ocean and inlanc Ma during the late
war; had won victory after riotory over the haughty
self styled mistress of the ocean, ana taught a lesson to
our proud enemy which the rolling of a hundred years
will not blot out? Shall any of them be neglected f
Never. (Applause. )
Gen. Coomb* tben gave a rapid and graphic description

of the great Northwestern wilderness at the commence¬
ment of the war of 1812, and contrasted it with its present
civilized and prosperous condition. Then Kort Mackinaw
bad been surprised and taken by the Rritish before the
garristn heard of the declaration of war. The little fort
at Chicago bad been abandoned and the garrison way¬
laid and murdered on it* march to Fort Wayne, and
Wells, the Indian agent, tomatawked and scalped.
Soon afterward!, Hull surrendered Detroit and all

Michigan territory. The settlement at the Maumee
Rapids was destroyed, and nothing remained bat a few
standing chimnies. With the exception of two small
stockade forts fWayne and Harrison), not an inhabitant,
but hostile Indians^ could be found between Lake Erie
and the Miaslsaippl river. Th« first was besieged by
the enemv in large force, and only relieved by
General Harrison and the Kentucky volunteers under
his command; and the latter was successfully defended
by Csptaln Zachary Taylor and his feeble garrison against
most fearful odds.
He spoke of the starring condition of the left wing of

the Northwestern army, to which he belonged, en¬

camped below old Fort DeQance. under Wlnahester. At
one time it was Ove days without bread or flour, and
living on beet so poor that it was a standing jest with
the little Dutch butcher, when about to slaughter our
daily rations, to call on some by-stander "to h<jld up
dlt beef till he shot him." He described the horrible
winter campaign of 181218, terminating at Rositer in
two bloody battles, followed by the massacre of the pri¬
soners on the 22d and Z'ld of January, 1*13.
He related some thrilling incidents occurring in the

spring of 1813, while General Harrison with a feeble gar¬
rison was besieged in Kort Meigs, and Gen. Green Clay,
with two regiments of Kentucky volunteers, was hastening
on to his relief. All northwestern Ohio, beyond Pique
Urbaana and Columbus, was then aa unbroken wilder
ness. except a few Indian villages full of I ir. passable
swamps and morasses. Although then a beardless
voutb, Gen. Coombs had become well acqualated with
the country, and was appointed captain of spies.white
men and Indians. While descending the Anglalse river,
an express arrived from Fort Meigs, urging us onward,
and Gen. Coombs waa despatched with four or Ave of his
company In a canoe down the Maumee from old Fort
Defiance. to inform Gen. Harrison of their approach, and
bring back his orders If posa'ble. He described his night
ride down the river, some forty miles.part of the time
through the upper rapids, in imminent danger of being
dathed to pieces among the rocki: nia approach to the
fort next morning, while It fwas surrounded on all sides
by the British and Indians his strong emotions
wjen turning the last point on the river, he
Bret cstne n sight of the British batteries oc
the north side, pouring forth their red kot thunder

u |«>e Fort Meigs, while the glorious stars and stripee
were floating out in proud defiance irom the battlemeau.
No white Msg ot disgrace.no Gen. Hail was there.
(Much applause ) In sttemptiug to get Into the fort
half his men were shot down in the canoe, and the oth¬
ers forced to land en the British shore, snd find their
way back.If they eou'd escape the Indian* la pursuit.
to Frrt Defiance. This waa done.
H* deeotihed the subsequent nattle of the t>th of May.

