Lords, the brave hearted whig statesman
thought it time to cry sauve qui peut. We
question,'however, whether his reputation for
manliness, generosity of feeling or political
honesty will be much enhanced by the reasons
which heossigns for his defection. He should
have taken this step sooner, or aot at ail. The
man who, with hie eyes fully opened, as he ad¬
mits his -were, to the dis vstrom results ot the
dcfecMvr organization of the ministry, and the
marked incapacity of the -talesman who was
more particularly charged with the c induct of
thewar, could give his tacit sanction to such a

state of things, by his continuance in offlje,
seems to us infinitely more culpable than those
who regarded the matter froma prejudiced, and

I consequently a narrower point of view. His
conduct in any aspect of the case does not ex¬
hibit a very large share of moral courage.
The disclosures to which this act of political
fitly has led, furnish, however, a useful moral.

Ills return to office was a con¬
cession. a* Is well knowa, made agaiust his
feelings, and in compliance with solicitations
from a high quarter. We would probably be

j correct in assuming that this stidden resigna¬
tion of Lord John Russell Is occasioned by a
stcret understanding with the Home Secretary,
although the latter, in his speech in Parliament,
gently aflVcts to chide It. The position of the t#o
statesmen is one of peculiar delicacy as regards
the sovereign, and it required some dexterous
manuuvre to extricate them from It. Lor«l
John Russell had continued too long in the
ministry for the safety of his political repot*-
lion, and Lord Palmerston was unwilling to re¬
sign, lest it should be said that he was endea-
voting to profit by the tccling so generallymanifested in favor of his being placed at the
head of the government. By the resignation
of the for mer, on the ground of Lord Aberdeen's
refusal to moke this change, Lord John en¬
deavored to cover his mistakes by a Aow of
patriotism, whilst Lord Palmerston wm saved
th/; necessity of ottering a nolo epueopari.
Tbeae are probably the secret motives of a step
tlx& %stm to ft" otherwise difficult to acoouat

for on the grousds of ncoessity or personal
reeling, feeing that bat little credit will be
¦wanted to its author for any very patriotic
w aires.
The next steamer will in all probabilitjbring

us the news of the resignation of the A'^erdeen
ministry en masse, and of the appointment 0f
Lord Palmerston to the Premiership. Without
that office his tenure of the Mf'aistry of War
mould be next to useless in 1lhe present emer-

gercy. To do any thing wore than his prede¬
cessor has accomjiMnhed, he must combine in
his person the t«yt> office®, aud thus obtain an
absolute control over ail departments connect¬
ed directly or incidentally with the war. It is
to the absence of that power that the failure of
the Duke of Nc'woaatle is in some degree as¬
cribed.for be is not without ability, and is
besides a man of untiring industry. Of the
members of the present Cabinet, we apprehend
that but few will be found in the new adminis¬
tration. The people are tired of a coalition of
talents which only serve to neutralize each
other, ondwMl prefer a ministry of lees brilliant
parts but more earnest and patriotic purpose.
As to Lord Derby we do not see much proba¬
bility oi his serving under Lord Palmerstou.
He is too proud and self-willed to do that, and
he is besides more a man of words than of ac¬
tion. In re organizing the ministry it will pro¬
bably be necessary to admit a larger proportion
of the democratic element than usual in it.
The evil influence of the aristocratic system on
the oonduct of the war, and the shameful nepo¬
tism which has been exhibited in connection
with it, will lead to a violent explosion unless
some effort is made by the new government to
lop off or effectually neutralise those abuses.
Wc fear, however, that Lord Palmerston with all
his energy, all his unquestionable ability and
all his thoroughly English feeling, will be una¬

ble in this respect to divest himself of the pre¬
judices of his class. The remedy must come
from the people themselves. Until they sweep
away ihe distinctions which oppose rank to
merit, and which place the prizes of an honor¬
able umbition only within the reach of a privi¬
leged few, they must ever expect to be the vic¬
tims of corruption and treachery.

TI»e Crimean Campaign.
It is many montha since we pointed out that

the invasion of the Crimea was lik3ly to termi¬
nate like the last invasion of Russia forty-two
j ears ago; and that Sebastopol might bj to the
British what Moscow was to the French. The
analogy eeoma just now to have been discover¬
ed in England. The London Times already
r< marks that those who waut to know what is
going on at Balaklava must read the accounts
of the rotreat from Moscow. There is no dread¬
ful conflagration bursting out on all sides and
driving the foreigners inte the pitileei st jrm
and drift; but in all other respects the position
of the British army is as wretched as that of
Napoleon's in 1812. Out of 54,000 Euglish
soldiers who have been sent out in the highest
state ofdiscipline and equipments, only 14,000
remuin. Of these, about 12,000 are barely fit
for field duty, and only 2,000 are said to be in
a condition to fight. One hundred men die
daily. In spite of the outcry that has beeu
raised, actually nothing has been done towards
enabling the troops to withstand the rigor of
the climtte- nothing towards the making of
readp; nothing towards the procuring cfcnm-
torts. Shiploads of clothing, food, and stores
lie rotting on the wharves at Balakl «ra, aud
cannot by any process be carried to the heights
above. Starvation and profusion are separated
by a distance of about two miles. Both are in
such an extreme that the whole history of war
.contains nothing so horrible as the sufferings
of the army; and ships at riving from England
with cargoes of the very things that are most
wanted, are obliged to return back for want of
Home authority at Balaklava to receive them.
It is estimated by men apparently well able to
judge, that by the loth of March the whole Bri¬
tish army will be destroyed; and mwy parties
urea' ready clamorous for the recall ofthi ex¬

