mere, E*q., D. C. L. and F. R. 3. Kegius Professor of
CI*U Law in the University of Oxferd, Chancellor of tbe
diocese, a deputy 1leu tenant of the county of Oxford,
aad one of the Uuihy trustee*. He expired at hi* resi¬
dence of Shlplake, on Wednesday morning last, the '24th
indent. Dr. Philllmore wa* ehaacellor of the dioceses
of Worcester and Brletol, commissary of the deaneries of
St. Paul'* and Westminster, judge of the Claque Forte,
and advocate of her Majesty :n her High Court of Admi¬
ralty. He waa educated at Westminxter, became a »tu-

; dent of Christ Chur:h (where hi* father na<l been a gen¬
tleman commoner) and early acquired great literary end
professional distinction. Ilia latin and Kugllsh style
wa* unrivalled for it* purity and eloquence. In the dia-
chargc of bia duty as Regius Profeesor, his speeches, on
presenting Warren Hasting*, after the peace preseatiag

I the allied sorereigns, and at the Duke of Wellington's n-

IJUTH OP COL. THOMAS STAMFORD, OP TIT1 UNITED

STATUS ARMY.
Died, at Cambridge, (Md.) on the 3d Inst., after a long
nd painful illness of four months, aged sixty six years,
ol. Tbomaa Staniford, Colonel of the third regiment of

United States infantry.
Col. Btaniford was a native of Vermont, and entered

he army as enMgn of the eleventh infantry in <)ctober,
812. and lias since that per'ed,ov*r forty year*, been In
onrtant and active military duty and on our lodUa fron-
ier. He tervedon the Northern frontier during tlielwar
of 181 it until Its close; and, on the reduction of the army
in 181&, he)wa« retained in the an th infantry, aad a-.com-

Ginied that regiment ia the'adjutant in 1811), to the Upper
ie'Ouri, where they established th* first military pout in

that then wild and distant region. He there participated
in the tuflering*, privations and disease that so dreadful¬

ly afflicted that command during the winter of 1819-':M,
and which proved so fatal to both ofllcera and men. Fever
and icuivy broke out, arising from expoaure and maiiM-
ciency of food and wboleaoine provisions; and, remote
from all auceer or auppliea, death silently decimated the
command, those who survived suffering for yeara the
eflects of broken-down or enfeebled constitutions. His
natural health and strength of constitution enabled him
to |i»*s through those maaifold scenes of privation and
.uttering which proved fatal to ao many of h'S fellow
officers and comrades. In the followLog year he waa
promoted to a captaincy in the iaue regiment, from
which he was transferred In 1838 to the Kighth infantry,
and terved with the latter regiment in the Florida war.
In 18:19 he was promoted to the majority of the Fourth
infantry, and accompanied it from Jefferson H.irraekt to
the Rc«! river, in 1844, to form a portion of the army of
annexation. It left the following June, 1845, with the
Ibird infantry, under General Taylor, for Cirpui Cirlati,
and landed among the first troops which subsequently
constituted, ss it was styled, "our little army or o:cu-
pation in Texas." In October following he waa
transferred to the Fifth infantry, and in March,
1846, marched n ith his regiment to the Rio Orande.
Ee .there participated in and distinguished himself
in the battlea of Palo Alto and Resaca de la Palma
on the 8th and !Hh of May. In the latter action he gal¬
lantly repelled with hia regiment a large body of Mexi¬
can cavalry and ranchers* that were endeavoring to :ut
off the train and baggage of our army and attack it in
the rear, the steady and destructive Are of the dfth
threw them into confusion aad put them to a total
route. For these services he teceived the brevetof lieu¬
tenant colonel. He was promoted to the tteutenant-
colorelcy in the eighth Infantry in January, 184d; and

in September following was brevetted colonel for gallant
conduct In the battlea before Monterey. He proceeded
with hie regiment the following winter to form part ef
tbe'army of Gen. Scott to rendezvous at 1.0bos Island.
On hi* voyage thmce he received a severe injury, which
compelled bim to return to the United States. From
this injury be never ent'rely recovered, and In all pro¬
bability it contributed ia some measure to the fatal re¬
sult* or hi* diaease. He, however, was enabled to join
bis regiment In Texa* after th* Mexican war, although
¦uttering still at the time from its effects, and continued
with It up to the time of hi* promotion to the colonelcy
of the third infantiy in 1862.