1113, opposite Fort Meigs, terminating in the death and

defeat of Col. Dudley, Ml the destruction land capture
of tfco greater portion of his force. In this affair he had
commanded the vanguard, composed of two *py companiei of white men and friendly Indiana, which brought
ou the engagement, and after the death of hi* ianior
captain and a number of hi* Man, had himself boon
wounded and taken priaoaer The aoenai swbaeqneatly
occurring at old Fort llaumee wore then narrated; the
running of the gauntlet, the (booting, . tabbing, toma¬
hawking and ssalping of man/ of the prisoners, tone of
them so near totum that their blood ana brain* ¦prinkled
him. At one time there wa* appreheneion of a general
mauacre, which wa* only prevented by the bold hu¬
manity of the great Tecumaeh. (Sensation.)
General C. had nothing to ask for himself; he had re¬

ceived hi* one hundred and sixty acres of land, and had,
after more than twenty years' neglect.because ha was
too proud to petition Congresa.boon placed on tho pen¬
sion roll by a special law, signed by Gen. Jackson in
1834. But he came here to stand by h is brother sol¬
diers, who had received only small tract* of land, or none
at all, and to protect the widows and children of those
who were dead. (Great applau*e.)

Sir, let us so before Congress now and ask for justice,
not for charity, and it they refuse, we will "meet them
again at PhilippL" They shall hear our voices at the
polls, as load as drams and trumpets, next election day,
and in the Presidential campaign of I860.

If the voice* of the remnant of gray-headed veterans
who now alone remain of the four hundred thousand
gallant youths who fought in 1812-'15 shall remain un¬

heeded, we will muHter millions of children and grand¬
children,and come down like an avalanche uponour cold-
hearted representative* hereafter.
Gen. Coombs concluded by reminding his brother sol¬

diers that they had given to each other the right hand
of fellowship, and solemnly pledged themselves, by
every sacred obligation, to stand by each other while
tliey lived, in defence of all their rights, and to aid and
protect the bereaved widows and orphans of their de¬
ceased companions in armB. Let us do this, and sucoess
is certain. (Prolonged applause.)
The following resolution was subsequently adopted:.
Resolved, Tt at the thanks of this convention be and

they are hereby unanimously tendered to Gen. Leslie
Coombs, of Kentucky, chairman of the Committeee on
Resolutions, ior his able report thereon, as well as the
eloquent and spirit- stirring speech which he delivered on
that occasion.

Terrible Snow Storm at Chicago.
[From the Chicago Journal. Jan. 22

A snow storm of unprecedented violence set in about
two o'clock yesterday morning, accompanied by a high
wind from the northeast, and raged with great violence
for nearly twenty hours. Throughout the whole of that
time the air was full of fine dry Bnow, which drifted as it
fell, and this morning, though it is not easy to esti¬
mate its depth, certainly more snow has fallen than at
any one time for some years past. We have doubtless to
hear of considerable damage from the high wiad which at
times amounted to a tempest. A sloop bound for Racine,
which cleared on Saturday from tbl* port, appeared off
our harbor yesterday morning, since which time she has
not been seen no traces of her to be discovered by nine
o'clock this morning, and the moat melancholy surmises
as to her fate are entertained. It was a terrible gale on
lake and land, and on the latter there must have been
much suffering in the slightly constructed dwellings of
msny of the poor, for the snow found its way int > every
cranny and crevice, under badly jointed doors, and
through shattered and ill-fitted windows. We learn
that a Hmall dwelling on the west side was partially un-
roofed. forcing the family to seek refuge with their neigh¬
bors. The north gable end of the dwelling on the corner
«f Kinzie and Dearborn streets, occupied by Mr. Goroux,
was driven in, and the wind and Bnow had full circula¬
tion. Mr. G. was abrent from home, and the family were
greatly alarmed less the whole roof should be blown off.
The balustrade of the house of J. Russell, Esq., of Michi¬
gan avenae, was also blown away.
Some injury was done to the stock of our lumber deal¬

ers. the wind making free with the high lumber piles,
and s'ipping away board after board with the greatest
facility. (Ine or two dealers, during the height of the
Morm, attempted to stay proceedings by lashing their
piles, kc but generally the storm king bad It all his
own way, and made most tyrannous use of his opportu¬
nities. The thermometer sunk with the dying away of
the storm, nearly to zero, and this morning was severe¬
ly cold, and our city presented an appearance not of
frequent occurrence here, with an army of shovellers
at w( rk upon huge drifts, in some instances five or six
feet deep. Considerable delays mist result to the trains
on all tbe railroads of this section, and the telegraph
lines must have received much damage.