pedition.
,Nothing less than this would have convinced

Great Britain of the utter folly and absurdity
of the sjetem on which the British army Is
conducted. It has long beeu usual for officers
of the British infantry and cavalry to buy their
commifbions, and to buy promotion from grade
to grade afterward. The artillery and engineers
pars a sort of examination, and when a mui in
these corps is really anxious to learn his pro¬
fession, some poor facilities are afforded him to
do ^o. But it is contrary to the practice of the
seivice for officers of the line to interfere in
?uch matters. They are expected to be rich or j
noble. in every case to be gentlemen, bat
nothing more. The conscquence is that for
many years Great Britain has not contaiaed a
more thoroughly incompetent and useless tet
of men than the officen of her army. Perfect
gentlemen in manners.when they do not fall
into the habit of gambling, drinking, aud so
forth.they know positively nothing. Their
lives are spent in the drawing room or at the
mess table. Delightful companions and very
popular with young ladies, as soldiers they
are as worthless as the wooden target at whi;h
their men are taught to fire. Like ttut coua-
terfeit, they never tliach from danger, but stand

i firmly to be shot : but like it, to cxpcct counsel
from them would be ridiculous. Of the science
of war, of the duties of an officer in the field,
of the thousands of matter* with which a sol-
dier should be conversant, in order to make
head against the enemy and protect the lives of
his men, they are wholly, helplessly ignorant.
These are the men whom England sent out

to command her brave soldiers, la their hands
the placed their lives, and the consequence la
that after a campaign of a few weeks, forty
thousand out of fifty-four thousand arc under
the tod or In the hospitals ; and though
three battles have been won. the failure
of the campaign has come to be admitted
on all sides and the expediency of the
withdrawal of the troops openly debased.
From day to day, a fresh Inkermann may be
expected, and though it U hard to say what
may be the issue of a combat between the
Russians and Freioh, no one c-in doubt what
would be the effect of a bold sortie on the weak
English lines. There are doubtless other points
besides that one on which an attack might be
made. There are, indeed, many resaons far
believing that the withdrawal of the force under
IJprandi from the line formerly occupied in the
valley of the Tchernaya has been nothing but
a rvti Intended to delude the besiegers into an
extension of their ground. % j
That these things are well known and tally

appreciated In England will be seen by the
rpcechea republished elsewhere, and the Cabinet
movements which have just taken plaoe.
Wtetl er they will lead to the correction of the
r<«l eyll remain* to be »*n. The »pWt of 1

conservatism is Xry strong i> all European
countries; ani the Horse Gcards have strong
Mends ia Parliament. For years and years, en¬

lightened men have urged the reform of their
syriem, the abolition of the plan of selling com*
mfeetonn and promotions, and the adoption of
seme rales obliging officers to learn their busi¬
ness. But the aristocracy has been too strong
for the reformer*. The army was a convenient
nursery for the stupidest of the scions of no-

Litity; they would not give it np. So long as

pcice lasted the most ignorant lord's son was

competent to dhoharge the duties of an officer;
avd the rulers of England thought it would be
time enough to think of changc when war broke
out. They resisted reform, accordingly; rather
increated than diminished the power of rank
and wealth in the army ; sold ensigncies, com¬

panies, colonelcies; and now they find they
have fold their army and their comitry's
honor into the bargain.
We have no wish to draw invidhus compari¬

sons, but contracts will force themselves on th<3
mind on such cccasions as these. It has long
been a favorite a swer of Englishmen, when

questioned about their costly war establish¬
ment, to say that their position in Europe re¬

quired them to maintain a hundred thouwnd
men in arms to deteud their country, at an ex¬

pense of a hundred millions a yen- or more.
Tbey have sneered at the insignificant army of
the United States, and expressed uncommon

curiosity to know what we should do if we be¬
came involved in war. It is not ten years
since that contingency happened. On that oc¬

casion, the total available force of the United
States was something like seven thousand men.

Before a year was over, more than three hundred
thousand had volunteered to serve; and we were

enabled to make two invasions of the enemy's
country, to fight three battles in one, and six in
ihe other, to storm three of the strongest fort?
in America and the world, and to setae the
eremy 's capital. The country invaded was

full as unhealthy as the Crimea. Indeed the
cold of Bulaklava is not nearly so deadly as

the fevers of the Rio Grande or the vomito of
Vera Cruz. Yet not one disaster occurred to
check the ardor of our troops; and the mor¬

tality from disease was not much greater th»n
it would have been had they been quartered
in barracks in the same latitudes. In com¬

paring this simple record with that of the Bri¬
tish c&ilf|>aigii in the Crimea, ths true secret of
the difference is disclosed at once. Our offi¬
cers were mostly West Point men: theira idle
noblemen or the eons of rich merchants and
landholders, who know nothing of their trade.

pedient of the Nebraska bill t&at roused
up all the anti slavery people of the North, of
all grades, agaicst Pierce, his Cabinet, his ad-
mbieteaticn and his part'zani. It was the
spontaneous combination of these two elements
of hostility that has resulted in the ast eluding
diFBsters to the administration, its fivorites
and its party throughout all the North. The
spoils policy of poor Mr. Pierce was the be¬
ginning; but the eod is not yet.
When Pennsylvania is revolutionized by
